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PREFACE

Boox-mMAKING is 80 much of a trado, that it may be
thought quite unnecessary to be at the troublo to assign
reasony for cmbarking in it; bul, ag it is not my own
vocation, it will bo allowed mo to say, that the decp
interest which many, not only of my personal fricnds,
but others whom I never saw, have taken in my for-
tunes, and the desires expressed, both verbally and by
letter, to know more of my adventures than was com-
municated through tho newspapeys, overcame the reluct-
anco 1 Ielt to undoertakoe such o task. Tho intorost of
personal adventure, however, great as it might be in im-
mediate view of thio evonts while they were fresh, would
not alone have been presumed ppon as a sufficient attrac-

tion for this volume. But the strangeness of the country
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observed, and the deficiency of exact information con-
cerning its people, it was thought, would make welcomo
sny contribution, however slight, to the knowledge of
thig gection of our world and race. After tho contra-
dictory statomonts of voyagers as to the “giants” of
South America, there may bo some curiosity to hear
the testimony of one who has -“seen tho elephant”
under ciroumstunces that cnabled him to measuro its

proboseis.

My story ig a plain one,—a simple rccord of facts,
but not, I would hope, tedious, It offers no feats of
literary agility for the eritic’s inspection, but a recital
of human experiences and observations, sufficiently aside
from tho beaton track of Jifo fo have atiracted o dogreo,
"of attention which flatiers mo with the belief that they

will repay a nearer and moro minute survey.

came epidemic in the autumn and winter of 1848-9, & com-
pany ol lwenly-five wen left the port of New Dedford in
the schoonor Jehn Allyne, A. Brownell, master, and B. I,
Bourne, mate, for Califvrnin, The vessel had been ge-
lected for her good sailing qualities, light drought of
water, and gencral fitness for river navigation. In the
haste and ecxeitement of the time, Californis-bound craft
earried’ out some rather motley companios ; but we consid-
¢red ourselves fortunale in the charvacter of the men asso-
cinted in this eu.tm'prisc, wndd wore orgnnized on such prin-
viples of cquulity oy scemed to pronsise entiro harmony and
good fellowship.  Of course we had high and golden hopes,

and our greab object was to reach the new Ophir in the
casicst and most cxpeditious mawner, On account of the
deloys and dangers incident to the deubling of Gape Horn,
it was determined to attompt the pussage of the Straits
of Magellan,

We left port on tho 18th of February, and for many
doys our time passed pleasantly, hut rather monatonously,
with nothing greatly to exhilurate or to depress our spir-
its, It was discovercd, at length, that our vessel needed
gome running rigging.  The more impationt were [or going
on, and making such headway as we could without it; but
n majority of the company decided to run for the neardésyy
convenient port, and replenish. We nccordingly ran £
Pernpumbuco, ond anchored in the outer havbor on the 25
of March. The beanty and sceurity of this harbor are '
romprkablo, Tt is dofonded from the sen by o ncovly pets., <
pendioular reef, extending three-fourths of tho way acragh.
its entrance, wilh an opening of wmplo width for i
possage of vessels to a sale wnchorage. Being but ¢
degrees south of the equator, ihe town lies continuflly

under the burning rays of a tropical sun.  Its appeavance
ig liko that of most Spanish and Portuguese cities, abound-
ing in bigh snd massive buildings, with more of the castle
than of the counting-house or dwelling in their outward
cxprossion, huilt upon nwarrow, irvegulav strects, that avo
constantly alive with men aud benstys of divers colors and
Cforms. Men from tho eountry, difving their mfstuags,
mulos and wsses, ludens with prodies; wealthy wid noble cit-
izens borne by servants in palanquins; women bearing
woebor in buckots, tuby wnd wuros, which they badunes on
their heads without the aid of théir hands, and walk off
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under ag erect ng so many midshipmen ; —all tho sights
and sounds bave a pleasant strangencss, that made cur
visits on shore highly agrecable. The churches, which ave
quite inmnerous, have nolhing admirable or altractive cute
side, but the richnesy of their interior decoration testifies
to the prevuiling mt}mdmy and ferver of devotion to the
Church of Rome. The church iy, indeed, the grand recep-
{acle of the wealth of the country, Mvery duenc catilico
of them, rick or poor, will seoner stint hisell and his fum-
ily in their daily couforts, ov-even neeessuries of life, than
omit bis due contyibution te mother chureh.
+ Our stay at Pernambuco was short, which must excuse
ho more particular description of its notabilities. Iaving
=obtained the articles we necded, we stood cub to sen.
Nothing aceurred on our passage to the straits worthy of
prrticular record,  Weo spoke one or two vessels, and
"'spent pome time ©gaming” with them, — the nautical
fhiase for visiting. On the 30th of April we made Cape
:.Yirgin, and stood in for the Straits of Magellan,  In eom-
phny with vs, and bound for the same golden country, by
the same course ns ourselves, were bark Hebe, of Balti-
more, and schooner J. B Gager, of New York. We were
Lecalmed off the mouth of the straity for several lLours,
and Captain Brownell visited the lebe.  Hereturned just
before night. A fuir wind sctting in from the eastward,
we all stood in, the J. B, Guger, as being best acquaited
with the wavigation, taking the lead,  Tho threo vesscls
anchored aboub widnight, within twelve miles of ihe first
MAITOWS, ,
Tho noxt morning, it boing calm, some of our men went
on shore in the small boat, for a gunning excursion, ‘They
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returned carly in the forengon, with a large nunber of sea-
fowl.- Not. long after, Captain Brawnell announced his
intontiou to go nehoro, and commenced making prepara-
tions. e 'soen changed his mind, however, and asked mo
to go, in hiy stoad, to provuro some lrosh provisions, il thoy
woro to be had. Kuowing, from the reports of whalers
and others, somcthing of the suvage character of the
natives, I felt veluctunt to venture; bub alterwards, to
obligo the captain, I complied,

Tuking our gunsg, a bag of bread, and sowne tabaceo, four
of ug started for the shore.  As we approached the beach,
a crowd of black-looking giants came Lo the waler's cdge Lo
gazo at us, Wo did not particularly funey their looks, and
lay on our oars for a considerable length of time. A recol-
lection of the many ugly stories eurrent about the Pat-
agonjung, Hoir barburoud and evuel charpeter, did nob
groatly fortify our conlidence, or make s especially anx-
foos for u porsonnl nequuintance with them,  Wo acoord-y
ingly lay off in our boat, and, hailing them in Spanish
seked thew if they had cgox, fowls, and beel. They ré-
plied, in broken Spanish, that they had plenty ab their
houses. I told then to produce their stores, and they
ghould Dbuvo plenty of bread in exchangs, We parleyed
with them for some time, till our boat at lenglh touched the
shore. 1 stood in the boat’s sterm, gun in hand, endeav-
oring to keop tho natives from stealing, and warned the men
not to leave the boat.  'They jumped ashove, promising not
to stray Ivom the spet. 'Choe huabinns offered somo sking
“for aale, which T paid for in breads While wmy atiention
wod divorted from thew by this barier, tho Lndiuus woro
ccaxing my men away. I looked about, and found only
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one man near me, IIe was despatched in pursuit of the
athers, and dirccted to bring them without dolay, The tide
al this point rises and Jalls forty-twae feet. It wuy now
ebb tide, tha boat was fast grownding, and, it being large
utd heavily loaded, T way unable to get it off. The old
chiet’ and several other Indians crowded into i, and once in
coild not be got cut. Persuasion wus useless, and they were
too many 1o be driven.  In short, I was in their bands, and
heeame immediately conscions of the difliculty und peril of
ny situation;-—my men gone, I knew not where, the
boat fast aground and cvowded with the savages, while
nearly o thousand of the tribe congregated upon the beach.
What was before me, ab the worst, I could.only eonjecture
from repord 3 and nothing but evil was reported of the crea-
tures that surrounded me,  What could Tdo? A question
ousier naked than answored,

After o long tiwe, or what scemed such under circum-
glances thal nade minutes seent agey, ono of my wen camo
down, abd asked permission to go {o the Indian village,
“a little way back from the shorve,” ag they had been
promised meat, cggs, and fowls, I ordered him to come
immediately  back to the boat. MHe porsisted in urging
his vequest, but it was so dangerously absurd that L ab-
solutely refused. 1o then said he would inform his com-
rades of my refusal, and return iimmediately to the boat;
but, for some cause, they scemed in no hurry te obey or-
ders.  Weary of waiting for them, and not without appre-
licnsion, 1 nskell v [ndian lor tho use of lis lwe, und
rode with all speed after tho fugitives. In the lurry of
pursuit I inadvertently passed them, and tried to turn
back my steed ; but his inclinations were decidedly againgt a

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retrent:  Whils our opposing impulses kept g statjonry
for a moment, I descried my men approaching an horschack,
behind the ‘[ndians. When they eume up I urged them
to roturn to tho Dboat. 'Thoy persistéd in going with the
gavages., 1 remonsbrated with them on the iwmpropriety
and denger of their course, but in wvuin, Thelr mouths
waterod for tho meat and eggs they were told of.  Their
ounning gnides bad completely nliayed suspivion, and even
laid to sleep their common prudence. The Tndiany kept
on their course, — the men “followed, and T felt at my
wits’ end. I rode from ope to another, talking as indus-
triowsly and uy vrgoatly as L condd, Al lnsl L gavoe thonm
peremptory orders to return. T'he Indinng had plainly lied,
to us.  Their village, they said, was only a little way off';
and yet we were three-fourths of a mile from the boat, and
pot u hbuse was yeb in sight.  Determined to go back, if 1
bued to go ulone, I turned my borse’s head,

At (his point the sk wad drown ol "Tho Dilians
solzed- my bridle, aml avvested wy progress, Weo ail dis-
mou-ntcd, with a view to retreat on foot, but before [ could
réach tho man nearcst to mo the Indians had robbed liim
of his guu. With a mutual agrecinent to stand by each
other in case of pursuit, we hastened our vetrograde march,
but -had made no greab distance when we gaw the Indiang
coming ulber ws. They rode in uwdvance ol uy, halted in
our front, mud mneswyred lo cut off our vetvent; bal by
various zigzag movements, or beldly turniug their horses’
honds, wo mado considerable progress,  Our loes, however,
know what they were nt; it was ouly & question of tina
with thom A suwdden wnd desidad movemont Dulicated o
orisis. I drow my pistels (o puir of single-burrelled oncy),
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but before I had time o cock one I wag jwaped upon
from behind by some half-dozen of these monsiers, One
of them grasping a pistol by the barrel, T pointed it to his
head and pulled the trigger. Tt missed fire, and I thank
God that it did!  Its discharge would have certainly killed
lim, and would as certainly have been revenged upon my
lile, probubly upon the lives of ny comrades. This is casily
felt and said now ; but at the moment, when excited by the
gbrugele for liberty, and, as ¥ feared, for life, with such
dreaded enemies and at such formidable odds, it was quite
another matter. ) ' :
Tho eld ebicl now eamn up, ook e fiemly by the wrist,
- and said, “Usted no bono! usted habla varmane por me
":"'.'(::1,-;:1, nnrelio, nike howbive curvarhae ! mucho montare hom-
bre!”——by which specimen of choice Spanish le desired to
inform me that we promised to go to their houses, and now
would not go; that we were bad men and liars,  1lis peeu-
Nurly thick and gudioval promuneiantion did not yuke the
dinlect more intelligible; but [ was in o situation where
criticism would have been yather oat of place, and my carg.
were quickened by the revelationg made to sight. I there-
fore promptly replied, that if he wounld restrain his inen
from violence, we would go where he pleased.  They, mean
while, grasped their knives, aud looked as if they wanted to
ugo Lhem on our persony; bub the c¢hiel told thom, No, not
then ; he would geb rum and tobaeeo for us first, and kil
ng afterwards. Whilst T was thus engaged, my nenrest
companion discovered lix gun in the hands of an Indian
who stood net far from where T was struggling.  Rushing
suddonly wpon hint, e succeedod in recovoring his picee,—
more by tact than foree, for his antagonist, like 21l jhe
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PPatagonians, was very large und mausevlar. Then nimbly
jumping aside, he i,ohl_ me to lovk out for myselfl That
was rutlior more than £ fell able to do just ub the moment,
Oune Indian seized mo by my armg and legs, somo of thom
grasped wy body, and othars were busy investiguting tho
sontents of my pockets, and appropriating the sawme to
their own mac.  And if ho supposed himsell able Lo show
ng much independence as he recommiended me to, he was
ovidontly mistukon. 1ls had nob elevaled iz gun lo his
faco when the Ipdians were upon him, and wrenched it
from hig grasp.  The old chicf, all this time, held mo
tightly by the srist, menucing his followers with his half-
drawa cutlass, while I endeavorsd to bid for lifeand liber-
ty. I told him heshould have plenty of vum, tobaceo, bread,
flour, brass and beads, 1If'he would carry us to the boat, At
iengih he beat off my plundervers, and sccl]lcd oh the point
of yiolhding ta my teema Mo moundad Ty lorss, and
ordorod e to got up behind kim, L aheyed wilh slacrity,
aad fhacled mywoll in o hir way Lo gol oul of troulle ‘
But, whatover may luwvo heen the chiel’s original intens
tion, I had not goue fax before his policy was diverted. Ono
of the most audacious of the troop rode up, and insisted that
I ghould not be allowed to retwrn, I was the captain of
the ship, ho aflirmed, and if I were restored they would
got none of the promised rum and tobacco. The old sav-
nge Boomed struck by this now suggestion, and hulted, Yo
then dismounied, nnd ho led tho horse up the hill, order-
ing me to follow, I wasnext directed to sit on the ground
and wait [urther action. 1here T sat, looking aliernlcly,
with longing eyos, at tho boat, and at our vessel riding at
aichoe Iy Phiin view, By throo vompanions wore soon
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brought io the spot, and dismounted. And now began a
moro earncst negotintion, We offered large ransom, and
wlier pome biggling they sgresd that three of our nunber
might be relewsed, but one must remain as » hostage ; and
I was pointed oup as the one, I endeavored to have ono of
the others stay, and one actually agreed to; but his heart
soon failed hbn, and I could scec that he was using ‘all
his powers of persuasion to provide for himscll. T assured
I that { would use every effort in his behalf, if he would
consent toremain for the present; but he evidently thought
of the maxim, “A bird in the hand,” &ec., and was hent on
making surc of lis own safety first of all. Poor {ullow !
[ envmot blame Lim for luving his own life, though, at the
moment, it did scem rather hard that, after getting into
the serape by their own heudstrong folly, against my en-
treaties and peremplory commands, thoy should extricuto
Hiaadolyos (o iLat my oxponye, und loave mae id benr
tho hardest of it! Yery likoly I might hnve doue the
same, i our codes bad been reversed,  Aud, oven ilSone
of them had offered to remain, it is very dounbeful whether
the sabstitution would have beon pormitted, The Indians
too cvidently regavded me ag the chiof prize, and were
bent on retaining me ag such.  They insisted that I must
stay while the other three should go for ransom, and I had
nothing to do hul Lo swhnit.

Throe Indians each ook & man with Lim on a Lorse, and
ptarted for the boat, 1 waiched them as they went, with
feelings that T will not attempt to describe. It scemed bub
too probuble we should never meot again. A gense of deso-
Tation camo aver mz, 4k e thought of being 1oft nloue in
the power ol theso suvages, ol whosg trenchery nid cunning
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[ hed already had suck ample cxperience, and of whose
ornelty Lhad hieard so much, I fell that 1 was beyond the
nid, if not eut off from the sympathy, of mny associates.
The falseness of the Indiang to ull their engagements, as T
afterwards loarned, was sigiully displayed townrds iny movo
fortanate comrades. They evidently had no inteution of
roloasing any of us. Beloro reaching the boat, they halted,
and refusod to go any further, or allow our men {o leave
them. The prisoners, however, struggled desperately, and
ot Jongth got cloar of their eaptors.  Ouve rushed up to his
neck in water, tho others sprang into the boat, pushed ofl|
and roseucd him as he was struggling with the wavos,
They reached the schoener, told their tale, and represented
my doporute fituaton. AN hunls eomniscal hrenfing
up cargo, to get at the rum and tobaguo for my rensom.
Two boats were forthwith manued, provided witl the re-
quired articles, and with plenty of arms and ammunition,
and started for the shove. Fhey got Lo the lund a litlle
before dark, and pulled inte o cove, or slight indentation
of the beach,

On catehing sight of them, T desired the Tudians o con-
duct mo to the shore, and receive the ransom.  Bub this
they declined. They ovdered me fo the summit of an
eminenee near by, there to beckon the men to come ashore.
An old skia was giver me Lo wave as a signal.  Pereciving
that I wos to be nsed asa decoy to lure the others into
their treacherouy smare, and secure them all as prisoners,
I protested aguinst thin vow hreach of fith, wml assured
thom thet our men woull not leave their hoat, but that, if
thoy wanted ey rum and tobucco, they must luko me to
the shore. To this, after u long palaver, and with visible
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veluetance, thoy assented. The old elicf ordered me 1o
mount hig horse, — this time reversing our xelotive posi-
tions ; he mnde me sit on the rude upology for n saddle and
guide the horse, while he took his seat behind, elusping
both armny tightly around wmy body, and spurring his old
nag forward. Thus mounted, and wondeving what would
be the next trick of the savages, I was conveyed to thg
shore, near the spob whera the bouty luy off on their oavs.
Driving as near them as possible, I hailed the men, —told
them by no meuns to fire on the Indiang, but to give them
ull they had promised. They asked what they should do
with the articles. T turned to the ehicf, told him what the
boats had brought, and ouce more nsked if it wag a satis-
(utory rannons,  Ho sndd, Yea; 00 thase wrticles wero huid
down, I shenld be released. 1ut lio was plainly resolved to
have his pay in advance; ho dinurasted ws too nuweh to lot
me go first; and I noed not say that my confhlence in bim
was far {rom Implicit.  But, * Neothing venture, nothing
have,” — T directed the en to pub the things ashore, whicl
they did. The Indians greedily picked them up, and L
cluimed my relense.  The old rasenl said,  ho hud not gat
pleaty ol vam yet, he most havo u barrel.” 1 insislod und
struggled, but to no purpose. Ile kopt n tight hold of my
body, and when I begged that at least he would not squecso
mo quite so painfully, he only redoubled his clasp. 1o
obviously sugpeeted, and T mere than suspected, that it
would not yequire a very greab relaxation of his embraco
to prowmpt u pretly decidel movement on my part, for tho
effcctunl vesisting of whicle tho vicinity of tho water wus
nob nliogethor faverable. 1le now began spurring lus old
horse from the scene of aclion; I drew upon the bridle
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with my wholo availuble force and weight; but the dis
parity between human strength and horse power, stim-
ulated to its utinost by tho spur, was too great. I begged
the men in the boats to come again the next morning, and
on noe aceount Lo leave me, which they solemnly promised.

I was now hurried bask into the country five or six
wiloy, ond wb dasb roachod e Tudion villago, nnd was sok
down by the old chiol at his wigwam, Ile gave we in
chargo to one of his squaws, who prdered mo into tho Lk
and budo.mo sit down on the ground. While sitting there,
and casting an inquisitive glance around the rude habit.
ebion, my attention was suddenly attracted to what ap-
peared to be scveral pairs of eyes in a dark corner, shiving
with a gtrange brilliancy. I speculated silently on the
sight, nueh doubting whether ihey Dbelonged to human
Loingd or to wild bensls; bud, an cavelully reconnaitving,
I discovored that' they belonged lo ihvee huge women,
Furthor juvestigations disclosed & sumber of dark-skinned
boys and girls, of divers ages and sizew, playing and
eapering abont the premises, in a slute of perivet nudity.
It took n considprable tims to make ont these, or any
other objects, distinetly, owing to the darkuess of the hut,
Presently the chicf, the patriarch of the tribe, entered
hiz habitution, and began o conversation, in his peeuliar
digloot, with Lis wives. [lu rpeko e a Tow, gratioval Lo,
in words the purport of which | could not guther. L
wud fn no mood lor convoersabion, bul would have Deen
much gratified by learning hig version of the day’s « steoka
of business.” _

And pow o fow dry sticks anden bunch of dry grass
woro brought, mine host drew from’a convenienbt repos-

b
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itory a brasgs tinder-box, with a stone and a picce of steel,
and soon produced a Llaze that brilliautly illuminated the
scene. By its light L was cpabled to survey the first
specimen of Patagonian architecture that had blessed my
vision. 1t was eonslructed in » pointed style, though not
very aspiving, consisting of a vow of stakes ubout eight
font high, ench termineting at lop in 8 erotel, or fork,:
with a pole laid ueross them ;" two parallel rawa of stulkes
on cither side, ubout two feel high, with similar tevmi-
nations, and a similar horizontal fixturc; and a covering
composed of skins of the gnanaco, sewed togother with
the sincws of the ostrich, the only thread wsed by the
people.  This covering is dvawn over the frame-work, and
fastened by stukes dreiven through it into the grouud.
For purposes of ventilation sowe interslices ave left, but
these aggtin are Tndl closed by plinyg eblached to the out-
pudes po that the aw from without, and the smoke from
within {in defandt of a chimney), must insinvate thems-
selves through these apertures in grcat moderation. In
truth, my first survey was rather hurried; the fivst cheer-
Al gloam had searcely set my eyes on the look-oud whea
[ was fhin to shut them against an intelerable simoke.  In
no long time T {elt as Dbacon, it conscious, nght be sap-
posed to feel in the process of cuving. No lapse of time
was sullioiend te roconeilo my oyos, nosivild and Tungd,
to the nuisance; often havo L been morao than hulf strangled
hy ity andd compelled to Jis with my fieo to the ground, ns
the only endurable position.  Talk that is ¢ worsc than o
amoky louse " must Do something out of date, or Shak-
spearo’s imagination ntver comprchonded anything so
detestable a8 a Patagenian hut. The chief and hiz numer-

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ous housechold, however, scemed to cnjoy immense satise
faction ; und jubbered and grunted, and played their antizs,
and exchanged grimuces, uy complacently as if thoy
broathed a highly exhilarating atmosphere,
My meditations aund observations were -shortly inter
rupted by proparations for a weal. The chief’s botter
«half— or rather fifth purt, for ho had four wives — super-
intondod the culinary operations, which wore as rudo and
gimplo ng the hni whore they wero enrviod on. And now
my fimey bogan to conjure up visions of the bueet, fowlx
and oggs, the promise of which had luved wy men from
the boat, —had proved stronger than the suggestious of
prudence, and had made mo a prisoner. But these dainties,
if they cxisted anywhere within the chicf’s jurisdiction,
woro just ab progsont vosorved. The old hag {lrew down
from the wp ol vno of the stakes that supportad the ot
the quarter of somo animal j whether dag, gmonea, or
whatever, wus past imagining,  She slished right aud
left, with might and main, an old copper knife, il it way
divided into scveral picees. Then taking a number of
erotehed sticks, about two feet long, and sharpened at a1l
their points, she inserted the forked cuds inlo pieces of
the meat, and drove the opposite points into the ground
near the fire; which, though suflicient to smoke and com-
fortally swarm tho mess, was too feoble to reast if. At
" all ovents, Limo was tao precious, or their unsophisticeted
rppetites wors too eraving, to wait for such an operation;
and the raw morsels were quickly smatched from the
smoke, tovn futo bits by her dirty hunds, and threwn upon
the growud bofore wa,  The Tndiung soised them with
. m_r_idity, and toswed o LiL Lo o but what could [ do with
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itt 1 should have had no appetite for the dinner of an
alderman at such a fiwe and place; but as for tasting
meitt that came in such a questionable shape, there wag no
bringing my tecth or resolution to it. While cying it
withi ill-suppressed disgust, I observed the savages, like o
harde of halfastarved dogs, dovouring their portions with
the greatest redish; seizing the fragments with their fine
white leeth, at the same timo clenching them with their
hands, winl giving overy sign of enjoyiment excepd whnt one
is aveustorred to see in human beings. The old ehief re-
marked the slight [ was pulting upon his hespitality, and
broke in upon me with a ficree Por que wusted, no munge
wsted, usted carnn?  Ista carna mucho buene hombre por
munge, se hombre, munge! “ Why don’t you eat your
ment 7 This mext very good to end, — vory good to eat,
foat, wan ! cat ! Loy heeo ‘observe that wy knowledgo
of Spaish, Jiko the chiefs, way colloquinl; pieked wp
here and tiere in -vo‘yngcs to South Awmerican ports, which
may account for my arthography being so plainly deter-
mined by the ear rather ‘than by any rules of Castilian
graomnar,  Secing him so much exeited, and not knowing
what deedsmight follow his words if I refused, T thought
it oxpoedicnt to {ry to * cat what was scb helore me, ask-
ing no questions;” thinking, morcover, that if there were
any cvil spirit in it that the firo had failed to expel, it
could not possibly have resisted the smoke. So, being
snm‘]y’dividcd between aversion to the “strange flesh” and
foar of showing it, I forced a morsel into my mouth, Tts
taste wag by no meang ag offensive as its appearance had
hawen 11111}1‘0\11%31':;;. aml I wmmagod Lo suye apponrenocd
with less disgust thun I hoed feared. This wus my firgt
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meal with the gavages, and a sample of many others;
though better viands aflerwards varied their monotony,
now and then,

The eating being over, a large horn, that had once
adornod the head of o Spanish hallock, wus dipped inlo
o leathern bucket and pussed from ous to neother.  [e-
tween the bucket nnd the horn, the {luid had gained n
flavor not found by Adam in his first brewing, and, indecd,
not fur from mauseating.  1owever, it seemel expedient
to “coutquer my prejudices” so fir ay {o drink with the
-other puosts, and the ceremonies of dinner were over; for
which, “with all other mercies,” 1 {elt thanklul, and
turned to my corner near the cxpirving fire, to chew the
cud of sweet and bibter fanecies, in which the latter in-
grodient decidedly pradominated.  The strange ind sudden
dupaln bmiess of my econdition, tho deabblul ehuness of
osenpo, the possible sufierings betore e, 1he uncertainly
thut rested on tho designs of my swvage captors, all
rushed upon my mind, and suggested lo my heated ing-
inntion a host of terrors.

These painful thoughts were intevrupted by an order
to propure for the night’s repose.  An old skin, about two
and a hall feot square, was thrown upon the cold ground
in the back purt of owr rookery, and assigned lov wy
couch } I took possession nccordingly, and the whole family
bestowod themselves in a row near mo. Tho stifiing ai-
mogphoere was soon vocil with their snoring, My Dbrain
was too busy for sleep.  Feverish fancies kept me wakeful.
I rovolved a variety of plans for eseape.  Could T stoal
cut of the hut wuporcoived # Uould L find my wuy 1o ltho
shoro? I doublod tho fivst, sd more than doubitoed the
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second ; and even if so far successful, there was no bout
to tuke me from the accursed land. And how coald T
conceal myself from the Indians i1l a bout should arrive?
They would miss me; and, long before any possible com-
munication with my vessel, would be hunting e down
with horses and dogs, Not o wooed or thicket had met
my eye on the dreary waste 1 traversed tho day hofore.
I tried to devise some other plan, but none offered itself.
Tt was this or nothing, —and this was next to nothing.
Urown desperate, ab last, T determined to make wn cffort.
After lying some time, listening te the heavy brcabhin:g '
ol the sleepers, and satisfying mysclf that nono of the
company were awake, I raised mysclf as noisclessly ns
possible, aud stole towavds the fromt of the wigwam,.
Clasling 2 fartive glance backward, I conld see that the
ol ehief wan e lesn eithor he had foignod sleop, or some
ovil spirit lad waked him just at the wrong time, T'o go
fwnmediately hack would Lo plaily betray ny purposo;
go I walked very calmly and deliberaiely into the open air,
and stood as if star-gazing; the old fellow, as I plainly
porecived, all tho time watching me from the ledge. In
a short time I walked qniclly back to my dark retreat,
and found him where I had left him, lying very ceseyly,
as if nothing had happened to disturb his slumbers,
Ouce more stretching myself on my uneasy couch, I lay
two hours or more, still revolving tho samo unsolved
problem in my mind. At length, all appearing to be sound
asleep, I decided to venture a second attempt; and, in
tho ovent of fuilure, to make tho best of it for the present,
Stealthily us possible I orawlod from among thow, slid
out of doors, snd crouched upon the grass, Could I bo

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mistaken 3 No>-— thoso infernal eyes were fastened on me
a8 before! Thero was no cluding their vigilance. At
this moment e howling ag of a hundred wolves wag heard
approaching, aud about thab number of dogs c¢ame rush-
ing, pell-mell, towards me. 1 sewnpored for the wigwam
rg fust as my foot could carry me, and in wmy flight
gtamblod over a stick newrly cight foot long. T scized
tho weapon thus kindly lent ne, and, swinging it furiously
shout me, gave all introders that cowe wihin my reach
n suffieient touch of its quelity. Thus defending myself
",.'{‘rom the brules, I backed towards the lodue, plad to shelier
‘mysolf nmong ily detested dronates.  The conuing old Du-
rosilver, as before, had bestowed himselt on the ground
among hig squaws and dirty ehildren, and was, apparvently,
fust asleap. '

PThin wor moro thap boconhd compuss- Veaation al
my fruitless ablomply to caenpo, = <drend, inspired by the
rolentloss vigilance nnd quick assiraneo of e chicl,—
tormenting apprehensious as to the issme of any cllort on
the morrow to effoct my ransom, —all Jept my Drain
upon tho raek, and e¢floctually dvove sleep from my eyes,
41l near daylight, when I fell into a disturbed slumber.
In my drcams I wag at once transported from (he savage
hut, on board my vessel. Methought she wan driving hefire

- tho wind, all snils got, at 1ull spoed, upon a dangerous veel,
Al on bowrd seamed insonsible of the danger; T almio
pereeived it, but a nightmare spell was on me, and my
lips vofused to speak, my linbs to move. Roofed to my
place on the deck, T stood in demb agony, while our
vosiol  mwhod upon hier dnte. hore oong n xodden
ghoels, — our bark hed siruok, and he  iotal destruction
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wag inevitable. Some of the men were dashed violently
upon the ileck, others precipitated into the boiling surf,
wlkere they clung desporately to spars, and frapgments of
the wreck, While the confusion was wildest, and the
dream of ellort for eseape was subsiding inte the caulmnesy
of despair, I suddenly awoke, and for some time was un-
able to comprohend where [ was, or how I eame there, - If
I were indeed shipwrecked, I was also, like Jonah, vomited
upon dry Buul. T drew my hand across my oycs to assuro
myself that vision was unobstructed, cast my cyos vight

glancos at me ihe while. Whether this ceremony was
the prefaco to some act of violouee he meditated, or a
seene for effect, to fill me with & whalesome dread of his
power, I could mnot guess; but, determined to show no
foolish fears, I thought it bost to put u beld faes wpon
the matter, and make an equally strikiug demonstration
of courngoe sud prosunco of miwd, quulition which snvagos
gonerally approcinte. 1 therefore approuched him, tried
the edgo with wy own fingers, praised the beauty of the
" instrument, and interested myself in the process of shurp-
ening it. Following up my assaunlt on his vanity, 1 ex-
tolled him as one of the best of men, and assurcd him
that when wo got to the shora I would amply reward him
for bis kinducss to me; taking cecasion, however, to throw
in  hint on the vast importance of starting carly. This
I onforcod by tho suggotion (lud, whou he goi hin goed
thingg, tho fewoer there were present, tho fewer clainanis
thore would be Lo divide the spoils. .
Aftor much coaxing, ho started afler liv old lorse;,
I mounted ‘behind him, and wo moved slowly off. When
we arrived at tho shoro it was blowing a perfect gale, A
boat eould not live in the billows, All threo vesscls bad
dragged their anchors, and luy at some distanco from their
anchorage of yestorday, Bark Hebe appeared te be drag-
ging towards tho Orange Bank, » dangerouy shoal, 1
aftorwards learncd that the Ifcbe, after getting into water
ng ghonl ns would Dbarely float her, slipped her cables,
put up a little sail, and finally succeeded in weathering
the shoal and getting safely out to sea. The J, B. Gager
was draggiog inﬁtha game direction. DMy ownsvessel was
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holding on better than the otlmrs, and I hoped she would
ride out the gale in safoty.

L nude my eaptors understand the reason why no hoat
had eome, as promised; with which they appeared o be
satisficd, and we returned as we came. By imeans of
ticie broken Spanigh, which they had picked up from
sailors, and in visits to the Chilian or other Spanish
Amerienn seltlements, nud by signg, amountiog al times
pretty nearly to a pantomime, I found mysclf able to
understand inguiries or commands, and to make known my '
wishes,

Iarly on the fullowing morning wo again visited the
shore, and 1 looked cagerly toward tho anchorage, where
all my hopes of deliverance centred, Not o vessel was
in gight! Whether they had foundered, or were driven
upon tho sheal snd wreeked, or had dragged oub to sen
i n disibled condilion, —or whether my shipmaies, tho
gale having subsided, had deliberately proceeded on their
voyage, and lelt me a prey io cruel savagos and all the
Cils of this inhospitable shove,—1I was wnablo to con- -
jeeture. I only knew that they were gone, and that 1
wis left adong (o tho tender saercies of the Patagoninns,
No present means of oscape appeared.  The fubure, wisely
hidden from my view, suggosted nono to my hnagination.
I told my captovs tho worst; that the high winds had
probably suuk the ships, amd all thud wero in thom. At
this intelligence they scemed delighted, and laughed im-
moderately, as if such a caluuity were & consolation for
the loss of their oxpeetesd ransom. Their ervel glee could
add nothing to the weight of my desolation. My past
. life was sealod up ag if by an ontrance on a new stale
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of being, I looked round on & bleak and cheerless region,
and forward on a lifo as barren of human joy, made up
of ovory apeeios of sufforing, — hanger, cold, fatigne, nsalt,
torture,—-lishle to bo cub short ab any moment by the
caprice of my tormentors, and so wretched that death
itgelf, with all the cnormitics of eannibalisin, lost its ter-
rors by comparison.

Rerunnivg 1o the encampment, it remined to devise
some new way of escape. Some four or five days’ xide to
the westward would bring ug te Port Famine, on the
sbraits, o penal settlement of Chili, and the only settlement
in the vieimty by which I could hope to reénter the eivil-
ized world, A journcy thither was suggested to the In-
dians, a8 the most likely way of turning my captivity to
proiilublc. account; bub they refused with a promptnesy and
decisiveness which wag rather unaceountable, till T efter-
wards Jearned that they had lately visited that part of the
country ou a horsc-stealing expedition, in which their suc-
cess hinl heon tao good Lo make then desirous of showing
their fhees there at present.  Monoy, guns, pistols, cut-
lamses, Drass, beads, and cverything clse that could Do
thought of to tempt their cupidity, were offered. I was
not disposed to be niggard of promises; but in vain. To
Port lwmioe they wero delormined 2ol to go; but old
Pavosilver assured me, by way of compensation, that he
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would take mo to @ Hollnnd" whiclo win w #uinels helier
place.””  Whereabout on tevra firma this Soulh Awerican
Hollund was situated, —if, indced, there was any such
place, und the chicE was not judulging in a litlle extre
lying, — was past all conjecture. T inquired the distance,
e conld not tell cxactly. Was it inlubited by Amevieans
or English?  Thero were ¢ twenty or tirly while men
there, and plenty of rum and tohacen.”  hey prondised 1o
etart with mo townrds Hollind e nest day. Tn what
diroction? They pointed towards the Atlantic. Well, [
cared little where it was, ov who lived there, provided o;;]y
they wero not Patagonians, and [ vould once get frec of
these rasenls.  Bub on the [ollowing moerning the migration
was postponed, in consequence of unexpected tidings.

One of the tribe, who had been down to (he shore, re-
poriad  thal ny voriol luol wme Taek,, Thie welean,
thongh rather improlable iuformation, started me, with
pbout o dogen of thew, on the traek of hiz story, Un
goining a view of tho strnits, o vessel was plainly in sight,
but it wag & strange sul. Yei, il T ocould succeed in
boarding her, my purposes would be answered.  She came
into the bight of the bay, and anchored aboul fiflcen wiles
below us. 1 endeavored o make my smutty companions

~comprehend that as the tide was then running oub they
svould not make the shore till it turned, which would noi
bo till night. They waited till newr night, when hungor
and thirst wore out their patience, and they ovdered mo off
with them,  Agningt this untimely mandute T warmly re-
monstrated, and after come dispute it was arranged thod
the whiel shonbl stey with moe e the night,  Tho road
returned to their encampment, and woe mado o good fire,
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whiclh was kepl up 1311 nearly morning.  Old Pavesilver
fay down under the lee ol o elump of bushes, whilo T was
. busy in nelivo exereise Lo keep warm, aud replenishing the
fire with dry bushes. At dusk I Lud observed the vesscl
hoisting sail, and beating up the bay. On this T began
brandishing firebrands to attract notice, and walked to and
fro on the bheach for hours.

it by heading towards Torrn del Fuego, At last she came
opposite, but so near the furiher shove that the chavees of
sugeosy diminishoad ovory monwut,  Dark objects moved an
the deck, — faney painted thom as men = would they nod
diseover mo through their glhsses, and be drawn Ly my
pigunl of distress? No; onward she floated away, — the
RArrows wero soon passed, and my vision of delivorance was
dissipated,

With this final death-blow to all present hopes of relief,
I turned away in despair. Exhausted by bunger, cold and
fotigue, and worn out Ly howrs of anxicty, [ fell helploss
upon tho ground, and wopt like a child.  Tor the first time
I felt wueterly forsaken, and repined at my lob as onc of
unmitigatod ovil. 1iffort soowed useless; T had neithee
resolution noe strength to wake farther exerijon. ‘There

This tempest of selfrepronch soen
spent jtselfe My temperament is too buoyant to be long
depressod, nnd enbin et wlont thonghits took the place of
despaiving weakness, It was unmanly, somcthing whis-
pered withn e, thug to give way belore difliculties, Tt
would be thne cuongh 1o do this when all possible oflort
had failed.  The weak and imbecile might lake refuge in
despair, but the strength of youth should serve me better.
I called to mind examples of cowrage in greater cmer-
gencies, when obstacles that seemed insurmountable had
been conquered by fortitude and perseverance. ¢ Ifeaven
helps those who help themselves.” The wore I reflested
on tha muller, the « ronger grow the impulses of fulth and
vournge, by whuse Turse it seemed possible to win o triemph
against the grendet addy, Belore rising Tean the eartlh,
my resolubion was Lully taken to throw discouragewent to
the winds; by the help of God to meet whatever impended
with the cowrags of a wau; to bear my calunities with
patient endurance; and to give up hope and energy enly
when nothing was left to be attempted, or the power to do
nnd suller was exhausted.

Irose a new wan, —my strength invigerated, my soul
fortificd Ly a strong purpese.  Though ilie cold night air
had thoreughly ¢hilled my finme, it now felt a warmth
kindled by the fires within, and an unaccustomed flusly suf-
fused my countenance. The resolve fixed in this memor-
sblo crisin of my cuplivity, though wovorely "fesled, was
nover wholly everborne.

unknown to ourselves till it is thoroughly tosted.

Tha lope of’ immedinte release, however, was at an end ;
my savago capters, it seemed, must be looked umpon as for
zu indelinite period my masters and cowpaniony; and I had
nothing at present to do but to divert myselt hy u study
of their mapners md labits; Lo consult my sality by u
closo sludy of thenr character, and of the ways and weans
by which so lo wlapt my deporbimenl to it us o win therr
confidence, to darm hoslidity, aud 1o getse oppoctunitic,

Paragonta, as.it offered iiscll to my obscrvation, more
.trlllll wiawored the duseriptiony ol g@graphers, — heals,
barren, desolate, beyond deseription or concepiion, — only
to be appreciuted by being scen. Viewed from the Straits
of Magellan, it vises in gentle undalations or ereaeos.
Fur as the eye can reach, in @ westerly divoetion, it nssiey
a more broken and Lilly appeavanee, uud long ranges of
mountains, extending from novth to sonth, divide the castern
from the western shere.  The soil is of o light, saady chax~
acter, and bears nothing worthy the name of » tree, Tow
bushus, or wnderwood, are telerally sbundant, mud in tho
valleys o coarse, wivy grams grows Juxnrintly. Siveams
of wator are raro.  Tho matives deaw their supplies prin-
cipally from springs or peols in the vaileys, the water of
which is generally brackish and disagrecable.

' The variety of animul iy nenrly as Hited as that of veg-
etablo productions. Tho guuiace, o quadiuped allicd o
the lama, and with some resemblance to the eamelopard,
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is found in considorable nmumbers. It ig larger than the
red deoy, fiecet on the fvot, usually found in Jarge herds,
frequenting uvot only the plains, but Tound along the course
of the Andes. Its flesh is a prineipal article of food; ifs
skin 1s dricd with the laiv on, in suel & munner thal, when
web, it retaing iy pliability and softness.  This process of
preserving skins seems to be peculiar to the Indian tribes,
and is not unlike that by which buflalo-robes, bear-skins,
buckaking, wid other articlos of lusury, and cven necessity,
among us, are prepared by the Norilh Amwerican Indixns,
Guanaco-sking are ent Into pieces ol all sizes, and sewed
o a thousind Goseifid palterna, every worknmn origie
mithng a siyle to suit hinsell The hooly are somethues
turnedl 1o aeeowd. by the nalives os soles for shoes, when
they indalge in suchoa Tuxury, which s nob of'ten.

The (':ncln_y of the guanueco i3 the cougar, or * American
lion,” smaller than its African namesake, and more re-
sewbling the biger in his charactor and habits, having a
smoodhy sleck coat, of & brownish yellow color, —altogether
a very- beantiful bot ferocious creatnre.  Ilis chaze is a
favorite, though rare and dangerous, sport of the natives.
Palagonin likewise hoasts of the skunk, whose flesh is uscd
for food. Mhere nve also foxes, and innumerablo mice. OF
birds, the only noticeuble varietios are the condor, in the
Andes, aud the cassowary, u spcc@cs of ostrich, smallor
than that of Afiiea, on the plains; its plumage is not
abundant, gencrally of o gray or dun color. Iis flesh is
tender and sweet, and with the fat much prized by the
Tndizns,  Like the African ostrich, it is oxcecdingly swill,
ouly to be captured on horseback, and often flect cnough o

putrun the fastest racer.
¥
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The elimate is severe.  The Rio Negra forms (he northern
boundary, and ucarly the whole couutry is south of the
parallel of 40° south Lulitude. At the time of my capture,
which wag in the wouth of Muy, the weather corresponded
to that of November in the New Englaud States, Tts ohilli-
ness, howover, was greatly inercised by the bleek winds of
that exposed loeality. Along the Straits of Magellan the
weather is also exccedingly changealle, Sudden and severs
squalls, often amounting wlmoest (o a huvricane, vex the
nevigation of the struily, and sweep over the enast with
fonrful tury,

Tho habits of the Putugoniang, or at least of ihe tribe
among whom 1 way cast, are migratory, wandering over the
country in quest of game, or as their caprice may prompt
them. They subsist altogether on the flesh of animals and
birds, Tho guavaco furnishes most of their food, and all
their clothing. A mantle of sking, sewed with the stucws
of the ostvieh, fitting elosely about the neck and extending
below the knoe, is their only articlo of dress, escept in the
coldest weather, when o kind of shoe, wade of the hind hoof
and » portion of the skin above it, serves to protect theiy
“inferior extremities,

In person they are lavge; on first sight, they appear
absolutely gigantic. They are taller thau any oiber race f
have soen, thongh il is bpossible (o give any acetndo
doegeription,  The only standard of measurement 1 had was
my own beight, which is about five fuet ten inches, 1
could stand very casily mader the aris of miany of them,
and all the men were at Jeast o head tuller thau mysolf.
Thaie average haight, T ~houlid think, iy noarly rix wnd n

half fuoly, und there were specimens thd could bave been
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little Jess than seven feet high.  They have broad shonlders,
full and well-developed chests, frames museular and finely
proportioned, the whole fignre and air making an impres-
sion like that which tho first view of the sons of Anak s
recordéd to have made on the children of Israel, They
exhibit cnormons strength, whenever they are sufficiently
aroused to shake off their constitutions] laziness and exert
it. They bave large heads, high cheok-bones, like the
North Aweriean Tndians, wlhom they also resenble in their
complexion, thagh it iv o shady or two dovker.  Theic
(wrehoaty are hrowd, but low, the hair covering thein vearly
Lo the eyes; cyes full, generally black, or of a davk brown,
and brilliant, (hough expressive of Lut little iutcllig’encc,
Thick, eourse, and still hair protects the head, it sbundance
making any artificial covering superfluous. It v worn
long, generally divided ail the neck, so ag to hang in two
{olds over the shoulders and back, but is sometimes hound
abovo the tanples, by a fillet, over which it flaws in amplo
luxwrianee.  Like more civilised people, the DPatagoutans
take great pride in the proper disposition and cffective dis-
play of their bair.  Their teoth are really beautiful, sound
angl white, — about the only attraclive and enviable feature
of their persons. Tleot and hands are large, but not dis-
proportionate to their total bulk.  They bave. deep, heavy
voices, nnd spenk in gutbural toney, — the worst guttural T
ever heard, — with o muttering, indistinet .urticulation, '
much ag 1€ theiv mouthy were illed with Lot pudding.
Their countenances ave generally stupid, bat, on closer in-
spection, there s a gleam of low cunning that flushes
Hirough thin dubl ok, nod i1 inorengingly discorisible on
sequuintance with them ; when excited, or engaged in-any
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earnest husiness that calls their fieullies into full exersise,
their features light up with unexpected intelligence and
animation, In fact, as one becomes familiar with them, he
will ot fuil Lo deteet an habitual expression of « sceretive-
ness” and duplicity, which he will wonder he did not
abserve sooner.,  They ave almost as biitative as monkeys,
nid neo ol grenk Naen; dschosd G imivorel aaed e
volerato with nien, women mud cldldren, The youngest
soein Lo inhorit tho (ainly, and vie with the oldest in dis-
Playing it. The delection of o fhdschood gives them no
shame or wueasiness. To these traity should be added a
thorough-paced treachery, and, what might seem rather in-
consistent with their other qualities, a large share of vanity,
and an immodevate love of praise. They are excessively
filthy in their personal habits.  Hydrophobia, su to speak,
is o prevailing distemper; they never wagh themselves,
IMde ond fiees pee covered with dirl, so ihick, wid of
uch anciont deposit, thul thoic wntural color enly nppenry
in epots, laid bare by the meclinivid loosening aid dis-
pMacemeut ol some of the strala, which curiously variegates
the surfice. It ix havdly necossary to vomavk that such o
condition of the skin is highly favorable to the inercase and
multipltication of *the moving creature that hath life,”
wherewith their persons are abundantly peopled,

Thoe women are proportionally smallor than the men,
and rather inclined to cwbonpoint,  The old chief had four
wivos, though ho had probubly never licard of Mahowet or
his demostic laws, The rest of the tribe had only one wife
apicce. The women erect the wigwums, provide fucl and
cook,— if the aperation should be dignificd with that nawe,
—in thort, all the drudgery falls to-thoir lot  They are
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treated as slaves, but mwade, in most respects, as comfortable
in theilr servitnde as the condition of their rude masters
will admit.  Wlhen, however, their lovds are excited by
gambling, or entaged for any or ne cause, the fury of
passion is visited wpon their defenceless heads, which they
hear uncomplainingly, with o meck submissivencss worthy
of botter Lreantment, Phoy aro pussienuioly fond ol Crinkots
and climesy armouents, sech an Tits o Deasg und coppor,
beady, and (he like, which they weur suspended 1ron theie
necks, A few ol them had their ears pierced, and wore
Iass or copper ear-rings; and many of them decked out
their children with simbar rude finery, which s valued
more Lhan anylhing else, except rum, tobacco and bread.
The men paint ov bedaub their fiees and breasts with a
kind of red earth,  Charcoal is also used as a cosmetio. A
broad Jine of ved wlternating with a stripe of black, in
vitrlouy fintastic figucey, j a favorite style of decoration.
The wonten muke thonmelvos, i possibla, stll more ndeous,
Ly the application of a pigment wade of elay, blood and
greases Some of them would be very comely, if only
clewndy, #od content to lewve bpafuro lesy sbrenuvously
adorued.

The people ave ag deficicut in the morals us fn the ve-
finements aud eourtesies of domestie 1ife; their licentious-
ness is equal to their cruelty, — the filth of their persons
only too faithiudly represents the degres in which < their
wmind and conseience is defiled.” I saw no person, of
cither sex, that appeaved to have attained advanced age,
thongle it was diflicult to judge of this. The oldest Indian
I remmember ta have scen did vot scem to be above sixty.

Their only wealth, aside from theiv huts, consisls of
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horges, the stock of which iy Mrequently roplunished by
stealing from the Spanish and Chilian settlements. These
animaly nre, for the most part, of suall size and infeviot
quality, half wild, coated with coavse, shaggy hair — lean
and woe-begone cuotgh, just it for the crows” A few
viduabie specimens of a superior breed ave Tourd awmonyg
thent, donbtless ¢ conveyed ™ there. The rude saddles in
uss pmong them aro mostly of Bpaaish origing ablained at
tho settlements. They conxist excl of two hourds, an inch
thick, six ches wide, and two fect Jong, rounded at {he
corners 50 a8 to fit the horse’s back, and united by two
gtrips of board passing acvoss ihe back-bone, the several
picees lushed together with leather strings. A piece of
guankoo=pkin  often serves in deliadt of o mddle, Phe
stéed is guided by a single rein, dicd round the fower jaw;
some of them sport a bit of fvon or wood, secured hy o
string round the jaw, attuching (he roin to thix,  Spurs,
liko the rest of their riding appuraius, are more efficient
than elogant,  They ure indeed rude and cruel things,—
strnight sticks, six inches long, with a long, ghavp iron
“inserted into the end, seenred by a string ov strap around
the hollow of the foot, anit tied 2t the top, 2 second strap
nearer the heel, and u third passing vound the heel.  They
ure 1) ngile und exeollont horssncn.

Tor woupons, the chicl, and o lew of e principal me,
hed cutlogses or swords.  They had no firc-urms, nor conld
I learn that they understood theiv use; bows and arrows,
spenrs and wer-cluby, appeared do he eqinlly  unknosyn,
All the men carvied knives; and the 2ofas, n missile
weapon used in the capture of all kinds of game. This
consists of iwoe round stones, or lead "balls, il they can bo
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procured, weighing each about a pound, connceted by a
strap ov thong of leather, ten or twelve foet long.  Wlen
engaged in the chise, hig horse ab his highest speed, the
yider holds one Dball im his hand, and whirls the other
rapidly above his head ; when it has acquired safficient
momentun i¢ i larled with wnerring aim ad the object of
parsuit, and cither strikes the victim dmd ~or c¢oils in-
extricably about him and roots him to the’ spof., a helpless
mark Tor the hunier's knile,

This tribe numbered wbout one thensand ; the chiefis the
acknowledged head of the people. Whether his power was
hereditary ov elective, T conbd not learn; but inclive to the
heliof that it was hereditary, ag it appeared to be, in his
theory ub least, absolute.  In all guestions of importance
Lig decision i final; yet lid subjects lako considerable
Liberty with his opinions, sometimes oppose his counsels,
and even question his authority. On the appearance of
sueh democrntie symptoms, ho sometimes finds it necessary
Ao asgerl hiy wovereigniy with spirit, and brandishoy his
entlasy smartly beforo their eyes.

The habits of the people are not only filthy, but iudolent
to the last degree; exextion of body or mind is their
grantest dvead, They never go on o lnl.nt.in;g expedilion
AL there is nothing more to end, nor even then till they
fecl tho wpur of extrome humger. It somctimes happrna
thal at such a erisis a storm comes on, which shuts thom
Cim; oand it is no wmfrequent oceurronce for them, mnder
such ciremustances, to pass two or ihreo days without
tasting food.  Whey learn nothing by experitnee; the
same childish indolence and. recklessness, followed by the

same painful conseyueneces, are continually recurring,
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Though their great size st ficst sight was fitted lo inspire
terror, it required no very long observation to discover
that they wore deficient in watural com.'agc. This, In fuet,
ll]ig'flt be inforred at once, from their habitual doeceit,
trewnchery and artifice, which ave the defences of the weak
and timorons, rather than the weapons of strong and during
natures.  They always select the night to inflict injuries;
never meck an eneuly in dpcn connbat whom they can stab
from lLehiad, or despateh in the dark; and, when obliged to
attack by day, always do so in Yarge munhers. This dofoct
of vonrnge 14 Inercamed by ihelv supers{ition ; ey have
gront faith fu chaviy, signs and omens, o wealiness which [
anticipated might exert great influence on my desiiny in
important conjunciures, Could I by any mcans so waster
theiv seerct as to possess mysclf of its mysiic power, it-
might provo an effcetive aid to my plans of sclf-defence, or
of escape. Shonld ii, on the other lnmd; be turned by any
accidontal canses against me, ils impulse wight prove irro-
sistible by power or conlrivance.  Tlhiere was no appearance
of idolatvous wouvship among thew, nor vould [ observe uny
sllusion to o Supreme Belug, or to any supevior powers
liaving pawsmnd adbyiboaton; amd, oscopt o single coronony,
of which more hevealter, the walure of which was and is
still inexplicablo, there was nothing that suggestod Lo my
mind the iden of religious worship. Whether they are
cannibals or not, has been a maticr of somw dispute. B
fur as I know, they have been, heretafove, only casually
obsorved on Ui beneh Iy voyngors, or vaguely repocted ol
by the pesple of adjoining countries and neighboving settle-
ments; neithor of which o o sulliciently volinblo sonree of
information. My own persons) advantages on this head
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wero greater; bul I am obliged, after all, to leave the
guestion about where I found it, so far as certain con-
clustons are concerned,  Yeb some circumstances oceurred,
or wero related to me, that ineline my mind strongly to
the ‘bhelief that sach horrible practices are not unjnstly
aseribed {o them. 7 Of the soundness of my conclusions
those who follow the course of the narrative will have the
opportunity of judging for themselves; if such had been
my porsnasion at the beginning, it may be readily imagined
what effect this Iast hazard wenid have had upon my
fevlingy, In contemplating the. possibilitics of the future.
linppily a conveaiont seepticism on this poiné preserved
me from this dark apprehension,

{ cawe among these poople not, certainly, with the best
preparation in wy previous habits and asseeiations to en-
dure cither the elimato of the country or the hardships of
eaptivity. I went on shore in my usual ship’s dress; thick
frock coat, trowsers, and shoes, and glazed cap. My under-
garments were woollen; theugh an dmportant item, as
before-related, was made way with in fruitlessly signalling
vossols in tho sirndte, Bab to live withoat any clinnge of’
dress, to sleep without any additional covering, protectod
from tho cobl ground only by a fragment of gunnaco-hide,
aud the other discomforis and exposurcs of life among
savages, made, allogether, o harsh contrash to tho comlorts
of our good sehooncr. Wo these, however, I gradually
beemne jmreed, 4T was ablo Lo weol cold nud wot and
storm with ag stoical indiffereuce ns my dark companions,
who had kaown no other lot from infancy.

Of the charucter of the natives I had little previous
knowledge; and that little was not adapted to stimulato

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sariosity, ov prompt tho least anxicty for 1wore itinate
acquaintance. Tt was devived mainly from whalers, in
whom it seeed to have produced mucls the same degree of
contentment, — o feeling that jguorance is bliss.  Tudeed,
the grealest caution Ias always been employed by voyagers
in regard to Tanding on Abesa shoves§ many  exporionecd
seamon cannot be pevsuaded to Ind ul all; tvade with the
nickivos i always eacried on iu houds off shore, leeajuently
with loaded fircavws coustauily fevelled, in readiness for
action in case of emergeney.  But licre T wag, put foveibly
to the study of their charucter in the school of dine lix-
perience, and can testiy to the truth of the seying thab
she charges roundly for taition. Lot the veader give mo
credit for the cheapuess with which I put him in possession
of what knowledge was purchused at so exorbitant a price.

Tow reader left me just rising from a half-stupor into
which a denble disnppointment had thrown me, fevorish
with Lthe exeilenrent of wew porposes nbd resolutionn,  1ho
fivst niome way for soe fresh water, 1o allay a barning
thirst,  Alter a long and wnsuecesslul seaveh, 1 went de-
Lberately lo the beach and look a deep draught of the
brinsrr waves,  Bxpeeting that the chief would shortly
retarn for me with a train of his followers, it occurred to
me that I mighl seerele myself, though there was nothing
certain to be guined by ity if I were suceessful, of which tha
probability was not great. With this object in view, I
wadked along close on the waler's edge, that my footprints
might be obliterated by the waves. After procecding in
this way for romo digtunee, I Jeft tho shore, aud sturled
towards the interiar, Jn quest of a place where I might dig
a hole o the eorth and cover mysell” with geass and bushes.
1 had goue but a little way inland, when, on ascending o
slight cminence, whom should 1 meet, face to fuce, but the
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old chief and anather of miy tormoentors! So the gchieme
came to nothing; hul after ofhers wore [uasible had so

dolefully miscavried, it wus not fu hwnan aatare {o Jay

‘this disappointment very deeply to heavk. I wade as

thaugh L was glad 4o seo tho ol ©low, though, conld 1
thou huve had my will ol the SV U, l,'.u-,y wot have
bean walely wochored D tha yiddle of the wivait T ol
him {Henven forgive mot) 1 was looking for them, Tha
chief responded to amy greeting only by ordering me to
woust his horse. I requesied Yenve to shiy a Little lunger,
nnd was volused. T agnin requested 1o be taken o Porl
Fawine j ~no, [ should be tuken Lo * Holland.”

I mounted Lekind him, and we traveled all day in the
dircction of Cape Virgin, Tor two days and nights I had
saton nolhillg,l and drunk notdhing but sea-waler, and, in
fhek, Jad tahons vory Bt duod Tor thd sdeye, Wa oo
rived nbout durk at an eminence commmding a view of

tholr wow wquatting gromnd,  Dero we lndted o tuko o

_short survey of the enenmpment. o thew, doubtless, the

prospect was beautiful ; to me it was heart-sickening, but I
strove to keep up cheerful appearances. Down in a valley
or deep marshy hollow, covered with tall grass or rushes,
s admenl Diswnorable drovo of horsos wore soen gruzing ;
and beyond, at a short distance, the surface wag thickly
dotted with huts, crected, or iu process of ereetion, by
fomale architects,  Children, in swarms like summer flics,
and with no mors artificial covering than these inscots,
wore eapering and phouting in high gleo. At length wo
deseended to tho rnde villege; nlter tacking aboul, first to
the right and then teo the loft, like a ship against » head
wind, we came gallantly into town, and drew 2p at the
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chicf’s lodge. I was glud to dismount, sore with bestriding
the skeleton of a herse.

Heve 1 again took the liharty of proposing a trip to
Port Famine, offoring 1o go alone, i they would pet go
witl wa, The cbiel’ told me, with cpbasis, to say o
smove abont i, He wonbib tuke wo to ¢ 1ollund,” und
thare get run and lobacco.  “Only get mo there,” 1 snid
toamyselly, “aml much good may your rum and toebaceo do
your old carcasg!” _

Oacthe thivd day ol our encampment here the tribe was
divided, and, I wis sent off with ono of tho chief’y licu-
tennuly, A more blood-thirsty raseal could wot bo found
m the tribe.  Tlas step was probably tuken by the chief Lo
get rid of my imporiunities to vidit Pert Famine, the
frequeut rencwal of which had evidently worried him, My
new ganvding regnlad my cars, from timo to tito, with
stories of his murderous exploily, most likely in order to
st dute mo o wholesemo  dread of his powor, and o
sabiissive Ltemper under his authovity, The details of his
bloody yarns are too shocking to repeat. . Ono story, on
which he scemed to dwell with peenliar satisfaction, ag it
was confirnted by more relinble authority afterwards, I will
love rolite, with such ollor particulars as L ognined by
subsequent information,

Abont two years bufore, the Hritish brig Avon was in
the Santa Croz river, Captain Faton, hor commander,
went on shore with his men, and bought some horses of the
Indinny, whick ho paid for in rum, tobuceo und trinkets.
After receiving thetr pay, they played tho same irick as
with me,— refuseil to deliver the horses.- The captain was
ahout gotting under weigh, when the Indians, perceiving

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ﬁis intention to Jeave them, went down to the shore op-
posite ghe vessel, aud beckoned him to come on shore,
gignilying that they would give up the horges, as agreed,
The bout wis sent ashore, and six or ¢ight Indians veturned
in it to the brig. They surrounded the captain on the
(lm“-[.;sl'—tlnnl&, aed told T the herses woro comiungg Hlo
atol:pcd to the rail with hiy pglisy, Lo observe moiions on
ghoro; whilo tha enggiged, the savages come wp heldnd,
drew out their long knives, and stabbed him Lo the heart.
ITo sunk lilcless on the rail, and foll wpor the dock,
Seizing him by ihe hair, and xaising him partly on their
kneey, they oulb his throat, and stabbed him again and
agein, o make the work of death sure. They then rushed
upen the mate and stabbed him, but not mortally; he
threw himself exhausted down the hatchway, and had just
slrongth l\lltlll{ﬂl to soervolo hivsel [ mnong tho cirgo. T
Loy wus dealt will in the same manser as the captuiu, and
one or twoe sailors, being wounded, sucecodud; like tho
mate, in getting below deck and seereting themselves.
The remainder of the erew were fortunately ofl in a boat ab
this timo, nud escaped the massacre.  The ::';Lv:l.gcslutc and
drank on board, and then plundered the brig of such *
articlos us suited their finey.  Mr. Dougluss, of « ITolland,”
being on board the brig, wag not murdered, but carried on
shoro und dofained, A gontlewan named 8w aftor-
wards endenvored to elfect the relense of M. Douglog,
Ho gavo them ol Mt they demnded as yunson, and was
then hiwmselt detained to keep lis friend cowpany, A
third ombassy was undertaken by Mr. John Hall, of whom
the reader will learn wore hereafter, TTe paid 2 large
ransomt for his two [{riends, and was then served as they
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had Leen.  Tle succeeded in clfecting his eseape the next
day ; but Douglass and Simms woere carried off, murdered,
and, it 13 sopposed, — I believe with good reason, — that
their hodies were eaten.  The Avon, after heing plundered,
fell into the hands of the remainder of the erew, and sailed
e Montovideo,

[ travelled with this ruflian about ten days. Ife wasa
haed manster, though L ennnol eharga im with porsenal ill-
treatment that amounted 1o cruelty, Our lile was monot-
onous enongh. We slept o good share of the time when
wo rested, drank pure water when we eould get it, and ato
what fell in our way ; though ilie veader may be assured
that we saw sonw Inmgry duys. At the expiration of ten
days, the tribe was rednited at w place agreed upon.  Iere
we eontinued several days, the natives oceupicd exclusively
with gnn;]aling‘, whiclh wis alike theiv duily labor and
recroation.  When ke demands of Lungor becamo  too
Imperative to be Tonger postponed, they would go oub and
hunt, after which they resumed their games,

Gambling is a viee to which they ave greatly addicted,
and they pursue it with a perseverance and ardor worthy
of amteurs In more civilized commuuitics. The imple-
ments used ave bits of guanaco-skin, about the size of
common playing-cards, on which arc rudely depicted dogs
nnd o variety of other heasts, with divers mystic marks and
sorawly, done with wostick ju o pigment composed of clay,
Llood and grease, Unliko their compocvs in more on-
lightened cireles, they put dewn stakes on only one side,
for which the opposite players contend.  In this way they
rid themselves of their suddles, bridles, knives, and what-
ever other portable arficles they may have to hazard.
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Nuy, I have seen them fadlamed (o such a passion as to
take tho mantles from thelr wowen’s shoulders, tellmg
them to protect themselves fron the cold as they could.

But where was *1lolland,” all this time? They told
mo at Hest that we should be only fonr days reaching
it, und alrendy wore than ten hid pessed, Owe ingguiry,
they snid that Ltho joarney would he completed in six
duys; on wu owent, Tor sicleen duya mare, with Hio soine
dull routing, the Tudiuny nssigwine seven o cight duys
as the minimum time.  The place scemed to ha ull the
whily receding., 1 had long gince bocome aware that thero
was 8o Lenth dn them; bul persisted in quesiioning them,
10 call forth {resh lies, whicl they uttered with marvellous
flucney, ag if it were vastly casier iban speaking the
truth. '

After the reinion of the tribe, Timplored the old chiet
to tuko moe back to bis lodge, and to iy especinl care; Lo
which ho sonsonled, winelt 1o wmy satislaction.  With hin
[ folt o kind of geeurity uwisknewn clsewhere; nunder (od,
I relied wlons on his proteciton. e alone of the tribe had
the power 1o defend e, and T spared no pains to secure hig
good-will. To this end, I made him large promises of sneh
things as I thought would arouse his cupldity, or stim-
ulate his appetites, as well as an abundance of ornaments
for his wives and childeen, if he would only take me to
Honw plaoy illlllllli}ﬁll by whitu poaplo,  Thin polisy wes
extendod to lis hounchold ; disugrecalle as (he Lask wos,
I Toreod myself to caress hiy dicly ehildren, und to tell
them what pretty things I intended to give them. By
those, and such-like demonsteations, T fatiered mysell
1t might bo possible to kecp on peaccable terms with.
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old Tarosilver, aud enlist his suthority for me, if circum-
stances should compel me 1o appeal to it.

The reiinited tribe remained in zamp three or four days,
dividing their time between gambling and lunting, ‘When
I accompanicd the hunters, as T sometimes did, I was sure '
lo gol sontothing Lo el Lowneds night, ug oy invariobly
Kindled a five and cooked part of the gamo on the spot
where it was killed,  Thoie mothod ol preparing all ments
was essentindly the same as has been deseribed; tossing
barge picess into the fire, or sugpending them over it,
till they were somewhat smoked and “dried, and then de-
vouring thew, without salf, or any other condiment but
the sauce of hunger. Cooking the ostrich, however, forms
an cxception: the feathers are plucked out, the bones
disseeted and removed ; hot storees arc placed within the
body, the skin is tightly sewed together, and the whole is
partinlly rousted on the cmbers.  The lagings are then
sut, nnd the meat iy sorved up; it has an oxcellent flavor,
far surpassing that of the domestic turkey. The bird is
covered with a layer of fut, half an ineh thick, which is
melted, and eolleets in the body, forming a condiment
which is relished as the greatest luzury of Patagonian
Living. If any fragments of the rcpast remain, they ars
slung to the backs of the saddles, and so carried homne,
dangling at the horsos’ widos, till thoy nro so bogrimed
with dust as o dely all conjecturo aus te thelr guality or
orfgin, - Those divico morsols avo proflered 1o tho leme
dopartment, are received with smiles of gratitude, und
duvoured with & gust sharpencd hy long sbstinence. It
wns noticeuble thut the plumage of tho ostrich, though
beautiful, was not at all valued by the Indians; large
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quantities of the frathers are blown «ll over the country,
without atlrueting the least regard, while men and women
disfigure themselves with paint, and load theiv puersons
with the cheapest of all trumipery, brass and copper and
beads, picked up from traders, or slolen.

The hunting of the guanaco is not only their chiel
reliance for -food, Lt . spivited azonsement, coudueted
afier o fishion peenling alike to homters and haded. Pat-
agonia, ag before mentioned, has no trees, but is coveved
here and there, in patches, with a hiod of wedee-hresh of
sorub growtl, and the pliiis extend baek for handreds of
mides from the Atlntic shore, Jike o vast yolling prairie,
This affords a clear and excellent hunting-ground, with
nothing Lo concenl the game, or hindgr the prrsuer, except
now and then a clumy ofilow bushes, o the tall grass of
tho marshes. Twe to four huandved Tudiuns on hovscback,
bvra-howdod, wnd with Their whin waniles albout thaw, aid
ool having the holag aud Tin Toug knile tneked Lonea th
hig beli, the whole Tollowed by an inmouerable pack<ol
dogs of cvery kind, down to eurs of Jow degree, muke up
a hunting party ; a8 fav ag ihie cye can reach, their gigaulic
Jorn, diminishoed by the distance, nay bo soen projected
on the horizon, theiv lang Laoir stvcaming in the wind,
Prosently a thickness iy peveeived in ihe air, and a cloud
of dust nyises, —n sure indieation that a herd of guanacos
Loy Dboen boalon up, wnd is now appresching,  All oyos
are fixed intently on the cloud; it soon appears ay if
govern]l weres of carth wove alive, and in rapid wetion.
Thors is a herd of from five hundred to a thousand of (hese
aninls, infurinted, rushing forward ab their utmost speed ;
whatever dircetion they may chaneg to tuke, they fullow
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ina straight line ; sud, ngsoon as their eourseis ascertained,
the Indians may be scen running their horses at break-neck
puce to plant thewselyes dircetly in the course of' the diving
thle,  As the gams approach, the huntor puts spues to his
Lorse and rashies across theiv frack,  When within twenty
or thirty yards, he jerks the bolus lrom his girdle, and, whirl-
ing it viglently ahove his head, lets Iy, The weapon usn-
ally slrikes the head or neek of the animul, and winds
itself nhout his [ore-legs, bringing him to the ground. Tho
Inter dismounts, cuts the vielim's throut, remounts, and is
ngain in pursnit. The whizzing missile, uncrring in ity aim,
brings down another und anvther, till the party aro satis-
fied with their ¢huse and their prey. I'he’ dogs fall npon
the poor wnimals, when helplessly ontangled hy the bolas,
sud often eruelly mangle them befove the unter las time
to despudely them,  Seldom dovs woy one misy the game lio
mifeks, 1L is the Dieight ol jmandy umbition amony thew,
0 Tast resalt of theie teadning, to oxeol in the chage,

Tho wport buing over, then comos tho dressing of tho
weat,  The body is split 61)011, the entrails removed, the
heart and large veins opened, to permit the bleod to flow
inte the cavity, Tho Indiang secop up with their handy
and cagerly deink the blood. Wlhen their thirst iy satis-
fied, the remainder is poured into cortain of the intestines
sclected for the purpose, to become (to their accommodating
tanteg) o Juxury us highly prized as any surnnmed of Io-
Jogna.  Tho ribs ave digjoinled from the back-bone, and,
with the head, discarded as worthless, The body iis quar- -
tored, culbing through tho skin; the quarters, tied together
in paivs, ave thrown across the lorses’ backs, and conveyed
to the camp, Arvived at their wigwams, the chivalrous
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hunters never unlade thoir beasts, but lean upon the horses'
necke till their wives come out and rclicve them of the
ppoil. They then dismount, unsaddle their horses, und turn
them laoso.

 Whilst renamining ab our présent eneampmoent, strong in-
dlontions of divsativlietion wore sppovent, which nwaifostly
had rofercnee to me.  There wan o Jurge purty that had
ulwuys entertained hostilo feelings townrdd mie; and 1 now
found it ncocssary to cxcrt inyself to the atmost to quell
their disconient, by waking large promiscs of presents to
men, women and children, © due and payable” on arrival at
some white settleeent; also, by humering their caprices,
and flattering their vasity with the most honeyed words
at my command. The render, I hope, will not harshly
judgo of the deceptions which arve hore and clsewhero
nvowad I thin snreativo. 1 was plaoad diy cironnistanogs
which, il seemed to e, inade this a Jegitimate and necessary
mwode of well<defenco.  LL was plain Uik iy only way
of exeapo would bo by some negolintion fur rwnsom, and.tho
- Indinns had conceived expectations of very large profit o
be mado out of me. They were told, when we landed, that I
wag the captain of the ship, — an unfortunate crrvor, bub
ono.that T conld not ropair. . L was naturally looked upon
&3 80 wuch tho more valasblo hostage, My only resource
wik ba ek In ohnrastor 1 (oomgnily my awn hagorbnog, Lo
inereaso their expectations, whenever I found myscll sink-
ing in the soule of their favor, — to make them feel, in short,
that they had an immense interest in preserving my life,
and goetting me to “ Ilolland,” or some ether white settle- .
ment, with the most convenient speed. And if some of
the fictions appear gross, it is enough to say that they
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were such as seemed, ab the time, to bo adapted to the
grossness of their apprehensions and desires, and to the most
gure accomplishinent of the purpose in view.

Yet, so false-hearted and treacherous were they, that
ona could never be for a moment certain what impres-
sion wiy mndo.  ldars In grain themselvos, 1L was only
natural for them to  distrust every one elso,  When-
ever 1ogpoke, nod especially when muking promises, the old
chief would look me steadily in the eye, as though plave-
ing wy inmost thonghts, DBut, in process of time, I so
schooled nysell 1o the oxercise, that I could return his
look and tell the toughost stories without blinking. Somo
of them were to the full ag wredible as those of Mun-
chausen. It was constantly necessory to put memory and
imagination to the rack, to call forth something new and
nstonishing whorewith Lo diverl theiv finay, sud predeeupy
their minds from meditating mischivf against me, of which
I had continual renson to ho alraid, Bocurs against any do-
tection of the plagiarism, I dvew Jargely from the adventures
of Sinbad the Bailor, the marvels of the Arubian Nights,
and the cunning devices of Gil Blas, the materials of which
served, when duly mixed with my own veritable expericnee,
to cxcite their curiosity, if not to awakon awo and supor-
stitious reverenco, They wounld sit around me for hours,
(1 ORGP RGN Y ohildean, thole ayod ndd gurn wll Snlaniy
whilo in broken Spanish, mized with o few Indian phrases
thut had heen grafted Dnlo my spoech through the car, aided
by abundant gesticulations, that shudowed forth and illus-
irated whatever was obscure in exprossion, I spun yurns
of no common length, strength and elasticity. Sometimes, in
response’ to & gencral call from the company, the old chief'

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uf; the ond of some marvellous (ale, would command me to
tell it again. 'Phis was no easy tusk, considering the freuks
which my imagination usnally played, without restraint, in
the progress of tho narrative.  In no leng time, however, I
Jearned to imiltato the prudence of boys who turn down
the leaves of their books, or of Indiany who broauk down
the shrubs and twigs rlong a new path, by tuking special
note of my doviations, —a gort of mentsl dog's-car, or
way-mark, intevposed at the point of depurture. It wus nob
dificult to vetrace the way at their bidding, and give
them the whole journey, to its minutest turnings,

The excitement and dissatisfuction which I had romarked
and dreaded appeared fo have died awuy, when ane night
I had startling evidence that it was siill active. At ihe
usual Lour of rest, as I was expecting every moment to be
orderced, like a dog, to my cold corner of the lodge, a gigan-
tie, ill-fuvared fellow manda hig appearance, and exchanged,
in uwn under tome, n fow words with the chicf.  Without
comprehending o word that was passing, I could sce, by
their significant glances, ihat the colloquy concerned me,
and that it boded me no good. Tho giant soon disappeared,
The chief sat a moment in silence, rosc, and ordered me to
follow him. To the question where he was {aking me, no
‘other enawer was vouchsafed than “ Come aleng!® We
hisd proessdsd but o shord distanee whon T olmorvod o ‘
group of Indiang sitting in & circle on the carth,  The sight
almost froze my Dbloed. Tho most diminul approhensions
seized upon mo, Thero nceded no wizard to tell the import
of the scene. The fatal ring, so much to be dreaded by.
those who are cast upon the tender mercies of savages, wus
set for me, The suddenndss of it aggravated the blow It

+
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almost paralyced thought, and arvested my powers of mo-
tion. The catastrophe of tho tragedy, I thought, is at
hand, unless arrested by the interposition of a higher power,
In my wuy to the dreaded spot T sent up a silent suppli-
cation that Ie whose eye marked all my footsteps, and
whose power was all-sufficicns for my protection against
utmost peril, would keep me in thui hour of my *extrem-
ity," aud make it, according to tho proverh, Iis «oppor-
tunity.”

Arrived at the ring, I found the Indiang squatting on
the ice and snow awaiting us, with thely cutlasses aud
large knives tucked under their blankots, — weapons they
never carry except when they expect to use them. I was
ordered within, and seated myself as near as possible to
the ehief. They presently began talking in retation, as they
sat, in their own tongue. Their words were mainly uain-
telligible ; but the deadly malice that flashed froin the eyes,
kindled in the features, und animated the gesticulations, of
some of them, left vo room {o doubt the significance of their
specch. A part of them were clamorous against my life, as
they had coustantly heen. Others appeared to bo irreses
lute, and said little; but, so far as could be discovered, no
voice was raised in my favor. The chief spoke last, —
I hung upon his lips, and anxiously scrutinized lig face and
notion. T gutliveesd that ho waw v favor ‘ol hulding on &
while longer, nnd using me as a decoy, to lure otherg within
their powor ; reminding them of my promincs, — tho quon-’
tities of rum and tobaeco they were to get from me, the
trinkets destined for women and children. Ile was for get-
ting the baoty before cutting the matter short with me.
Ilis remarks ovidently had greht weight with the couneil,
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aud exorted & soothing cllect on all ol U, AL Lhin point
I thought it n moet season to Impress upon their minds that
I was of some cm:scqucncﬁ in the world, and asked Jeave to
Bp.euk for myself, which was granted, Thereupon 1 huunched
forth in an oration, tho chief acling as interpreter, and
rotailing it to tho circle rentence by senlenco:

“ Bucnoy Seuores! Mo mncho grands Amaericune oapi-
tun, mismo chmmeodant mucho Mmasy, mucha buren, mucha
galeta, muchos soldados, muchos marinarics. DMe tene
mucho muche big guus, bastante poguito misme bastaute,

* cu_f.lﬁss_, pistols mucho bastante. Vuestros hombres buenos

per mo, mi marinarios, mi soldades, bucnog per vos,  Uthrg

* gorse ugtod mule rumpo me,” &e. &e. &e. In such o jum-

ble of Sﬁanish, English and Indian, duly set off with- gri-

mace and gesture, I gave them to understand that they were

dealing with no inferior personage, bub with one whe was at

- home as good as the president ; one having ab command

abandance of sleamshipy and mailing vessels of all sorts,

with soldiers and mgviners, big gous and little guns, pistols

and cutlnases, Thut if they were good Lo me they would

fecojva good from me and mine ; but that, if they did me

any harm, men would come from North America in num-

bers as incalculable as the hairs of their heads, and kill

_ every mother’s son of them, l?;:u-thcrmorc, if they would

. take mo to samo white sotbloment, whether American, Kug-

T ligh, Fronch or Spanish, I would order the white people to

regive them rum, tobacco, flour, rice, sugar and tea. Of

corerse tho white mon vould do no Joss Lhen obey, nad oy

would thng ho enabled to indulge themsclves in lnxuries
almosb withoub Jisuit.

Xt was ovident, ai'n glances that my ipeech was geasonable,
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and taok effect in tho right quarter. Thoir eyes stood out
with wonder, and tho sternness of their conntenances was
rolaxed. They ucquiesced in the propesal 1o postpene final
action for the present, and sce what could be made out of me
before doing their worst, In a few days, they said, they
would tike me to « Iolland ;* but, no wattor what timo was
limited, that *“ undiscovered country”* seomed continually fur-
Aher off, —“u wume ™ without any “Joenl habitation.” Their
conduct in this was determined, as I was afterwards assured,
by the fuct that they were entirely undeeided what to-do
with ine.  They longed for the good things I had told them
of, and their greedy appetites could only be aatisfied by
fuking me to o white settlement.  On the othor hnnd, they
were painfully suspicious that T meant to give them the
slip, and dreaded the result of bringing me.into the vieinity
of any settlement; while, at the same time, my grandilo-
quent assumptions and lofty threatswade them sbrink from
the thought of doing me sericus harm, The big guns and
Iittle guns geeatly disturbed their imn,ginations. In short,
I scemed to them an ugly customer — bad to keep, and bad
to get rid of. They tomporized, thercfore, promised and
hesitated, and postponed, and promised again, There was
no use in trying to hurry their movements. So I gave them
line upon line, seeking every opportunity to decpen the
troublesomo impression that thoy assumed o mighty reapons-
ibility when they made me a prizener, and that their wel-
fare depended greatly on the issue,

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CHAPTER Iv.

Tun nextd movo ol' the tribe brought wy within wbond w
mile of Corey Inlet. The day aflter we halted, in full view
of tho south Atluntic, on locking out upoen the water, two
masts were plainly deseried, evidently those of some vegsel
running down te thisinlot,  On goingupan clovalion com.
manding a better view, it proved to be a topsail schooner.
She had undoubtedly mistaken this fulse cape for Cape
Virgin, at the entrance of the Straits of Magellan. I pointed
ont the vessel to the Indians, and requested them to take
me to the shore, that I might, if possible, communieate with
hor and bo ransoned.  Aftoe somn doluy, thay eompliod ;
..but, ag we spproached the heach, she was seen suddenly to
houl off tho shore and stand down the const, having proba-
bly found out her mistake,  We made all possible haste to
gain the beach Defore she could havo Liwe to pass ound of
gight. " I mounted a tall elif, whero I could distinctly sce
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the men on deck, and, standing on the horse’s back, waved
wy jacket, vud made overy pousible demonstration to atlract
their notice, Al in vain. The little vessel sailed steadily
on, ag if" in mockery of my hopes, T watched her reeeding
figure with an aclli}lg heart, till she vanished from Sigl'lt-.
"Thoughis of home and its funiliar cirele, of lost enjoyments,
and of the suffering that must be 2 guest there, had Iong
tantalized ny sleeping and ewbiltered my wuking dreamg,
These were quickoned and coneentraled in & burning focus,
by the light of such o vision from the world of my past
cxistence, only to inflict the keener torture upon my sensi-
bilitics. My situation became more inlolerable by every
fresh disappointment. 1t was almost enouglr to drive ine
mad.  Must I, then, give up all bope of rescue ?

A few minutes passed, and the tempest of feeling passod
wilh e Heflocbion wonvineal wo thob the dndulgeneo
of such feelings was not only useless, but aetually pernicious,

“as tending to unfit me fov rational and suecesslul contriv-
ance, My condition, truly, was dreadful; so much the
more nocossary was it 1o oxorcigo tho most oalm nnd pationt
and gelf-pogsessed prudence, in drder to-devise and execute
any purpose of escape, Like the surgeon who looks with
stﬁady nerve on the quivering frame subjeeted to his knife,
I must nerve mysclf to look the gloomy problem of my lot,
without shrinking, fully in the face, und keop my omotions,
in o1l cirowmstnness, striotly undor the eontrol of the
calenlating judgment; o maxim, liko many others, much
ensior uttorod now than to bo thought of then, and fur
casier aggerted than czemplified. Tully bent on effecting
ny deliveranco in somo way, to tho discovery of which all
possible ingentuity vas lo be flirectcd, my resolutions of
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self-control were heroic enough. But to fulfil them, —to
repress and disregard ull those sympathies to which my
whols being was bound, — this wag indeed labor, too great,
I often feared, to be accomplished. When the siress of
inward confliet oppressed me, I would spring from my
orouching-place in the lodge, rush into the open air, and
seize upon every object that could in any degree divert
attontlon end divido my thoughis. These cxertiung, witl
God's blessing, suliced lo restore, in some tolerable meas-
ure, the mental equilibrium, and to rescuc me from the
dominion of feelings tho wurestrained action of which
would have drivon mo to wadness.

During our stay of three or four days at thiy encawmyp-
mont, I had beconie yo wenried with the monolony of their
idleness, broken only by their desperate-gambling, — the
only thing, besides the chase, with which the Indians oe-
cupiod themsolves, — that for variaty's suke, to divert my
ofton-dosponding weods, and to kill time, which hung
" heavily on my hands, I concluded to go out on a hunting
frolie. Iaving procured a horsc of the chicf, and cnensed
my lower extremities in a pair of native boots, much
warmer than the ship:shoes in which I bhad endured the
cold, I set out with quite o party. We had gone six or
eight miles, when T stopped for a short time, the rest of the
troop riding off without regarding me. On remcunting my
oharger, I put him to his utmest speed, in ordev to overtake
them, While driving on at & furious rate, he stumbled and
ounio to the ground, throwing his luokless rider ovor his
koad twenty fect or more, upou the hard, frozen ground.
Ono ankle was severcly sprained, and my whole body more
or less bruised. Bo sgevero, indeed, was the shock, that I

.
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have occasional reminders of it to this duy. No time was
to be lost; and, with considerable effert, and no little pain,
I succeeded in remounting.  The swelling of my foob soon
made my borrowed lioots extremely uncomfortable, and I
wished myself safely back at the lodge ; but, at whatever
expense of suffering, T had no resource but to follow the
hunters 111 such time ns thoy whould sco fit to return,
The remembrance of that day’s torment will not soon be
lost. - We arrvived at the camp late in the evening; and,
having been unsuccessful in the chasc, went supperless to
bed.  On crnwling into the hutl and removing my boots, o
sad wiglit wus disclosed ; but there was no present remody,
Dengging mysellf woarily into my ecorner, I had  just
erouclied upon the mkin, which had served for a saddlo
during the .day and was still recking from the horse’s back,
when a great dog camo along, and threw his whole weight
wpon the lamo fopt, cauging me to seream alond for the
pain. T drow back the sorviecable foot, and guve him o
_kick that sent him through the fire and agninst the front
of tho lodge. Sleep kept at & distance till mear morning,
when T guinod a briof oblivion of Suﬁering.

Day at last dawned, and with the morning’s light came
the busy note of preparation for removel, Down came the
tents; the sguaws packing up the furniture, and the In-
dians chasing and lassuing their horses. The noise and
confusion, disagrecablo cnough under any circumstances,
made the sceno no inapt representative of chaos, from
which L wan glud o boe deliverod on tho nest oxpoditious
tormy possible; and I was casily porsunded to try my
fortune again in the claso, moro espesially as wo had. no-
thing for breakfast. No words can do moro than pa‘rt-iul
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justice to oue of these wmoving scenes. Not only the skin
Toofs of their wigvams, but the siakes and poles which con-
gtitute the frames, ave carvied along with them. Their -
furniture gives them little trouble, seldom consisting of
more than the sking on which they sleep, an ox-horn tinder-
box, & few sticks for rousting meai, and 2 leathern water-
bucket. Tents and furmiture are all packed together on
their horses’ backs, 'The puppooscs in travelling ave laghed
to a kind of wooden sledge, Tounded at the ends like sleigh-
runnerg, and orossed with narvow slats, that bind the parts
strougly together. The little brats are bound upon these
niachines, which aro so-shapod tlnt tneir heads and feet are
much below the general Ievel of their bodies,— a very un-
comfortable position for the youngsters, if they have ns
much sensibility to pain as other ohildrem, of which I
incline to doubt, ag ihay ave inured frome birth to clmost
evory Apecivs of hardship. The sledge, with its living
burden, is thrown across tho hovse’s buck, and mede fast to
the load. The mother mounts to the top of the puck,
vosting hor feet on thu horse’s neck, and wenmed with o
cudgel, with which she vigorously belabors the beast, right
and left. The pappooses, not liking the quarters assigned
to them, set up a general squalling, DMothers and maiden
-aunty join in full choruy, drawling out, at the top of their
‘voices, “Ilori! mmatty, mutty! IIorT! mutty, mutty!?
without the Icnat:changs, to tho thousandth repetition,
All these grrangements are made with remarkable celerity
—in thirty minutes not a tent is left standing, but the
whole tribe, their toncuents and elatiels, wivos and Dbents,
nre all yaoked upon horsos, and Lhe wotley cuvalendo moves
off like an army of heggars on horschack.
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Ou the present ocension the movemont was delayed,
whilo wo rode In scarch of something to cat. The chase
was unsuceesslul, searcely cnough being obtuined to more
than sharpen our appetites for dinner, The scanty meal
being over, the whole eempany began’ their journey, which
in its tortuous windings was not unlike that of the
Israclites in the wilderness, but unliko that in the respect
that we seemed to have no particular destinution or object,
excépt to explore mew hunting-grounds, sud gratify the
capricious restlessness of tho Indians. One very desirable
end was answered, — we got enough to cat, as we were suc.
cessful in killing a large. quantity of game. The Indians,
it was noticeable, were never at a loss to find their camps.
So familiar did they scem with all their haunts and the
general shape of the country, that though the surface pre-
sented to my eye scarcely any distiuguishable way-marks,
they would strike off from any point, however distant, and
go with unerring aim straight Yo their tents, In returning
laden with booty to our new homes, I wag surprised to
obsorve no indications whatover of water in tho vieinity ;
o singular departure, at first sight, from their invariable
custom, so far ag I had noliced. Very soon the squaws
issued from their huts, cach with her leathorn bucket.
Curiosity prompted me to follow them o little way, when a
spring was discovered, from which they had to dip the
waler with their ox-lworn cupy i1l the buckots were filled,

About thiz time a new phnse of life presented itself, to
cast light vn an important item of the soelal economy
oatablishod in Patagonis, Looking out of cur wigwam ono
ovoning just ub dusk, I noticed an unusual concourse of
Indians sbout two hundred yards distant, There wure -
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fifty or more, headed by one of the most ruflianly reseals
in tho tribo, marching i the divection of our lodge. I
gpoka to the chiel about it, whercupon he woeut iwomie-
diately to the back of the hut, and sat down on hiz little
bed, his cutlass hanging beside him from a knot of one of
tha stakes, This ho took down, laid it acress his knces,
and folded his nrms.  Bemeihing, I saw, was wrong. In
anticipation of tho worst that might hefall we, I had
found, a short time belore, the handle of an old knife
ameng tho chief’s trumpery, and also an odd blade; thesa
I had put together, and ihe chief permitied me ta carry it
shout my persan, the only weapon he allowed me. I now
planted myself on my knces beside him, and prepared to
sell my life as dearly as possible, shonld the mob cnter
with cvil designs towards mo, The consciousncss that T
wea in their power, and way sure to have the worst of any
sorions quarrel, made 3 my study to keep the peace with
thom os far as clrannstnocos would admil; bub thore was
a limit o my control of events, a very narrow limit,
which I had constant rcason to fear would he overhorne
by tho impetuous latred of wny cncmics, when nolhing
would Do left but desperate resistance. Such a eorisis
seemed near, when the chicf was himself yeduced to a
defensive ottitude, and was indecd bcsicged in hiz own
ludge, .
The motley throng surrounded ihe hmt, thelr numbers
consfantly swelled by fresh arrvivaly; somo were squat
upon the ground, others peeping through the erevices.
Presently ono of tho number addvessed the chiof, and tho
two oonversed for some time in a low wud unintelligible,
but desided and emphatio tons. Tho erowd outside ap-
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peared to be a good deal excited, and kept up a contirnous
Lhum of rapid conversation. I looked und listened, with
wingled eariosity and dread, while the chief repeated the
sune thing over and over again, in a firm, anthoritative
tone, tinged with anger. Uunable to conjecture what was
en fvob, or to bear any longer the agony of suspense, 1
patted him fandlinely on his naked breast, told him ho had
“u good leart,” begged that he would not sudor the
Indians to havmn me. “You go sleep,” was his answer;
“no Indians come into this house t.o-nig]{f,.” I inguired
what they were after, but no answer was vouchsafed, and
he resumed his mysterious eolloquy witle the outsiders.
The idex of sleeping under such circumstances was out of
the question; I way wide awcke, rnd bent on keoping
so, —sorely bewildered at the strange goings on, and not
a little terrified, but holding fast by my sole weupon of
dofence, and waiting a faverable opportunity to intorpese
another inguiry. The chief turned Lis head; and, per-
ceiving my vigilance, répeated in an angry tone his injunc-
tion tq sleep, 'This was o drop too mu{:h;-rlnd, clasping
my armg nbout hiy dirty neck, patting lLis breast, and look-
ing (with as confiding an air as I could assume) inte his
dull eyes, I begged him to speak to me, to tell me what
those wan wantod, Do thoy want Lo brenk my hend 17
«The men dow't want to hact you,” he said;  Indian
wants o girl for hig wifo; poor Indian, very poor, got no
horses nor anything elso. I won’t give him the woman.”
So speedy & deseent from the height of my fears was not
subisfactory; it was impossible 1o evodit this explanaiion
of such a formidable scene. I apprehended that it was &
pure. fiction, extemporized for the purpese of quieting ro;

but, as ho seemed niorc communicative, I swallowel my
doubts, and questioned him further. *What does poor
Indien gay 2 7

“Says he’ll steal plenty hovses when we get wheve
thoy are, and give the woman plenty of grease. Says le
v n good huntor, gl thioll™

Theso high titles to consideration did not seem to he
ndmlittod by the parly they were offered to congiliate; on
tho contrary, thoe ehief pronounced lim & slecpy wink-skin
of a fellow, — :_1'0 thief ub all; one that would never own a
horso in the world. This opinion, which he was good
enougl to favor me witlh, he commuricated to the party
chicly concerned, telling him that he was a poor, good-
for-nothing Tndian, he should net have the woman, and
that was the end of il Afier o little moye jabber, and
abundance of wrangling, the mob dispersed, much to my
relicf. Satisfied, by further conversation on the. subject
with old Parosilver, whoso trimmph over the mutiny had
put him into betier tomper than wsual, that the affuic did
nol fmmincntly concorn my egufely or welfure, I lay down
to rest.

In angwer to further inguivies, —for T must plead guilty
to n good deal of curiosily in respect of the peor Indian
and his blasted hopes, —1T wasg informed that without the
oliof’s oconsont no murringo wus pormitied; that, in Liy
judgment, no Indian who was uot an accomplished rogue, —
perticularly in tho horse-stealing line,—an expert hunter,
able to provide plenty of meat and grease, was fit to have
a wifo on any terms. Hoe never gave his consent for
guuh lu-'ﬁy onus Lo teha wu sxten ik bub, b vory cone
" piderately added, all the difference it made was that some
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one else had to support the siuaw till ler sunitor proved
himself worthy, and acquired sufficient wealth to justify
teking her to his wigwvam ; and, if he oared much for his
cowry, he would not be long in earning ler; it would make
him a first-rate thicf, — the most indispensable title to
fuvor in tho tribe,  Iu appesrod that the possossion of two
Lorses, ong for himsell and ono for his intended, was re-
garded as the proper oudlit in a matrimoniel adventure.

The women arc somewhut given to quarrelling amm{g
themselves; and, when their “ combativeness” is once
active, they fight like tigers. Jealousy is o frequent ocea-
sion, IFa squaw suspects her liege lord of undue familiarity
with a rival, she darts upon the fair cachantress with the
fury of o wild heast ; then ensues such a pounding, seratch-
“ing and hair-pulling, as beggars description, The gay
deceiver, if taken by surprise, alips qaietly out, and stands
at a safo distance to watch the progress of the combat,
generally chuckling at the fun with great complaceney.
A crowd gathers round to cheer on the rivals;-and tho
rickety wigwam, under- the effect of the squall within,
creaks and shivers like a ship in the wind’s eye.

While the contract of marriage is po jealously regarded
by the chief agto be subject to a veto in every case whero
a proposed match uppears in his cycs .unsuitable, tho
ceremony s literally nothing at all.  Due sanction having
been given by the suprcmo authority, the bridegréom takes
howme his bride for better or worse, without any of the
festivity which graces similar occasions elsewhere.  About
thig time, -— for, 23 T had no means of journzlizing mny ox-
porience, uro wvon kovping s reckoning ol wosks und
wonths, it g quite impossible to assign lates,— o mat
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rimonial transaction took place, accompanicd Ly unusual
solomnities.. Tho rank of one party, and the extraordinary
_ nopessorics of the occasion, will justify & particular notice
of this “ marringe in high life.”

COno evening, the chiel; his four wives, two duughters,
an infunt granddaughter, and myself, were scattered sbout
the lodge, enveloped in a smaoke of unusual strength and
density,  Whilo the others sat around as unconcorned ws
g0 wany picces of bacon, T lay flat, with wy fuce closo to
the ground, und my hend covered with a piece of guanace-
gkin, the ouly position in which it was possible to gain
sny rvelief from the stifing fumigation.  While in this
sttitude, I fancied I heard the tramp of many feet without,
and o confused mattering, as if o multiiede of Indians
were talking together. Presently a hoarse voice sounded
in front, evidently almed at the cars of some ono within,
to whioh the ohiol promptly poplicd. I caught o fow
words, - ocnongh 1o Malisly mo that T wag not tho subjeet of
their colloquy, but that there was a Ludy in the cuso, —und
listonod curiously, without uny eof the [vight which grew
out of the: previous negotiations. The conversation grew
animated, and the cquanimity of his high mightiness the
shief waa somewhat disturbed. I cast a penctrating glance
into the smoke at the female members of our houschold,
to discorn, if pessible, whether any ono of them was
gpooinlly interested. One look was sufficient ; the chief’s
danghter {who, by the way, was a quasi widow, with ono
hopoful soion springing up by lor sido} st lintoning lo
tho conversution, with anxiety and upprehension visible in
evory feuture, l1ler mother sat ncar her, her chin resting
gpon her hand, with an anxious and "thoughtful expression
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of countenance. The invisible speaket without, it soon
appeared, was an unsuccessful suitor of the d:‘tughter, and had
come with his friends to press hig elaim. He urged his suit,
it not with classie, with « earnest ” cloquence, buf with suc-
eess 1) proportioned to his cfforts, The ehief told him he
was n poor, good-for-nothing fellow, had no horses, and was
unfit to be his son-in-law, or any one else’s. The outsider
wns not to bo so easily put off; he pressed bis suit with
fresh cnergy, aflivming thet bis deficiensy of horses was
from waut of opportunity, not from lack of will or ability
to appropriate the first that came within his reach, On the
contrary, he-clainied to be as ingenious and accomplished a
Lhief as ever swnng a lasso or ran off a horse, and a mighty
hunter besides, whose wifo wonld never suffer for want of
grease. The inexorable ehicf hereat got considerably ex.
eited, told him ho wona & poor devil, and might be off with
himself'; ho would n’t talk any more about it.

Tho suppliaut, ag n lagt resort, appealod to the fair one
herself, begging her to smile on his suit, and assuring her,
with matked emphasis, that, if successful in his uspirntions,
he would give her plenty of grease. At thig lust argnment
she was unable to resist Jonger, but entreated her father to
sanction their ynion. DBut the hard-learted parent, not at
all mollified by this appeal from his decigion 1o au inferior
tribunal, breke outb in a towering passion, and poured forth
a torrent of abuse. The mother hera interposed, and be-
sought him not to he mngry with the young folks, but to
dual more gently and considerniely with them, Shoe nven
hinted that he might havoe dono injustice to the young man,
He might tarn out & smarter man than he had eredit for.
e might —who knew?—make o fino chief yet, posscss

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plenty of horses, and prove a highly eligible mateh for their
daughter, The old fellow had been (for him) quite modev-
ate, but this was too much. i rage completely mustored
him, Ile roso up, soizod the pappooso’s eradle, and hurled
it violently ont of doors, snd the other chattels uppertain-
fng to biy denghter wonb alter ibin rapld seeconsion,  1lo
then ordered her to follow her goads fustanter, with which
benediction she deparied, responding with o smile of satis-
faction, doubtless antivipating the promised luxurics of her
new home, the visgion ol which, through the present tempest,
fortifiod hor mind against ity worst perils.  Leaving the
lodgo, she gathered up her scattered coffects, and, accompa-
nied by her mother, the bridul party disappeared.

The ohief sat on his horse-skin coueh, his legs crossed
partly wnder Wby looking ronr vooigh, Tresenily the
bride and har mother returned, and now bégan the sccond
goono, Tho chiel no svonor recognised ihem thun a vound
— gomothing betweon n grunt amd o growl, but much nearer
‘the Jatter than the formey, and in a decided crescends —
‘gave warning of a fresh eruption.  The rumbling grew
more emphaiic, and suddenly his fury burst on the head of
his wifo, Seizing her by the hair, he hurled her violently
to the grouud, and beat her with his clenelied fists til! 1
thought lio would bronl ovory bono in hee body, and reduce
hor substance Lo a Jelly, Perbaps L was o little havd-hearted,
but sho had boos one of wy bitterest encmies, and 1 had o
feeling that if some of her ill-will to e could be beaten out
of hor, I conld be casily resigned to her fule.  The dreub-
bing ended, she rose aml muttored someihing he did not
like. e réplicd by a violent blow on the side of her head,
that sent her staggoving to the further end of the hut, Thig
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last argumont was decisive, and she kept her huge mouth
closed for the night, There was a silent pause for some
minutes, and, without anotler word, we ranged ourselves
for repose. I thought the old heathen’s conscience troubled
him through the night; his sleep was broken, and he ap-
ponred vory restloss,  Jarly tho noxt morning e weat Lo
the lodge of the newly-mnrried pair, and had o long chat
with them. They thought him rather severe upon them as
fivst ; but, atter a good deal of diplomacy, a better under-
standing was brought about. The young people ¢ould
Lordly get over n senso of the indignitics thoy had recoived ;
but in the course of the day they returned, bag and hag-
gage, to the old chief’s tent, and made it their permanent
abode.

Wa now movol in o woslerly divootion, und on the wey
succeeded in cupturing a good doal of game. Their moda
of dealing with the coveans of the gaanneo iy enough to
dissipnto whalvver appelizing qualitios the meab — in itself
yery palatable — would otherwise possess, It was no
uncotmnon circumstance, while the squaws wero removing
the hide, to sce the dogs tugging at the other extremity,
the womgn, meantime, oryingout “I3h! Ah!” in n dissua-
sive, though not angry, tenme. If the animals’ becoma
teo nuduoious, tho ive ol thair mistrosses is kindled, and thoy
Lrouk out with ¢ Cashuran eashuby [ a2 phyase squivalont
to that which, in Iinglish, divects its objest to n region
ummnentionable in cars polite.

The Indians have, strictly speaking, no profane expres-
sions, I never conld tearn that they worshipped or had any
idez of a Supreme Being.  The only obsarvance which bore
any aspect of religion was sssociated with something we
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gshould little think of as an object of adoration — tha
tobacco-pipe ; — though, how far this ig, in fact, an object
of idolatry in Christion lands, it might not become me to
spoculate, The only occasions on which the Indiang dis-
covered any appearance of devotion were those of simoking.
This may have been only 2 symptom of intoxieation, bhut
the reader may judge for himself,

A group of v dozen or more asseinhle, — somclintos in a
wigwam, gometinies in tho opon air. A vessel made of a
piooo of hide beut Into n saucer-shape while green and
sfterwardy hardened, or sometimes an ox-horn, filled with
water, is set on the ground. A stono pipe is filled with the
surn.'pings of a wood rescubling yollow chony, mixed with
finely-cut tobacco. The company then lay themsclves in a
eirolo Hut on their fuees, their mantles drivw up to the tops
of their heads. The pipe is lighted,  One takes it into his
mouth and inhales as much snoke.as he ean swallow; the
others take it In sucecssion, H111 41l have beeowo sntisfied.
By thoe time the second smokor is fully charged, the first
bogins o serios of grounings and groutingy, with o slight
trembling of the head, the smoke slowly ovzing oub at the
nostrils. The groaning soon becomes general, and waxes
louder, till it swells into a hideous howling, enough to
frighten man or beast. The noiss gradually dies away.
Thoy remain n shbrf. time in profound silenee, and cach ie-
bibos o dranght of woter. Thon succeods another interval®
of silence, observed with the most profound and devotional
gravity. All at length arise, and slowly disperse, Now,
this may or may vot havo been o farm of worship ; but the
alrowanntuneea ntlondhng ity tho wumbern wiiformly engngol
in i% tho formality with which it wus invaviably conduciod,
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the solemmity of visage, the reverenfial grimace, the prog-
tration, the silence, the trembling, — these, and traits of
expression which are move easily discerned and remembered
than described, gave me a decided impression that the
whele had a superstitious mepning.  The nature) operation
of the tobncco, and of the substance mixed with it, might
~ cxplain part of the symplowms, — the-writhing and groaning,
~but these appeared tobo n good deal in cxcess, and thore
wero othor features of 1ho case which appeared to require
another solution. )

I never asked any explanation. The mystery which sav-
ago tribes are so apt to throw around their religious ritos,
und their resentment ab any unhullowed curiosity, I was
not inclined to meddle with or proveke. If ny comjectures
were just as to the nature of thig ceremeny, inquiry might
lead to unpleasant congequences.  Ignorance appeared, on
the whele, safer than knowledge of good or "evil, gained at
the risk of betng cuught drespussing on things forbidden.
Il any one thivks my procaution oxeessive, ho is ab liborty
to tako u dillevent courso whenoever he finds himsolf in the
. jurisdietion of Pavoxsilver, or any other Patagonian chief,

The irfquiry may arvise, especinlly in the mind of the rali-
givus reader, whether I attempted to imparf to my captors
auy knowledge of God, his attributes and laws, The answer
is qunite ready,-—No, and. for a variety of ressons, The
writer did noet understand cnough of either Spanish or
Indian to commuuicate intelligible ideas on any matters
beyond the range of the senses ; and Patagonia is protty
barron of gousibla phenomonn, which wmade my slock of
words moro limited than it might have been under mora
fuvorablo civeunatanocs.  There wag no finding ¢ tongues
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in trees,” or “hooks in the vunuing hrooks; ™ the Jand
ponsossey nolthor e numbers palliciont to bo conversihlo.
“ Bormons in stones,” even, must have been of very pebbly
dimensions, and of no great weight. Ifad ihis difficulty
been romoved, I conless I had no great dosire to sur-
mount i6. I was the object of suspicion and hostility. My
lifo was in constant danger. To diminish, as far as pos-
sible, the causes of dislike, to wiligate their ferocious hate,
to alude occasions of wischiof, to delay what I feared could
not be very long prevented, was my continual study. If
the reader is not satisfied with this aceount of my conduct,
I am sorry for it, but caunct afford uny words of con-
trition. It 18 vastly easier, I may hint to the objeetor, to
prescribo another’s duties than to judge of onc’s own, cs-
pecially where the two parties are in circumstances so
widoly difforing, Tho Patagoninns noed the gospel—and
tho law—~n8 much ay uny peoplo, I could name from per-
gonal obsorvution. Thoro was no trace of mstruclion im-
parted ub o previous period, and the reception Christiznity
would meet with among them ig yet to be discovered.

Their pipes are made of a hard red stone, the bowl dug
out with whatever iron or steel implement is at command
to the dimensions of an ordinary clay pipe, the stemr about
an inch square, and threc inches long, witl a swall per-
foratim. & coppor or beaws tubo, about two inchoes long,
is fitted to the stem, and serves ag » nonth-picee, This iy
wado by bending or hammering o wmetallic plate about a
small round stick, and soldering or cementing it with &
glutinaus substauce thickened with earth,

Tho copper, bruss and iron, seen among them, was prob-
sbly procured from unfortunate vessels wrecked on their
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coast, T was inforued by Captuin Morton, of whom the
persevering reader will know mere herenfter, that bho had
touched nt Sea Bear Bay for o harbor, and saw thore great
quansitics of iron pumps, ships’ hanging knct;s, and other
gear, from wrecks of vessels of all sizes.  As lie was bound
for the land of gold, hie thought it Sﬁurce]y worth his while
to collect the buser metals. 1lad he been homeward bound,
ho might have obtained a valuable cargo. .

Ag ornaments, bits of brass and copper, of silver and
German silver, have o high value among the Indians, and
when the metals are plenty such adornment is vory com-
mon. The children’s shoes havo small oval pieces sewed
on in front, and they appear on other parts of their dross.
When searce, they are more scldom scen, Blacksmithing
in Patagonia is somothing of the rudest, Two hard flad
stones do duly, tho ono ay anvil, and the other ns hammer.
Of tho clfect of heut in wuking tho welals mulleuble, and
of tho art of tempering, the peoplo have no knowledge. To
muke a knife, they take a piece of iron hoop, or iron in any
practicable shape, and hammer wway upon it at o pro-
vokingly slow rate. Their blows are nos heavy enough to
do muck execution; but they keep up a constant tap, tap,
tap, houv by hour, L1l the ivon is flaticned to the required
shape and dimensions. It is then rubbed on a smooth
plone LB oworne down to me wdge, nad finedly ingoried
into a wooden handle. Soemetimos melted lead is poured
iuto the handle, hut lead appearcd to be a scarce com-
modity. All mechanie arts, if they deserve the name, are
in an cqually rude and prinitive stage. The simplicity of
these peaple’s idens is indeed exiraordinary. In invention
or construciiveness they are babes, A Yankee boy, six
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yeard old, would be a predigy awmong them, —a miracle of
geniug, .

An opportunity was afforded, while in eamp, to sce soma
specilmens of their tailoving or muntup-muking achieve-
ments ; — ecither term is appropriate, as the male and
female dress do not differ in fornn, and but slighily in the
mede of adjustment. The mantle or blanket is worn
uround the shoulders; those of Lthe women are fhstened to-
gether by tho corners under the ohin with o stick for a
pin; the men hold theirs arcund them with their hands,
cxcept that when hunting they tie a string arommd the
sk,

The skins of yonng gnanacos are scleoted for mantles, on
necount of tho superior fineness and sofiness of the hair.
Nearly » dozon sking are used for a 3i‘nglc mantle, as a
large part of eacl is csteemed unfit for. nse, nnd thrown
away. The skins, -while pgreen, are stretched to their
utniost tension on tho ground to diy. When partially
dried, they are scraped on tho inside with a stone sharpencd
like o guu-fiint, sprinkled tlle while with water, to fucilitate
the operation.  Whon tho surfieo is mado talerably smooth,
and of » protty unifurm thickness, it ig actively scoured
with & conrse-grained stone, till it has a bright polish,
The skin is again deied, then crumpled and twisted in the
honds i1} it bocomoes pericetly solt and pliable. 'The
thread, ra hes beea stated, is wude from the sinews of the
ostrich. These aro extracted by the exertion of great
strongth, and divided, into strings abont the size of ordi-
nary shoe-thread. They arve then twisted, the ends ara
gornpad to a poiut, and when dry become still; ihey are
now roady for use. '
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Two piccos of skin are cub to fit each cther, The
tailoress (for all the work, from the curing of the sking to
the last results, is dewe by the squaws) holds the edges
together with the left hand, and drills them for sewing
with & gharpened nail, held between the first two fingors of
the right hand; the peinted thread, held hetween the
finger and thumb, is inscrted and drawn through, and so
the work goes on,  The stitches aro tolorubly fine, end o
very neat seam is made. Other pieces are added, and
when the whole is finished the scams are rubbed smooth
with a bone. The fur being worn inside, there romains the
wark of outside decoration, With a due quantity of clay,
blood, chareonl and grease, amalgnmated for the purpose,
the artist arms hersell with a stick for a brush, and
exccutes divers figures in black, on a red ground; which,
il intended to shadow forth men, require a vigorous jmag-
ination to deteet the purpose. They might pass for un-
luppy ghosts (if o little move cthereal in composition), or
for doformed trees. They bear a rude resemblanco to a
chair in profile, or a fignve 4; and are thickly disposed over
tho wholu’ surfice, in the atlitude sometimes vulgorly
termed “ spoon-fashion.” The garment is now complete;
the edpes are carcfully trimmed with a knile, and the
fabrie i3 vown over the shonlders, with the infullible
certainty of itting ns closely az the native tasies require.
There is no trial of paticnce in smoothing obstinate wrinkles,
A < gonteol fit 7 is the easiest thing in the world ; wherein
TPatagonian tailors have decidedly the advantage of their
follow-orylizmon i civilized lunda,

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CIIAPTER V.

At onr unoxt halt wo enemmpod be o deap, pweipy
valley. 'The weather was cold and stormy; rain, snow,
sleet and huil, fell alternately, but did not ucenmulate on
the carih to any considerable depth, Fitful gusts of wind
camo sweeping through the camp, making the wigwams
ghake fonrfuily, Ounr okl lodge gallantly rode out the
galo; but, eithor owing to its straiuing and working in the
storm, or ta some defects in the orvigival struecture, leaked
shockingly oll night. I was repeatedly awakened by a
stream of cald water running under me.  Giving the skin
roof a fow kuocks to lighten it of its watery burden, and
shaking the wet skin which constituted my couch, T would
. throw mysell down, and resign mysclf to repose; but bofore
quict waa fuirly restored, another mundation would drive
me to my {eet, The night wore away with we, wet, cold
mud sleepless.  After daybreak T rexe, and vondinnad lor
two hours in vigerous exercise {o restore wurinlh le my
ckillad Dvame, belore the Indiang were astiv.  Mires wora
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then kindiod, and wntlors begon to assumo g moro choorful
appearance,

The wealher, quite cool on my first lunding, had grown
gradually colder, and was becoming inclement. I was
seantily prepared to endure the severity of winter. My
under-garinents, ag before related, were desporately ex-
pended in trying to signal passing vessels. Cravat and
pocket-bandkerchief were appropriated to the adornment
of the women in our houschold, to the no small cuvy of less
favored ones. My sole article of linen was in shreds, and
of o color that would afford matter for speculation to a
jury of washerwomen. Stockings and shoes were sadly
dilapidated ; coal and trousers were glazed with dirt and
gronsoe Lill thuy shono liko a glasy Lottle. The contents of
my pockets were all confiscated, -— purse, keys, knite, &o.,
—-and o pair of pistols, of the use of which my eaptors
knew nothing, were taken to picces, and the brass mount-
ings suspended about the necks of the chief's wives, In
shert, 1y cuter man wag nigh unte perishing, and 1 had no
visiblo resources 1o urrest or repair the procoss of timo,
while I was not sufficiently inured to tho climats to adopt
the naYive dress without serious risk to health. But nono
of these things wore allowed to trouble me. I took no
thought for the morrow, bat, accordi.ng to the seriptural
injunction, suffered the morrow to take care for the things
of itself, csteceming sufficient uwnto each day the ovil
thereof.

At an early period of my captivity, the chief and some
othor Indinag had cast w longing cye on my clothes, und
tried to seduce me into parling with them.  They offered
no compulsion in the matloer, but resorted to all manner of
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tricks, It soemed thit they thaught o white man could
afford 1o go without dressing, T explained to them that,
having always worn clothes, —laving in infiney, even,
unlike Patagonian piceuninnics, been externally protected
against the frosh air,— it was quite impossible for me to
chango my habiis without tho lazard of wy lifo; and, it
T should dic in eonsequence of yielding to their wishes,
they were reminded they waunld lese the valuable ransom
they cxpected for me.  This reasoning proved convincing;
greatly ns they longed for my wardrobe, they more desired
rum and tobacco, and I was permitted the undisturbed
enjoyment of the seanty covering loft me. '
Tho storm continucd for two days and nights; on the
thivd duy it cloayed up. About mid-duy, abserving a
orowd of Indians together with a huge jargon of tongucs,
1 learned, on inqguiry, that o bhorse was to be killed; a
matter which, it appeared, waus always the occasion of a
golemn powwow. (n rouching tho spot, a poor old least,
loan and lank, with a Jariat sbout Lis neck, stood sur-
rounded by somo (illy Indinng.  The sqanws were singing,
in stentorian toncs, * Ye! Ye! Yup! Yup! Tar, Jupuly,
yupuly 17 with o repetition {hat becume unendurable, and
drove me to o respeet{ul distance., The horse’s forelegs
wore fust pound togother, a violent push forward throw
him honvily to tho gronnd, and bo wus aposdily despatehod
with a knife; anbioipuling, by a few days, the ovdinary
courso of nature. Svon afler wy return to the wigwau, 3
hugo portien of tho vareass was rent to our quarters and
hung up, to furnish our next weals!  After being duly
drovsud By the women, witle the aid of the dugs, and
goorshiod nud smdxod avcording lo usego, it was scrved
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up, —my only alternative to starvation. Famine has ne
scruples of delicuey ; if the reader iz disgusted, ke is in a
state of sympathy with the writer.

Barly thé next day we (literally) pulled up stakes, and
were on the move; and, after journcying all day, encamped
in a situntion very like tho one we left in the morning.
The Indians spent theiv time, as usual, in gambling and in
combing cach other's hair, with a brush made of stiff dry
roots, tied up together., The operator reccived as a feo
the game captered in the process. The reader will excuse
a more explicit statement of what, though less nbominable
than cannibalism, is hardly less repulsive, '

One evening cur family cirele were seated round n fire,
which sent up volumes of smoke sufliciently dense to suit
s savage of the most cxucting taste, and which drove me,
ax usual, to the back part of the hut, where I Iay flat on
nmy fuce. Que of the chief’s wives was inveighing against
me, ad was hier wont, and a second oceasionally joined in
the strain, by way of chorus. A third was eracking the
Lones ol a guunaco, that her son Colmnuco might cat the
marrow, The fourth and last of tho women was ajtending
Yo o pices of meat for our supper, fixed on a forked stick,
in the smoke. "T'wo sons were engaged, as usual, in deing
nothing, except accasionnlly hegging a little of the marrow,
and geraping Lhoir divty legd with n sheath-koife, by way
of diversion ; sundry by-plays, and littlo picces of mis
chicf, served lo fill up the spare winutes. The old chief,
whe had been silently regarding the scene, now commenced
lolking, in a lew, mumbling, guttural tone, to one of lis
wiven, Bl wan bunily oying tho tonsting-lork, nid slady-
ing tho process of cooking; but, ab Irer husband’s instance,

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Toft thom, mid drow fram their repository ol tools a sharp-
ened nail fixed in 2 wooden hindle, like am awl. The
ohief strotehed himsell on the ground, fice downwards; a
surgical operation was plainly impending.  What could
tho nmttor bo? Had tho ohiof, in the oxcess ol bis plump-
ness, burst open, like ripe fiuit, requiving to be sewed up ?
I drew my head from beneath the pliotectionl had pro-
vided against the smoke, and rose on wmy knecs, to get a
better view ; the hoge, black, preasy monsier lay extendod
at i full Tongth, his wife pinched vp the skin on his
bagk, piorced it with her awl, and continued the process
till & number of perforations were made, from which the
blood oozed slowly. I asked the meaning of this operation,
and was fold by tho chief that he had poins in lis back,
for which this was tho best remedy. Blood-lebting, it
* seemed, is no monopoly of the faculty. I told him thai in
my country wo applied, in such cases, o liquid called
opodeldos, an jnfullible romedy, and promised to procure
him gome when we got to MHollund,  This was hencd{orth
added Lo my lisk of inducements.

Tho old follow righted himself, and leaned against ouc
of the pillars of his palnee; onc ol Lis partners pulled up
the toasting-fork, and jerked the half-roasted and ore
than sufficiently smoked mest upon the ground, svized the
knifo which the Doys Ladd heen playing with, aund cut the
mosg into libeml picces, whicl waere throwy broadeast on
cilber sido, Thoe chief’s appetite did not appear to bo
affected oither by his indisposilion or by the extravrdinary
remedy applied; his portion of the edrue disappenrod
bohind his gront white teeth with u baste that sconed to
mvolye no wasto. ‘
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Lheutntis affections, they told me, are very common
snmong thom ; the chief showed mo the arm of one of his
wives, which was scarred from the wrist te the shoulder
by tho awl; and the aperation wag afterwards perforined on
other members ol the fumily,

Again we took op the line of march, travelling, as near
as I could judge, west-north-west, and killing o quantity
of game, both guanaco and ostrich, But the hardship of
wy life, nggravated by a constant flesh diet, and that caten
half raw, and at irregular seasons, — often going two days
without food,— had, by this time, brought on 5 dysentery.
This was no more than I had expeeted; but I knew of no
remedy, and had to ecndure it as I could. We encamped,
on the sccond day, ncar the banks of the river Gallegos; a
fine spring of water issucd from the river-bank into a low
marshy ground, skirting tho margin of the stream. Dy
this time my illness had increased, till I folt unfit to
travel fucther, and bogan to think that death could not
be distant. ,No change of diet was practicable, and there
wus nothing to counteract ity cffect on my systom. The
pain and weariness of travelling did their part to aggra-
vate the disorder; and mental discouragement — the sick-
ness of lope deferred —completed my prostration.  No
human boing in that desolate land cared for my suflerings,
more Lhan thoy wonld for those of u dog. Worn out with
the constant irritations of a stato of existence odious to
every sensibility, tired and disheartened, but for one
thought I could have gladly laid myseclf down to die,
to got ab oneo and forever heyond tho reach of iny savago
tormentory.  The thought of hiome, of wifo sud child, of
(riends and country, and all tho unuitorable emotions that
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respond to theso precious names, ub onco tortured and
strengthened mo. Theso, and the thought that perhaps,
aftor patient endurance, Divine Providence would restore
ma to the objcota of my famished affeetions, node lilo still
donr, Thoeso strengthenced me to suller and to strive.

. As I orawled out of the lodge, to look upon the gun, and
breathe the pure air, and be refreshed by breczes untainted
with the breath of cruel men, it camo into my mind that
some palatable or even tolerable speeies of plant or
root would be wholesome for me. On looking about, there
presented itself o specimen of large dock, such as is com-
mon in the United States; n weed of humble pretensions,
but why not worthy of a trinl? With what atrongzth
remeined at command, I bogan a process of ¢ extracting
roots,” with good success. Taking a quantity into the
hat, and roasting them in hot ashes, they wera found to
bo not distastolod 3 I fillod iy pockets with them, and
abandonod flesh-diet for a litilo tine, to tho scusible,
though gradual, reliet’ of ury suflerings. Fortuuabely we
had a season ol had weather, which prevenled any advaneo
movomont for four or five duys, snd gave wme timo par-
tially to recover strength. I could not sooner have kept
my seat on a horse; and, if the altermative had been
presented, the Indians, as I very well knew, would soonor
havo knookad mo on 1he haad (ke have allowad me Lo
hindor. their mareh for a Jday. A powwow was held over
snother hordo, wnserviceable alive, und therefore marked
for diet; but this time T did not competo for any part of
his carcuss, my pocket-stores being quite sufficient, and
more attractive. But in the fate ol the poor heast 1 read
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» warning to myself, to malkc haste and get well enough t"f’

move at the first signal,

Away again, —this time facing about, and passing down
tho rivor, I ncoded rest; but, ut whatever expense of
sulloring, needs must when & certain old geulloman drivos,
At the noxt stoppiug.placc My sorviees were called into
requisition in a new department.  One forenoon, as I
sauntered towards our wigwam, after o stroll among the
smutty lhutg, to kill thne and divert painful thoughis, I
was hailed from within by the chief, «Arke, Boney!”
Or entering, hic appearcd to bo conversing, in low, gurgling
sounds, with his lately-married daunghter, who was running
lier hands through thoe shaggy hair of her young hope, a3
she talked. Sowecthing was plainly wrong in the young-
stor’s top-knot, and some nn plensant tagk in relation thercta
was as plainly about to be impesed upon mo. “Fhe chief
resulvod iy donbly, by ovdorivg me to eut off n portion
of the shag; 1 ohjected & want of the proper iimplements,
but the mother silenced 1me by producing an old pair of
sciesors, in no condition to ent anything. Caling for a
file, the rusty cdgey were brought into a tolovablo sinte,
aud 1 approached the tasle. Such a sight! TIf tho dair
now would huve oheyed a mesweric pass, without the need
of manuval contact,—if the job could be performed with
clomod oyes, and insensiblo nostrily, and absent niind !
Faugh! L hurried through the penwnes, hiding disgust,
and assuning the appearance of good will, and made good
my cscape mbe the fresh air.  And s0 I mapst turn burher,
and, in all likelihood, have the dirty heads of half the
tribo put under my nose ! What would eome next ?

Our next move took ws across the river Grallegos, in
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ghoal wator, bavely up to the haygey knees, 'The eurrent
was rapid, and musses of flonting jco wepo swopt nlong with
Jib. When half way nevoss, my lhorse took fright, reared,
apd, in attempting a sudden turn, Preeipitated me into tho
water, and fell heavily uwpon me, 7', ducking aud the
bruise together were severe, and, among other disasters, the
erystal of my watch was broken by the shock. This I
had kopt carefully socreted, s n Juss resort, 1o amuse tho
suvagos wlhon other expedients should fuil, — when memory
and invention could yield no more tales, when promnises
ghould have beeome threadbare with repetition, and when
protensions of greatness «t home should have lost their
power by the every-day disclosure of present weakness and
Lumiliation.

We — that is to eny, myself and  the old borse -~ kicked
and floundered a while in the ecold water,-till at last the
pronture sucocedoed in rising, und, I followed his examplo.
Wo waded ashore, dripping, amidst tho uproarious luughter
of the whole troop.  Once more mounted on my Rodnante,

“wo resumed our ling of warch., The chill from my cold
Dath so benumbed me that T had to dismount and Jead the
horse, to recover, by brisk walking, some portion of animal
warmth, Our eourse was down the xiver towards the At-
Jontie. Being unsuceessful in the chase, we pitehed our
tonts ot might, suppericss, und without jrospect of break-
fusLipg the next moru'mg_ A small fire was Iiglltcd, which
I hugged as closely as possible, to thaw my stiffened
limbe; nud thon, cold, wei and hungry, fagged toextrenity,
cast myscll on the growd, to reposc as Tmight. The next

worhlg wies ey, E edoead gy B the afteruoeen, aad
tho Indians sallied out tv find sowe food. My only rofresl
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ment before their return was a little grease, which one of
tho squuws scooped out of an ostrich-gkin with her dirty
thumb and finger. It was SO black that its pedigree —
whether guanaco, ostrich or skcunk, or & compound gathered
at random from beast and bird — wos a problem defying
solution; but famine is not faustidious, and I swallowed
greedily what, a few months before, I should hardly have
thought fit to greass shoes with. Tho mon camo back with
& few ostrichcy and skuuky. L'hie chiet received as his por-
tion one of the quadrupeds. Theo associutions comneetod
with its nawme, as related Lo one sense, were not adapted to
prepassess the others in its favor; bubt I made shift to do
justice rather tu the Tndian Lhan to my habitual tastes.
During the three days we vemained here, the long-con-
canlod watch was bronght to dight. Tho filth of the na-
tives, the condition in whiclh their hals apd their persons
were always sullered to renrain, tho swarmy of vermin they
housed, had imposed upon me oxtruordinary eare Lo prevent
the natural results upon my own person; bué no amount of
preeaution was suflicient to awvort them. The reader will
excuse me from speaking more partieularly en this head,
Inough to suy that L found myself intolerably lormented.
The chicf ordered an examination of the case, and sent for
an Indian to deal with it according to their art, While
divesting myscll ol my garmetty, one by one, for this pur-
pose, the old fellow cuught sight of the hidden treasure. T
know that it wug wseless to attempt auy Jouger to retain it,
and honded it over. lle was vastly pleased with it. I
wonnd it up, wud pub it to laig car,  ITo was as dolighted ut
the wnoxpoobed soned ns o ohild with it Gt reblle, I
explainod it8 wse in keeping the hours of tle day, hut he

carcd for nothing but the ticking. Tho breaking of the
orystal was explained, and he was informed that another
should be procured as soom gy we reached * Holland,” —
another inducemunt, T hoped, to spoed our pussage theve.

The inspection disclosod g state of the cuticle which
would ho thought dreandful in u civilized land. The chief,
however, looked as calin an besoemed 1 surgical examiner,
and in » good-unturod gultural exchanged o lew words with
hig asgistant, whe placed himself by my side, and fixing his
eyed steadily upen me, begun swinging lis hands and howl-
ing like a wild beast. ‘I'he comparison was not far out of-
tho weyy for ho gave o suclidon apring, Metonsl his teeth on
wy neck, and commenced sucking the lood, growling all
the while like o tiger ! Tor o moment I thought my hour
had come. " I weaned the rascal as soon as possible, not
knowing what his faste for blood might come to, if too freely
indulged. Tt seemed Jike a refincment npon cumibalism,
but was, In fuct, us I soon  ascertuined, the l'cgul:u' Lreat-
mend made and provided by Palagowian science Jor the
roliof of sovere cutuncous s tions.

Tha chicf, all this while, recurred with undiminished
pleasure o the ticking of his rrew toy. When his curiosity
had at length-abated, he reburned it to me, T wrapped it
earefully in o rag, and enveloped 1 afterwards in o young
colt’s skin provided for its weception, when, by direction
of its present august proprietor, it was sugpended among
other valuables fror one of the stakes of 1he hut, near the
gpob where hig highness customartly reposed. It was not,
however, allowed long to remain quict. T was ordered to
sakeit down and hold it to the cars of all the visitors to the
ledge, Torty times o day it had t¢ come down for thiy
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purpose, i1l T got so iired of my showman’s duty that 1
wished tlie wateh in the bottom of the sea. The Indians,
as they listened toits vibrations, would stand in every atti-
tude of silent amazement, their ©yes dilated, their counte-
nances lighted up in every feature with delighted wonder,
and then break out in a roar of hoarse langhter, the tone of
which strangely contragted with the infuntilo simplicity of
shoir demennor.  Tho business was droadfully annoying,
and yeb it wag plain ilat a new and almost unbounded
power affecting my dostiny wass liidden in that little machine.
It hud captivated the chicf, and struck anawe over the
tvibo like the roil of an onchantor,  YWhother il badad good
or ¢vil, was another question.

Qur next wove took us in & westnorth-west diveclion,
and in our- progress we not only sceured abundunt game
of the ordinary varietics, but encountered. and killed a
young lion,—to use the popular term,—tho first living
specimen I had seen in the country. [had seen their sking
in possession of the Indinns, and heard stories of their
chage, This was o youthful creature, shout the sizo of »
well-grown ealf of six weeks. T ywas riding side by side
with the chicf across a picce of low bushy land, when the
dogs gave token that they scemted something uncommon.
We helied, and the chiel eried out to the dogs, * Chew!
Chew!"” They wero off in n jiffey, rushing lither and
thither through ihe bushes, Larking furiously, and- soon
drove the beast from bis eovert, Othor Indians, a little dis-
tance off, agecrtaining what was in the wind, made after tho
game with a reinforcement of dogs, The chase began in
good earnest.  Horses, riders and dogs, from all points of
the compass, were scampering to the gcene of action, hala

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loojng, barking, howling, cnough to frighten any unsophis-
tiented lion out of his sonses.  Some were ruuning full tilt,
to cut off his retreat; while {heo hunters, barcheaded, lean-
ing forward in thoir saddles and urging tlicir horses to their
utmast speed, whirled the bolas about their heads and lob
fly with a vengennee, with no other effect than to avrest tho
furions snimal, and cuuse him to turn in desporation on
the doge, snd drive then haale yulping with pain,  Others
of the pack, watohing thoir apportunily, would spring upon
his back and fasten their tecth in lis flesh. e brushed
themn oft with & single strokoe of his paw, as if they had been
flics, and was agein in motion, Lulting oceasionally to givd
fight to his nearest assailawt.  Now and then the bolas is
hueled ot him, bat hin Hilio Towha, ibongh somotimed en-
tanglod, aro not fettered by it, and his prowess is hardly
diminished, Thoe Indiwns proess avound him; the battle
waxes fiercer ; hig whole strength is tuxed, * Chew ! Chew ! ”
‘roar the savages; the flagoing dogs return fresh to the
ohuluught, wnd, aller n hard aaud wnegunl contest, e suinnl
is fuirly ovorborne by nmmboers, and desputehed by tho
blows of the Indiaus. 1 had keptin the vieinity, but yei
at a respectful distance, and now xode up to view the slain,
amidst the howlings of the wounded dogs and the boisterous
longhtor of the hunters. It was a beautiful unimal, with
goft, sleck, silvery fur, tipped with black; the head having
o gonernl regemblunce to that of a cab, the eye large and
full, and sparkling with ferocity.

After the Indians had eyed their gano sufficiently, and
talked rud laughod and grunted their sitisfotion, sud con-
graiulutod thomsolves genornlly on their victory, und wov-
orally on the parl esoh hud takon, the body wus driven off



on the back of a horse, and the hunters again spread them-
sclves over the country. Same ostriches were soon started

up. The chicf drew out his bolas, put spurs to his horse,
and durted away. His mantle fell from hig shoulders; his
long, straight black hair, so coarse that each particular hair
stood indepondently on end, streumed in the wind; his hid-
cously puinted fice and Lody loomed up with grotesque
wtntolinesy, null thy dendly mizsile whirled feantically ovor
his head,  The whizding weapon 13 suddenly harled ut hiy
vietim, the chief still sitting erect in lis saddle to wateh ity
effect. 1lis horse suddenly stops, — he digmounts nimbly,
scizes the entangled bivd by the throat, and swings it vio-
lently around till-its neck is hroken. As I rode up he
l]ul;u.uii.m] the greal bird onmy hu|‘Ht3,';'tx|||0|ll|tct1.uml rushod
in pursuit of another. Thut was killed und also placed in
my keeping muking mo o kind of slore-ship. . Oibors pur-
gie the guanaco with equal success, 1] they are satisfied
with their booty., We ride up te a convenient thicket, a
fire is lightud, & portion of Lthio prey is cookod and ocaben,
the remnnnts of the feast and the residuo of the gamoe nre
duly packed up, wed the wholo troop s uader march for Lhe

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CILAPTER VI.

Tho olfof's oratary — A ewo of sicknoss novally breated — The ceplivo
commisgionod a3 physicing bo the chiel ~~Di, Bowrne's Grst and last

Tuw chiof occasionally wade o speoch to his subjocts from
the door of his lodge, wherein he invariably inculeated the
duty of hunting indnstriously to procnre meat, and a due
gapply of grease, for their fimilies, lle mever had an
puditor in sight, for his faithiul Jiegea considered tho
gpoech from the throno a docided bore, and, if one happened
to bo passing, ho was sure lo dodge ho tho nearest hub
till the infliction was over; but the leathern lungy of the
orator could not fail to make him audible in many of the
wigwama, In longth hig performances more rescwbled the
oflicinl addresses of our republtican rulers than those of his
royel cousing of Burope, seldom filling short of o full
hour, In style, they came ncarer the proclamations of a
crier, Tlo would proceed in o monotonous rumble ta the
ond of n seutenceo, and then dofy contradiction by repeating
_Bovoral bimes, ¢ Uowole! vomolo! comwle!” alier which Lo
paused, as for e reply. No one having tho audacity to
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tako up hi» challenge, he would go on c¢resking the sume
things with tediows itcration. After listening very pa-
tiently to one of his Larangues, I inwardly applauded the
taste of hig subjects in gotting as far as possible ont of tho
reach of his voice.

One forenoon, as 1 was beginning to fecl impatient to
move, — for every movement scemed to fan tho flickering
Lhope that we would soon reach a place affording some
aveune of escipe, and this vestlessness ulways made camp-
life doubly dismal, -— the chief informed me that we should
decamp that day. Preparations had commenced, when one
of his duughters came jn with a child crying ot a tem-
pestuons yate.  The version which she gave of liin com-
plaints avrested the marching orders, A messenger wag
forthwith despatched for onc skilled in the healing art.
The physician soon arrived, armed with two small packages
roled up in picces of skin, aboul a Sbot long and three or
four inches in dizmeter, which I_ ook to be his medicine-
chest.  Ilo walked gravely in, laid down tho packages, and
repuatted beside the mother, who held the Jittle patient in
ler armg.  Whatevor his ailment wight hiave hoen, his
Jungs could not have Leeun impaired, for he was ronring like
2 young buflalo. Not a word was gpoken for some time,
the doctor nll the while looking him very steadily in the
eye, Then came w sudden calm, importing that tho liftle
fellow expericnced some relief, or, more probably, that he
was exhausted.  The doctor ordered an application, —not
of hot watcr, according to tho prescription of Sangrado,
but of & mortar made of clay. The clay was brought, the
anxious mother workal it ovor with hior byo hands, spilting
upon it to gve it the requisite moisture, and having re-

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dneed it to tho consislency of thick paint, bedaubed the
little fellow from head {o foot, giving him o decidedly
original appenrance. e evidently took umbrage at ihis
unction, and discoursed in his shrillest tones till he was
fairly out of breath. The medicine-chests were opened,
put, instead of medicinal herbs, disclosed only a bunch of
ostrich's sinews and a rattle cight ov ten inches long. The
phiysivien sonmmoneod fingoving thoe strings, nud wailoving
almost inuudibly,  This Lsted fout or five minates, at the
pxplenbion of which be seized hiy rattle, ansd elatlierad nway
furiously for a minute or two, and reswmed bis place by his
patient, eying him intently as before. Ile then turned
with an air of importance to the chief, who had beon
crouching cross-legged on hia eouch, Jeaning forward. with
his arms tightly folded ou his breast, aud watching anx-
fously the progress of the treatment. Phe man ol skill
broko silenco: + I think ho s betterj dow’t you ¥ The
chief nedded, and grunted assent. The sume appeal was
‘made to the mother, nnd received a like vesponse.  Another
plastering wus ordored, anothor Inest of melody followed
the applicntion, tho mystoriows strings were again fingered,
duly followed by the ratile, The parent and grandpavent
once more assented o the leecl that the child was beiter,
Tho chief took out & picce of tobaceo, mud eut off enomgh
Tor wbout two pipoeluly, whicls was tendored il gratelully
aceopted ns . professional fee. The strings wero ticd up
sud yoplneed in their proper receplneiv, and tho ratide woy
ghaken with hearty good will, whether by way of finale to
tho ouro, or a3 a note of gratitude for the fue, or of triumpl
for suocoss, could nol casily bo guossed. Bab the procs
titioner had scarcely evacuated the Jodge, before his patient
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broke out move vociferously than ever ; which T thought
would somewhib shake the faith of his gunrdiang in the
treatment he had received. But noj their confidence in
their medieal adviser was not to_bo blown away by a
breath, or even a tempest, They evidently regarded him
ag nearly infullible, Iis remedies were obvif;us]y aimed
more atb Lhe imaginations of his spectators than at the body
of iy peticul, but it wis vo concern of l-ll'lll(}. Putients
aong us lave e eudure more disagreeable iLPlJliUuliullﬁl
P wob ey, The noiny hrat hoguine uioty to our gront
relief.  He shortly appeared to be quite well, and con-
tinued Lo thrive for sowe time, as I had opportunity to
wilness.

The tribe went ahead with alaerily, to make up for the
loss of time this sickuess occasioned. We moved off an-
olher duy’s juurucly towwrds nowhere in purticulur, and
seblled there nt night.  Then ensned unother season of camp
lile, foastivg and fasting, gambling and quarrelling, and
venling superfluous wrath in an abundance of “ Caghuran
cushaly’s” Tho chief wag slightly indisposed, and I
amused him with o deseription of tbo sosuner in which our
physicians count the pulss of their patients, Ile listened
with considerable interest, and sat thoughtfully ruminating
on the matier. Tle came to an uncxpcctcd and alarming
sonelusion ; pulling Lhis snd my slory of tho opodeldec to-
gether, he made up his mind that T was o physician myself!
I protested sgningt this inferenoe, fouring that no good
would come of the responsibilitics he was inelined to im-
pose on me.  But the disclaimer was uselesg, — he stuck to
the opinion; and in no long time it wag nnderslood through
#11 tho tribe that I was o distinguished doctor. '
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Now, it came to pass, ab this cribical turn of aflairs, that
o oertain widow, of prefty vipo yenrs for a Patagouian, was
taken suddenly ill.  Iler husband had been murdered muny
yonrs before by ouna of the tribe. Sho wus possessed of
sovornl lLorges, and, in virtue of this wealth, held an aristo-
cratic pasition in society. A messenper brought the tidings
to the chief, who ordeved me forthwith to set ihe watch,
and go with him to ber residence. I again assured him I
knew nothing of sickness or medicing. e told me hoe kuew
botter, and bade me cowe along without delay. There was
no resisting bis wilh and I armed mysclf accordiugly with
the ¢ ticking machine,” and followesd my master on my firsty
professional visit. On approaching the widow's lodge, our
ears werce greoted with a hideous elamor, which womentarily
inorcased 28 wo ncared the spot. A great erowd of In-
diang, of both sexes, surrownded the wigwan, severally and
golleotively mmking the mast villunows woise ever heard,
The crowd was densc, both within and \'.;ithoul-, but gave
way for the chief and the great forcign phystcian fo enter.
Tho flret ordor T guve was to stop their singing, whercat
thera was a silence so Blank that the fall of a pin would
have been audibls, — thal ia, if there had been o flooy fov it
to full npon. With what dignity I could command, I
walked up to my patient. There she lay, erouched on a
bit.-ot' horse's skin, so withered, shrivelled and coutracted,
that it soomed as if o bushel-basket might have covered
her, bed and all. I knelt by her side, drew forth the
watch, grasped her by the wrist, and felt for her pulse.
Bat, to my suvprise, T canld not feel it. ¥ fussed and
fumbled u Jong Limo, and Bunlly wrvived sl the wortilying
conolusion that I war so gnortut’ as nob to kuow the
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position of the artery ! The patient was frightened at so
unprecedented n proceeding ; but I succeeded in quieting
her fears, though not, alas! in counting her pulse. How-
aver, it ocourred {0 e that it was all ono whether I did
or not; £¢, keeping up an imperturbable gravity becoming
my oflice, I continned for some time to look wisely at the
watch, holding her wrist in profound silence. When I
judged that a duc impression had been produced on tho
awe-stricken spectators, I ventored to preservibe, not o clay
plaster, for the patient was dirty enough, in all conscience;
nor yet any compound of drogs, for I had none to ad-
minister; and as to roots and herbs, I durst not inflict
upon her stomach substances of unknown properties; but,
after a little thought, I ordered sonte water heated blood-
warm, and the patient to bo wushed, and thoroughly
serubbed, from head {o foot.  Thig, I thought, mot tho mest
obvious indications of hor case, s I doubt not a whole
college of physicians, vpon a superficial view, would have
unanimonsly agreed, There could not have been a doubt
ug to tlhe novelly of the preseription; the respectablo
relict, it is sufe to say, had never been washed so thor-
oughly from infuncy to that hour. Dinute dircetions
were given for the bath, that the serubbing ghould bo par-
ticularly smart and thorough, She was furthermore put
upon a striet diet, excluding grease and.all such luxuries,
and we slowly retired from tho sick room,

My solemnity was not affected, — far from it. Tromotion
from barber and showman to ihe digrity of physician to
tho chiol, was too dungerons to bo lightly considerod. In
fuct, unxiely drove sloep from my eyes, and I ferveatly
prayed for the recovery of the widow; fcaring, from what
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I know of tho superstitions of tho savages, that in caso of
her death I should be held responsible.  In this particular
casd, ns very soon appeared, 1 misjudged; but of the
gonoral principle L had sturtling confirmation,

The widow was better,— my prescription worked to a
charm, — but her days were shortened. Late one right,
after we had all retired to rest,.a forocious-looking rascal
onie into the ohiof's lodgo; ho wnllered a Jow worls to
the chief, whe arese, and went with him to the front of the
wigwatn,  Thoy convorsed in n low tone severnd winutu,
and separvated, apparvently with mutual satistaction. [
sounded the chief cautiously in refercuce to the matter in -
hand. Calmly, and without rescrve, ax if it were a very’
ordinary transaction, he said that the savages wished to
kill the widow, in order Lo possess themselves of her horses,
which Lhey wanted to eal, X asked o firther guostiony,
being fully satisfied that he commived ap the duvk deed,
whiol was consummated without deluy. Before thix teapto
result, I had leken paing to disubuse the mind of the ¢hief
88 to my suppoged medical gkill, and was able to relieve
myself of the dangerous and burdensome honor,

Strange fiesh was eaten by the Indians about this time;
I way told it was lton-meat, but was not invited to partake
of it. The sume thing was observed several times; at
times, too, when I was positive they had killed uno wild
animals without my knowledygo, or which were not disposed
of openly. The naturs of my suspicions may be easily
conjectured ; yet I made no ingniries, in even the most
onsunl monier, as to theiv digpesitim of their dead, Tt
wan painful to think of the wtrocition, thut were But loo
probably shrouded undor the mystory thoy cast ever theso
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transactiong.  On ono oceasion, however, & young Indian,
who counld speak o few words of Spanish and English, told
me that they had killed and eaten three men, Whether
Lo meant to have me understand this as & gingular case, or
as & common uctien of the tribe, T do not know; I npde
no inquiries of lim. In fact, the statement was volun-
teered by him; and so painful wag the subjeet, that I lefd
Lim abruptly, in tho middle of o sentenco, ‘

" We agnin moved in a north-westerly direction, taking
r goodly quantity of guns on the routo, and soltled in
wretched, marshy spot.  The wind was high, and made the
tents quiver like a ship ina gale; a storm set in, beating
through the roofs, drenching and chilling me through a1l
the night. On the cvening of the second day of our en-
campment here, an incident occurred which fearfully con-
firmed the wisdom of my decision to renounco all title to
medical skill.  As T was scated by the dying embers of a
litile five, surrounded by our motley houschold, and tug-
ging maufully at a bit of half-raw meat, which constituted
my evening wmeal, while a largoe picee was in progess of
cooking over the fire, we were suddenly startled by a cry
of distress, followed by the distinet alarm of yuarder. The
chief dvew back to the rear of his lodge, took down his
enilass, apd ordered me back from the fire, which was at
onee extinguished by two of his squaws, while the other
two ran to the door, and set up o loud, Jumentable wailing,
All the women throughout the eamp were, in like manner,
giving their voicos to the alr, and #making night hideous; »
and not o male Tndiun ventured to show his head for an
howr or mere. Ik way Lo o an bour of fonrful suspouro,
tho agony of which I cannot deseribe. At last 2 maan came

i
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ond told the chief that a doctor had been murdered. ITo
hod visited o woman yprofessionally, aud treated her cuse
with charig and spells, but his preseriptions cffected no
patisfuctory resnlt; and hor husband weni In a rage to his
lutlgu, iund slabbod bim with ropontad Blows, (o ke the
work of death more sure, Tt wag a singular circumstance,
thet men capable of deliberato murder, and whe had so
recently, with the tacit or open suuction of the chicl
strangled a woman for her horses, should have shown so
much alarm at the ery of murder on this cecasion. The
vietim wus mn cnormously fid man, weighing, 1 oshould
judge, nearly four hundred pounds. A horrille sight pre;,
seoted itself the next morning, on going out of our lhut;
the snow around the doctor’s ledge was saturated with hig
blood. I drew back from tho sickening spectacle, uuable
to look upon it with composure. Beyond, their exhibition
of stupid torror in the night, no notice was tuken of the
aot; and whout naon the camp breke up.  Wo travalled
bl night, meeting with no success in tho clune, wad en-
oampod on an exbensivo pluin, near o good spring of
water.

It was an oceasional diversion to watch the children at
their’ gports, of which a favorite one was throwing os-
triches’ feet, with the sinews of the legs attachied, The
toes are cub off, and » pair of the feet are tied together,
with n plaoe of sinow unbout n yard long,  The childran
begin to practise tho sport as soon as they are able to
walk, and will confinuo the amusement all day ; onc boy
throwing them into the air, and others throwing and hit.
ting them ng they fly, therein scrving an apprenticeship
to the grand manly accomplishment of hurling the bolas.

Young Cohannco, the ehicl’s youngest son, nppcured‘to
excel all others; he was looked upon as a remarkably
smart and very active lad; and, though he was six or
eight yours oy, was vot yob wonnod ! All the tribo fondled
uud curessed him; hie would practiso with tho boys, olten
without any covering to lis back, till excited and abnost
exhuusted; then he would run into Lho Jodge, ieko re-
freshment at his mother’s breast, and speedily return to
liis sport.

All this time {folland was not forgotten, but the chief
and hig lieges were continually reminded of the urgent
reasong for taking nee there without delay; the presents
which could only he obtained there, the fearful conse-
quences of suffering me to come to harm, the great ships
with the big guns, &e. &e., that would essuredly avenge
me upon the whole tribe, — with what effcet, boyond allay-
ing present irvitations and discontents that threatencd me, -
il wus hpossiblo Lo delernine,

A novel sample of farriery offered itsell to my obgery-
ation ono day, while huntlng with the chief; my old
Lorse, on a sudden, began to hobble, and very nearly gave
out, I watched him some time, and jolted on, suffering
somewhat from lis uneven mc;vcment-s, but could not dis-
cern the oceasion of the difieulty. On dismouniing and
examiuing bis foet, nothing serious was percoptiblo, except
thal iho hooly wors worsoe for wear, and broomed up a
little. I remounted, and gave the poor creature a smart
dvubbing, to overtake his owner, if possible, and consult
him on the case, which was one wherein I wag content to
defer to his wiser judgment. Sufficient steam was raised
to bring us abreast of the chief, who, on hearing what wag:

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the watter, put spurs to his herse, and told me to coma on
= “Baeno caballo, s¢ eampo, campo.” I tried to comply,
but it wasg hard starting the beast, though I nsed up consid-
oruble woud 1o 1hat ond. Tho ehivl heving god e o
advance, and finding me desperately in arvears, hove to,
and waited for me, I toiled o, and suceeeded in working
8 passage-to his position. Io dismounted, inspected the
horse’s feet, and, directing me to wait his return, vode off.
-Ho soon redppeared wilh a picee of guanaco-skin, which he
tied securely about the hoof of the lame foot, T exprossed
gome surpriso akb this method of shocing horsce ; but he said,
“ Buenos zapatos,”— good shaes,— und the event confirmed/
hig words. The lumenessnearly disappeared, and we jogged
pn together without any further trouble,

While at this camping-ground, the chicf enc morning
prose ig & towering passion &t some wonds lot full by one
of his wivos, und oxhibited pnother swuple ol the rigor of
matrimonial discipling, very similar {o that which greed
the nuptinld of his daughlor. ITe gave her  tremendous
hesting, which seemed coough to kill her outright ; hat she
teok it very ealmly, as » sort of necessary evil incidont Lo
the married state. : '

~ Onee more on the move, the squaws tuking charge of the
fyrniture and baggnge, including the pappooses, and the
wien viding i vdvance ny wiual, o vhinse supplies for the
Javdor.  (lamo was seurce; wo got u couplo of estriches and
8 skunk, <~or o vouplo of skunks sud un ostrich, I forget
which, nnd it makoes loss differonce to (ha reader thun ut the
tima 1t did to me. 'We cookod and lunelied gn the ground,
gnd turnod our fuces homeward with the seanty rewainder,
The yomen were busy evceting tho wigwams. The ground
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wns frozen, and a large iron bolt, doubtless from some
wreck, served as a crowhar to dig holes for the stakes. The
encuiupment was on a hill-side, near a low swamp, which
Gavntsbd abimdunoe of waloe, sonell o it wos,

Wo had scarcely scitled down, and I was dreading the
stuguant monotony of camp life, when dulness was dis-
pelled in & most wnwelecome manner, Knois of Tudiong
could he seen in murmuring conversation, whose glances
betrayed the bent of their passions.  They were again got-
ting impatient of my life, and carcsses and flattery woere of
no avail to stem the rising tide. On the cevening of the
third day, I was summoned out of the Jodge by the chief, and
followed him in silence, with o trembling presentiment of
evil. e led me to a spot where twenty or thirty leading
spirits in the tribe sat ranged ina cirele, — ihe fatal ring
was once more set to ensnuve me! QOnce I had cseaped.
Was it possible to cflect a second escape?  Everything
seid no.  The chianecey scomod a hundrod to ono against it,
What had I left unsaid, to tempt thoir cupidity, to excite
alarm, to make them value my safcty or dread the cffects
of harming me? I could think of nothing, and the dismal
prospect benumbed every faculiy of my soul. DBut, as I
entered the ominous civele, un acceess of fresh strength, the
courage of desperation, enabled me to bear up with encrgy
agninst porploxily mud four; to roselve that I would meat
them with a gteadfnst eye and an inflexible mind, —a force
which, though springing out of weaknoss, should prove
stronger than their utmost melice,

ITaving seated myself near the chicf, the congultation
began and proceeded much aa befove, but with increased
vehemoneo, Their demonstrations wero alarming, bui, to

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my joy, tho vhief took the same view ag in the former conn-
cil. Would he be able to restvain their savage tempers ?
Hia power was great, bub tiere was a It to its cllect, and
Ifeared. Tn uy twrn T sought to enforee hiv views, hy
arvaying all the motives nvention could produce, wwd sy
ublo to porceive Wt thuy had seme weight,  Again Lho
maetier wag canvassed around the xing, There way o hesi-
tation, ns if they felt suspicious and unsabislied. Then they
began'to crogs-examine me; my promiscs were not explicit
onough,  What did 1 menn to give thom?  The unswor
did net content them; they wanted more. DBMore or less
mede. no difference to me, and I gave them assurance of all-
the good things they craved, when we should arrive at Hol-
lund.  Awother talk followed, and brought them to a pretiy
unanimous sonclusion, that they would gob the presents first,
and decide my fate qfterwards ; — o “ gucese-your-orange-
gnd-throw-li-niwwny 2 policy, in which theso raseals secmed
to Lo romarkablo ndopts.

Tho natives had uo idon thut §eounld wndorstand thofe
talk, and I was not at all coger o display my acquisitions.
In fact, though unable to speak their jurgon, my car had
become pretty well trained to interpret it, while my seraps
of helf Spanish cnabled me, without suspicion, to hear,
mark and digesb, much of their conversation, This was, in
part, acquired in teaching somre of -them, the youth espee-
inlly, to speak English and to count, ——a pursuit in which
I ongrgod partly far their benefit, and partly for my awn,
Besides eidiug me in learning their language, it tended, so
far ag'it divorted their aitention, Lo keep mischicf out of
their hicads, after the manner in which constant employment
maintaing order in a ship’s erew, It added to my knewle
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odgo of their character and ways of thinking, so that, in
dangerous emergencies, I was able to deteet the first symp-
toms of evil. DMore than once it enabled me to elude or to
nip in the bud dungerous conspiracies, which, if they had
gono lurther, might bave proved filal Lo me.  Circumepec-
tion made self-possession more easy, I will confess —
though the narrative may huve made confession needloss—
that T an naturally thnid, and inclined to the better part of
valor. Yet somchow — God helping e —1I carly learned
to hido my constitutional timidity under a show of fearless-
ness, even in cirenmstances of great povil. Moro than ence,
when o savage drew his knife at me, have I locked him in
the eye and disarmed him by o Jaugh; perhups laying hold
of the instrument of deuth, trying its cdgo and praising its
qualities, till its owner was shamed into quiet. One picce
of English that tickled the chicf was the title of « 01d Boy,”
with which (lrom n convialion of ity appropristonoss) T
carly henored him, and which hoappeared to relish as much
a8 if £ lud cullod him # Hiy Mejesty,”

The council, to my gréat relief, at length broke up, and I
returned to my wretched shelter, Fhe chief pbintcd to my
bed, and bade e Jie down. I complied, not to sleep, but
{o adore the Providence that had twice rescued me as from
the very jaws of death, to reficet on the past and to specu
latc on the future. The excitement of the evening kqpt
me wakeful, and the night wore away and the morning
dawned, without sleep for a moment visiting my eyes..

A pew Yorbure — Bloody gossip — An explosion nearly fatal — Plea of in-

I'ronr this point we moved again in a north-westerly di-
rection, finding game more plenty, and among other animals
caplured a species of fox, the first T had seen in the country.
Tho cumpingagrduml solectod wny 1 waslo moro desolute

Jhan hud yot greoted my sight, even in Patagonia, —a
low mareh, surrounded by sand-hilly destitute of even the
semblince or vestigo of vogoetation, pant ar presenl. Tha
horses wote lob luose Lo solve tho problem of oxistenco ws
they could, while my landladics, with their canine assist-
ents, sorved up noskunk and bwo ostrich-legy for suppor,
I thought myself fortuwnnte at getting so ample a meal, hav-

_ing been on short allowance the preceding day. ‘

Iero o new torturc was inflicted.  Thore had been abun-
denco of volublo hatred egainst wme, as I had too good
ronson (o know, buk i1 owas avonnd and behind mo,  Now,
presuming, doubtloss, on my ignerance of their languago,
they canxe (o ubler their blovdthirsty thoughts in my
nresence. At night, befro retiring, the women began to
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balk against me, as usual; whick never gave mc mueh un-
casinomd, female opiuton nob havisg much foree, T suspected,
i affuirs of state. Two of them lad always appeared to
bear me a4 mortal grodge, for what cause I could not cou-
jecture, nnless they thought I teok up too much of his
highness! thwe, or oxerted too nmeh influence over him,
But, on the present oceasion, tho confercnue wag enlarged
by tho entrunce ol two or three visitory, whoso only orrand
seemed to be to give the chiel grainitous advico touching
the disposal of my person. Though perfectly comprchend-
ing tho drifs of their remarks, 1 Jooked as stupid as possible,
and bent wysclf to carcss and flatler the old fellow with
more that conitnon servility ;— palting bis breast, telling
him what a big, good heart it contained, calling bim wy
compadre, and myself his child, his piconine, hiy muciacho.
S0 deep was iy shagomens ! To talk of the geodness of o
licart bending with cruclty and black with erimn!  To call
that black, greasy, depraved monster' my father, and my-
sell’ his dutilul and aflectionate son ! It is hamiliating to
Bpeak of this ; — whal, Igb the reader imegine, must it huyveo
Leen to feel it! 'Tho bruised reed wag well-nigh broken,
The courage that sustained mo in sharp trinls was fritiered
swny piceomeal by inccssant irvitation, Ilops, that kopt
moe from fainting in tho futal ring, vanished with the ocea-
sion that invoked it, and a bittcr, consuming . despair
hovered over me. Then came dark and distracting thoughts
of home, now more distant than over, to stub my hears,
elvondy fuint aud bleeding.  Again wag glecp driven from
me, bub the night passed, und the blessed light of day stole
upon me, as with a benediction from heaven,

1 aroso and rushed into the open air o warm mysclf by
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excreise, and when tho firo was lighicd comforted myself
by its kindly heat, and recovered a measure of buoyancy.
Bat the day wes wearily speat, and night brought the mer-
cilezs gassips once wmre into the lodge, The twa squaws
lod off with wordy of tho most fiendisl hude, nrging thul I
ghould be summarily despatched, and gloating over an-
ticipated vengeance. Tempestuous thoughts aud slecplesy
hours had weakened me in hody and mind, The fall of
pucoessive drops of wuler will madden tho stoutest brain,
and the drop tao much had now lighted on oy head, 1
was frenzied ; strong pussions, hitherto held in check, aver-
mastored me. I roge, threw my cap violently on the
ground, atainpetl, goashed my teeth, and cursed withodt
restraint. I ehook my fists at them, defied their malice,
and raved for several minutes, reckless of eousequences.
What was lifo to mo? Thoy wore killing me by inches.
Lot them do their worst, no matter how scon, The chief
was ot flest startled nb such un oxplosion, and wat looking
fixedly upen me, with 2 durk and clouded brow. It wus
fortunate that my rago wus too impotuous o be coniatned
within the bounds of my Indian-Spanish vocabulary, but
breathed itself in good strong Saxon, so that speech could
not betray me. For no sooner had the internmal pressure
been mensurably relicved, than a sudden consciousness of
error — futol error—emote mo with u new dread, What
had T done? Where wore my wits, that I should thus toss
awoy life to gratify impotent anger ?  If my chence of life
wap worth little to myself, was it worth nothing to others,
thet I should so trifie with it? With returning sanity of
fooling oumo alse n hint of tho way to repaic my wrong.
Without walting for any questions or wordy explanations,
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T Jooked pi sously at the chicl, pointed to my head, and
assurcd hin: it wag disordered. I could mot help wmy
actions, I was sorry to make such an exhibition of mysel,
hut it was all wy poor Jicad ; and holding on to the poor
Jiead with one buud, I beat it veproachlully with the oilhcr,
at tho gume time giving vent to somo uncarthly noises
by way of corvvboration. The old fellow locked ruihey
dubloeusly at this change of scene, and asked if' it was ab
thom I shook wy fists 2— At them?  No, no! they did not
understand me. My heart was good, like his, but it was
all my head, iy poor naughty caleza. Ancther thunp on
my oranium, and a second edition of the howl, proved suffi-
cient.  The plea of insanisy was admitted ; he expressed
himself satisfied, and explained the incident to the amazed
speetators, T deew a long breath with a rcturlning sonse
ol seeurity, senrcely crediting the suceesg of the artifice,
and almost doubting whether the whole scene were not a
dremm.  Real or unrenl, it was ovor, and things were ap-
parently on their former fooling.  Oauly my fominino focs
would not be convinced, and added this erowning indig-
eretion te the list of my offeners,

We moved the next day in o northerly direction, and
struck thetiver Santa Cruz, encamping about hin oighth of
a mile from its marshy banks, which, at this point, were
bent in o broad, horse-shoe eurve. Wo were surrounded,
except on the river side, by high abrupt sand-hanks, sovered
in part by underbrush of a stunted growth.. The river was
narrow, but deep and rapid. The Indians gaid it was the
Santa Cu:z, and that it led direetly to ¢ Ilolland ;™ but
thoir Jiod ahout bl some Dol Jand lad long sineo de-
giroyed all fuith in their words, That ik wug the Sanis
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Cruz wos p.obuble, for I knew of no other river in these
parts j—we bad passed Corey Iulet und the Gallegos.
The yest of the story I could ouly 27y 1o credit. I tried to
urge them on, but they were not to be hurried, Soeme of
thom grumbled that I had no intention of giving them
anything, but wncant to slip from themn the first opportunity.
Ne wondor thoy thought se; they certainly had nob laid
me under very great oblipations of pratitude. What on
carth they wanted of me, unless to fat and cat e, was
pust conjoctura ; -and iny fure had not been of o nature to
induce corpulence, so that this snpposition was not trust-
worthy. They seid they wanted mo to holp sical hors‘cs.
They were bound for the Rio Negro, where they mcant to
steal seven hundred horses, of which number I was to get
two. Certainly, I told them, it would De just the thing;
and that wus o woal oxoollont rowgon lur golnyg Lo« lol-
land.”  Thoy would find mo a rare thiof; but, howover it
might be with thew, I could not steal without a good stock
of rum and tobacco. Was 1 insincere in all this? The
reader may sutile or may frown, bnt it wan iny pwrpose, if
1 fuijod to esenpo by way of # Holland,” to humor thom to
the top of their bent; to ride, hunt, and even steel myy way
into their confidence ; ~—any way to insure present safety,
and keap an eye open for future opportunitics.

Fhraa or four duys wore passed in susponso, which was
at Just terminated by teking ouv ling of march down tho
river. Wo lalted at noon, at a poini wheve the bunks
sloped gontly lo e waler's edge, on either side of the
deep and murrow channcl.  Active preparations were laro
uolnpdnowd e oetisadug. Pard of tho horses wore delven
sorosg Lhe river, whilst & portion of the tribe were occupied
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in building hoats to (erry theoir families and goods across.
Their boats are coustructed after a simple Gishion, A
guantity of bushes ure cut and dragged down to the margin
of the water. They take four tent-stakes, and lay them so
as to enclosc an arca cight feet square, lashipg them firmly
together at the four corners.  Tour Indiaus then raise the
stakes from the ground, while others place the skin cover-
ing of the tent over the frame, allowing it to sag down
three or four feet. The edges of the skin are brought dver
the stakes, and fastened on the ingide. The bushes, madg
ready for the purpose, arc placed within, tops downward,
round the entire cireumferenco, and sceured to the stakes,
1ill the bont is completely timbered up. The bushes keep
ihe skin distended, and give to the vessel an oval shape, 8o
that, thongh square nt the top, it bears & striking resem-
blanes Lo o lurge dron pat,  1iy Jength and its browdih of
beam are of course equal.  When completod, it is firmly
Tashed from atcn to sternpost, und from side to side, with n
Iaviat, or green hide rope, forty feet long, to keep it from
spreading or racking. I had no hand in modolling this
witch of tho wave, but, like an apprecatice, did ng I was
ordered i forwnrding the struoture, and, whep ﬁothing else
was required, “held on to tho slack.” It was ot Inst com-
pleted, liko the temple of Solowmon, without the sound of
axu or hunmor; noither bolty, tremuils nor vaulking-iren,
woro roquired.  YWe earried the bargo down, and Inunohed
Yer in the stream, Two paddics wors made by lashing two
bladchones of the guanace to sticks. Squaws, pappooses
and haggago, wora stowod wway, till tho boat was ladon to
tho watoe'w udge, 1 owes dlvected to tako pussnge wille tho
family and houschold effecls of tho chicf, and seated myself
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jn the conire of ihe closely-packiul eralt. One endol a
Toring was fustened to he Bond, and the ether tied o the
tail of a horse. A suvage mounted, with ene roin attached
to the wooden bit on the np-sivcam side. 'T'wo others took
the oars, onc on cach side, and 2 squaw was stationed on
the top-gallunt forecastle for the purpess of singing, ta
ingure good luck. All is ready. The old horse wades till
the depth of water compels him fo swim, and tho boat is
“pushed off. The rider floats on the horse’s back, kicking.
the wator with his feet, holding the rcin in oue band, and
grasping the mane with the other. * Chew! chew!” he
shouts, at the top of his voice. The black swan in llhe
forecastle opens her capacious mouth and sings, « Yek.yah,
yourl miti { yek yah, youri miti!” The two oarsmen dig
awny with might end main, whilo the younger fry~swell the
ahovus witl a @ Yahl yali] yuhi 1" Whe honl fringy sowe
hoavy lurchos to the windward, then yawe off (o leawnrd ;
all owlug ta thoso lubburly onvswen not meeting her with
the helm in senson. AL length, after innumcerable shiftings,
wo reached the opposite shore, and waded up on dry land.
Several boats were constructed after the same uniquo
mode}, and succoeded in crossing safely, Some of tho
horses, béihg better adapted to towing, were swam back to
‘repeat the process, and our craft returned for a second
froight. I watohed ihe- procoedings from the bank with
tutense interest, speculating on the probable consequences
of an necident to any of the fleet, Such was their super-
stition, that, in the event of any ill befulling them, they
would be quite likely Lo aseribe it to mo, and serve wme
worse than Jonah was treated by - his shipmates. The
swifthess of the current; and the rudeness of their navi-
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gation, made them so liable to mischicef, that it scemed wise
to prepare for ity and 1 at once began ingratialing mysclf
with two of the worst fellows in the whole tribe, by pro-
fessions ol special good will und adwiration for them, and
confideritinl hints that they wounld share more liberally in
the Dbountiex of * Holland” than any of their fellows,
Whilst thus engaged, with cawbious glances across the
viver, to muke sure that all was vight, T perceived that
there wag quite a commotion wamong the people below;
ssomc were springing upon their horses, — others, ready
mounted, were dashing furionsly down the bunk.  On Jock-
ing some distance below, a boat appeared to be in distress;
the Jariat that bound it together had snapped asunder, and
the pressure within, and the strain of the borse without,
had broken the fremt siake; the horse, 1elieved of his
freight, pulled for the shore, and could ncither be coaxed
nor heaten into a return to duty. The horsemen on the
banks dashed mto the stream, and swam for the wreek,
which contained, among other passengers, a young child. -
Ti way alroady filled with wator, uand was partixlly turned
on her side. The surfice of thoe river was. dotted with
dark forms, struggliug with the mad current; one horse-
man after another each grasped a floating bbjcct, and
made for the shore. The craft had drifted neavly half o
mile, and nothing could bo mude out very distinetly, The
squaws, en first perceiving the mischance, watched the
wreek, and sung in a loud and plaintive strain, all the
while casting unfriendly glances at e, and gradually ap
proaching the place where I stood. My apprehensians
woro so e vorfivnwd by this ey eient, sk T (old Jghn
(the name I pave one of my present particulur friends),
. 12
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28 he Joved yum and tobaceo, and expected Lo geb any, not
to leave me.  John suw at o glanee whai way in the wind,
and appreciated both the immediate danger and th, ulti-
mato reward of averting it; namely, the privilege <f heing
gloricusly drunk at my expense, Ile told me to go into
his hut, and pointed me to the furthest corner; iwhere,
I being duly ensconced, he took his station, cutlass in hand,
dircctly in front of me.  Tho singing grew lowder, und the
voices moxo numerous about tho door; the sang was their
‘rogular powwow strain, which invariably pretuded the
killing of o horvao,  Tho Tadisus began to enter tho lodgo,
and looked wnuttcrable things in the direction whereal
wag orouching; the wigwem was soon filled with them, nnd
they were beginning lo orowd towurds me, when old John
apened upon them, and told them they ought to be ashamed
of themsclves, to somp ju there in that wanner; they did
not oven know whab hnd huppened, — they Jdid not know
whothor any lives wore lost. They were threatening on
nocomnt of tho denth of o child, when, lor wught Viey
know, the ehild was nlive; thoy hnd Lotlor wait putionily,
till they know moro about the wmtter, before they made
eny further uproar about it, In this steain he parleyed
with them for somes time, till ihey concluded to retire,
uttoring, as they went, lhe mast horrible sounds, T felt
loss rolicf from theix absones than il John lind not, by im-
plication, fully nsseuted that if the brat was drowned, my
lifa should nnswer for it. Nows soon came ihat the
ohildron were nll safs, but that the boat wius lost.

An ingtant chungs cnsued i the fire appeared to be
quénched. but I feaved it mig!t break out at any moment
afrosh. Kuowing their treachery, I kept n pretty sud-
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picions watch on their movements; the chief soon came
wer e river, liurried, perhays, in his movements by the
aceident, which he had witnessed from the opposite shore.
Aftor conferring with Johy, and giving him some instruc-
tions, and seeing that all was right, he reémbarked for the
other shore, as he made it his spocial business ta sece that
all were passed across in safety. The ferrying coased ag
night came on; the ebief wag likely to be on the opposite
side all night, as there was 2 good day’s work yet to be
done before the whole would be trangported, Ihad over-
loned him giving specinl ordom to keop a good lock-out
on me during the night. I fck, hewever, some uneasiness
in s absence ; ho had boen my most powerful protoctor,
having twice, at least, saved me Irom Imminent death.

I now began to revolve in my mind the possibility of
escape; the thought sugpgested itsell that I might steal
ounc of their boaty, and drife down the stream, I was long
sinco henvtily tired of eaptivity ; my situation, especially
it I wus to bo held o hoestage of Providenco for the safe
forringo of tho tribe, wus dogporate, Iuty on socond
thought, I did not know that this was certainly the Sunta
Crozj if it was, I was furthermore ignorant of our dis-
tance from the sca. I knew of no white settlement on or
near the river; none, I rcmembered, was laid down in
the chart; if such a sottloment existed, I might hope to
.:l'each it in a Joa?, but & voyage in such a craft as one of
theso would bo ag hazardous as that of tho wise men of
Gotlam,  IF there way no such settlennnt, and “iToMand ”
was Patagonian for Utopia, my only chaneo, short of drift-
ing in my leathern sack out to sca, would be to land on
gome islund, in case an island there were; and then what
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should T live on, after landing 2 Derries § had never scen,
exceph once or twice. Bosides, my stolen erafh conld not
ba paddled, — the Tndinns had {oo good cars fov that; [
st follow tho channel passively, through all ity course,
whinh waw terrbly oeoubod, while e rapidity inereased
the risk that the ungainly velicle would bo disabled. - On
tho whole, it wus so doubtlul whother 1 could vench any
partionlar place, or eseupe starvation nfter I got there,
and so certain that fuilure wonld be death, the projeet
goemod o forlorn hape,  DBut then, aguin, it was nol woro
forlorn than my present situation; so my poor mind
vibentod bebweon dopgors, <= tha dingor of remnining whos
I was, — the dangor that I should escape only from the
frying-pon into the fivo. At last, as I et the 11‘)'1115-1}(”1,
aud only feared the fire, I concluded 1o try.

Crawling as noisclessly ns possible {fem my resting-
place, I stolo softly out, and miade for the river. Alack!
in caleulating the chancey, T had 8ot once thought of four-
footed encnies, and thoy wero upon me before T was half-
wuy to tho shore, ~— u halfdozen dogs, barking loud enougl
to wake the whole encampment, I retrcated incontinently
to the lodge, and snccceded in pelting quictly into my
quartera again, not without some inward spasms, [t was
all for tho best, no doubt, but it was not, just hen, casy
to think so, ar passitle to feel so; and, therclove, afler a
littdo timo, I onco more omerged from the lodge, and stole
towards iho river by a differen’ irack, hoping to clude
those infornel dogs; but they, or some others, were on
the alort, and eamo pell-mell upon my vear, barking more
upevnelowsdy thai belftee, T envaed e dugey Hiolr moantura,
sod my own folly, and pavo up the attempt,
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The forrying recommenced the next morning; and bo-
fore n'ght the whole tribe were safely landed, with their
effecty, on the west side of the river, and their wigwams
were 2ll pitched.  We were short of provisions; but this
war i sommon onss, wial T wan nceustonted to L, T gut nn
occasionnl mericl of grease, sufficient to keep starvation
et Day; bub illness, with bud and ingullivient food, had
greatly emacinted we, till T was a spoeclacle but few de-
grees above the living skeleton. DBut hope was still in
the ascendant, and I had no idea of lying down to die till
I wag quite sure my time had come. We continued our
wondorings tho noxt duy in n wosterly direction, slaying
every living ercature that eamo within - yreach, from a
skunk to a guanaco, Thiy was o grent disappointment, ay
I hoped we should go down tho viver, the direotion in
which thoy said « Tlolland ” lay; and the enly direction in
which we were likely to strike a white settlement, if any
oxisted on the Atlantie coust. Dub my remonsirances on
this head were vain; they would go where they pleased,
and T must go with them, Time dragged heavily; hours
geemed days, and days wecks. But impaticence is no
virtue, and submission was imperative.

. The country hereabout was more broken and mountain-
ous than any we had before traversed, with a more abul.
dunt gruwth of bushes, and gome clumps of stunted trees
Lere aund there. As we proccoded, keeping still to the
north-west, game was more plenty. We came to two
ponds, or small lakes, one of not more than four acres in
extent, the olher considerably larger; the latter was
ghallorr, at loask noear the shove, us soing oalelolos puesuod
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by the Indians ran into it, and their pursncrs waded after,
sud suscooded in eapturing thew,

At one time T obsorved n orge sent in the eall of the
chief’s leg; tha mark of & wound that must have been
inflicted a lopg time hefore, ay it was completely healed.
Its depression was so great as to indicate a very severe
cut, unless the old fellow had grown uncommonly fut sinco
ho veceived 3. On inguiring the canse of it, he said Iv
was from » wound inflicted by the Alanagros, w tribo in-
habiting a courtry to the northward, The name he gave
them significs tic blacks; and, from the manncr in which
he spoke of thumn, I inferred they were in some respeots
suporior to the P’utagonians. e said they were armed
with' cutlasses, and very loug knives, —had tobacco, and
plenty of horses; and I conjectured that they might have
hoon w pavty of Spanish Aworicsny o oue, ol ths mixel
racos of Spanish origin,  The fight, he said, arose on ocen-
sion of his btribe being on a horse-stealing expedition ; they
eneamped a short._distunuo off, and ab night he made a
descent on the Alanagroy, killed gome of them, and plun-
dored theiy camp, enrrying off many of their horses. The
plundered tribe raflied, hotly pursued them, and recap-
turod » purt of tho booty; in tho siruggle wounding lim
with a cutla#ﬂ, and, 13 T judged by appearances, cutting to
ile bone. Ilo told the story with great spirit, slashing
vight and loft, snd grunting with extraordinary cmphasis,
ag if to give an impression that good hurd blows were
given und tukou; but L wlloewnrds Jonrnod thab L wus
a cowardly running fight, in which more sweat than hlood
was spilled,

Nothing of importance ocewrred at our encampment near
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the lakes, exeept — what was a very noteworthy fact with
no — such an abundanco of ostrich that I was surlcited
with the delicions fave, unid way compelled by the chief to
take a horse-rein emclic, — o wmore preeise deseription of
which the rzader will have no dilficulty in excusing, Ilad
I not so completely disavowed the medical character, the
chief might probably haveallowed me Lo feel my own pulse,
— [ I could lind it, —and to preseribe for myself; but the
renuneiation o professional honors brought me wnder the
sanitary, as well as the politieal, jurisdiction of Parosilver.
Our line of march was now in a northerly direction, soon
deflecting to the castward, — a movement that revived my
sinking hopes. Thore scemed to he some prospeot of strik-
ing the Atlanie coast, and coming within reach of eivilized
men.  On our way we observed the tracks of some animals
different from wny I had met with.  The chicf said it was
the Zimerer, with which lueid definition I ywas fain tobe con-
tent; and, as no specimeny were visiblo, the inquisitive
naturalist must trust to his imagination for the rest.

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CITAPTER VIII

My hopes wora soan cast down, by & dedided movement
to tho wostward, Tivory stop, I waas vonvineod, longihouod
the dlstanco botween mo und tho spot where my most ear-
nest wishies contred ; for, though I'knew not of any scttle-
ments in this barren region, yot it was pretty certain that
if thero was one it wust bo sought in the line of the Santa
Cruz. Of our latitude and longitude I conld form no deei-
sive judgmont; but by the aid of the sun, of which occa-
gional glimpsos wore canght, it was casy to take noto of vur
Alreotion, niul L nover rollred fo vonk withodl faking tod-
marks, and satislying mynelf ug nonrly as ponsible ax to our
wheronbouts. At night thoro was a renewal of the diseus-
siong which had onco so noarly turned my hrain, and now at
timos camo near vorifying the plea which then saved we
from dosbruotion; but I was enabled 1o keep my feelings in
more equal chook, Disappointed ard carc-worn, I spont the
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night in cormmending mysoll’ to the merey and good provi-
dence of Gad, praying that he would soften the heart of
the savage and open o way of deliverance.

Among olher matlers that oxeibod wmy curiovity, I was
anxioud Lo know whether the Indiang wers export myinnnors,
The only oceasion on which I had seen them attempt it was
at the time of the accident in crossing the river, Then two
of them swam acress, while the others floated on their
horses’ backs, elinging to the wmane, In answer to some
questions dropped on the subject, the chief assured me that
they were all expert swimmers, and could stretch off a long
distance without resting, as they would show me, but that
the coldness of the scason made the experiment too unpleas-
ant.  Others of the tribe told the same story. Tho ques-
tion waa intorosting, for obyious reasons, 1 had thought u
tisne might core when it would be o very praetical one.

Homo now spociniens of hivdy made their wpperrance from
time to Lime.  One was a large black bird, rescmbling the
turkey-buzzard, and subsisting on earrion, Anoilfer resem-
bled the snow-hirds of the north, L had also seen, ncar the
sea-shoro and by the lakes, several apocicy of wator-fowl,—
one not unlike the wild goosd, but the chicf said they wero
not good for food. '

Our course, the next duy, was northward, and the day fol-
fowing turnod onco mere dasidod]y townrds tho cesl, wheronb
my hepos, varying with the compass, began to rovivo,
though their buoyaney was tempered by cxperionco of tho
uncerlainty of Endian movemcents.  Observing » spot cov-
cred with small trees, ovor which a great number of enrrion
birds hovered, we approached and found the careass of u
poor old guanneo, which had most likely paid the dobt of
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untaro without compulsion, nud was stripped of ils flesh by
tho birds. The ehicf broke some of the bones and cagerly
sucked the marrow, and then picked up tho remainder to
udd o the domoestiv stock of grease.

At tho close of tho next duy we brought up at 2 ravine,
and found our camyp by following it a short distance to a
low flat. Proceeding to the eastward all the next day, we
sscended a high eminenco, from ¥hish the ehief pointed ina
south-wosterly dirveetion, and said that * Iollund” Juy there.
I strained my cyes iu the guarter indicated, without, how-
ever, making any discoveries, and with & strong disposition
to think the Old Boy was hoaxing me. At davk we defiled
down a steep declivity, and pitched onr tents on tho Lorder
of an cxtensive warsh vovered with ice. Iere T renewed
wy pegwmonds for spoeding our way to the promised lund,
dilating on the qualities of the promiscd-rum in a style
that would have astonished the advocutes of the Darine
Yiquor law, and tmpaived the confidence of those who had
reasonably regardod me as astrict tewperanee man, Indeed,
the antics aud grimmes with which T enforcel the deseriplion,
and il lustratod tho jovinl effeets ol tho croature, — ihie boasts
of how L would teach them, by its aid, to throw the lusso,
and perform wost astonishing feats of horse-stealing and
riding, ~— might have induced a suspicion that I knew mare
of it than mord observation or fiuvey could foneh, T,
however it wmay wiivet my veader, it produced unmistnkable
conteniment and satisfuction to y Palagonian anditors;
and that was what I abmed at.  They looked and listened
with watering mouths and hoarse langhter, giving token
that the balmy description was appreciated to a most desir-
able degres. So evident was the impression that I spent
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the nexl day ranning about and givisg line upon line le the
niost indluential of the tribe, and suceceded, as I thought, in
uwakening n dogree of cuthusiasm to move towards the
pluce where'all these good things weve to bo got.  In con-
frmation of this, T had tho sutisfuction of being called ot
night to attend a solemn council,

It was a peaceful gathering, — they left their weapons
behind, —but it contemplated only a sort of preliminary
inquiry ; the Patagoniung know how to make their fovms of
procedure as tedious as any of our courts of luw, smpmary
as are many of their dealings. They examined and cross-
examined very strietly, sifting my story with a scverity
which showed that.they were in carnest, and at the same
time a little suspicious. It wag necessary to be on my
gunrd at all points; and if they had been more docile learn-
ora of arithmetic, and able to stick on quostions of nunber
and quantity, it might have been a harder matter tosatisfy
them, DBuat, on the whole, the old story was stuck to with
a dogree of eonsistency that produced the desired effect.
Theiv confidence was perceptibly rfisod, nud, aflor o good
deal of talle, the council adjourued, every oue woro thun
ever disposed to visit « Ilolland.”

While 2t this eweampment, [ observed on the ground
about a dozen large oystereshells, that appeared to have
hoen vocontly openal. "These wero tio lirst aud only shelly
of the kind I gaw in the country. I inquired if they woro
ploenty in that vieinity. They said they were not; none of
the tribe seemed to know wheve they camo from, or anything
abaut them. The chiel said that he and his people did not
relish oysters, but othes Tndians ate them. ITe did not like
fish of any kind; uwo fish had grease enough for them;
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none of kis Indians ate fish. Thiy, and seme similar inei-
dents and conversations, convinced me that there wore other
Indinn tribes in the vicinity. On one occasion I had
noticed some places where u tribe, probably as numerouns as
our own, had encamped. * Thair fires appeared to lave
been very recently extinguished.  Our tribe appeared to
be considerably disturbed at these discoveries, and I
judged that they were the traces of some cuemics. It is
certain that my captors had seen soine desperate fights, of
whiol Hhey hove o naeks au heir pesone, Quo ol them
had & deep sear on his breast, which he said was the mark
of un arrow-shut roevivod (vum the @ Yamaschvner” Indiuns,
a tribe that use the bow and arrow. Ilis description sug-
gested the probability that these were the Terra-del-Fuego
Indians; bui, on mentioning the conjecture at a later period
to a person Lmetnt tha Chilian penal setidement, ho informed
me that thoso islanders inyarinbly shoot poisoned wrrows,
which would not Jeave the vietim much lvisure to deseribo
their effect, Tho scar in question was a deep one, in the
rogion of tho heart; and whils 1 way exantining it, the chicl
remarked that the arrow passed through his body and came
out at his back. On examination, a distinet scar was vis-
ible on his back, o far corresponding in form and direction
with tho one in front, that it sccmed likely to have been
made by the sama weapon.  But how the arrow cauld have
translixed hbn througl tho cheat, withoul wounding the
vital orguna, was wot casily to be conjectured.  The only
explanation I could couceive of was, that the [ellow’s heaxt
was so much harder than any material used for arvow.
heads, that the missile, instead of penctrating thal bnport-
ant organ, had glaneed aside and passed without mortal hurs.
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Enough had been developed to assure me that the tribe gen-
erally had hearts of no ordinary toughncgs, eapable of serv-
ing them for all practical purposes wherein impenetrable
sbuff was in request ; bub the tale of this miraculous escape
gave a new impression of obduracy, and entitled the hero to
bear the palm amony his fellows. 1 pretended to pity him
for his former sufferings, and went so far as to volunteer —
in case I should ever he pexmitted to enter the encmy’s ter-
ritory —'to make aince-meat of some of them, and so to
nvenge his eruel injurios,  This gpontuncous sympethy and

Sorwardness to tako up his quarrol was oxcoedingly grati-
fying to tho sufforor and Lo tho chief, and drow from them a
more particular narrative of the eombat,

They were ont on a horse-stealing expedition, —- the
usnal occasion, it scems, of Patagonian fights, — and made a
swoop upon the eamp of another tribe.  'The objects of this
folonious invasion asscrted titlo to tho horses in thair pos-
session by cortain tangiblo nrgumonts, and induced o mor-
tal combat. And now Old Boy waxced cloquont, and espoc-
jully displayed that prime ingredient, ‘‘action,” . Iis
broad-sword cxercise was really animated, and taught us
“ how fields were won,” - or would have done so, but that,
while hiz right hand was slashing the air with his good
steel, his lelt wowld hold the bridle-rein, and his heels
involuntarily drive the spur; — in short, though' it wad o
Jonvi o which lw did nol Linger in (he nurration ny jorp
Alan in the ect, thore was gome tall running on tho occa-
sion.  So artlessly was the lale told, that while tho hero
“was culling and throsting and grunting, to make due im.
pression ol' the desperate bravery displayed in {the encoun-
ter, his subordinate action clearly.dépicted a ronning and

retreating fight, and convineed me that thoy gob a sound
drubbing for thoir pains. He said he killed onc Indian,
with an air that wonld have done justice to the slaying of
o regiment, Shocking to relate, there were found persons
who slamderously reported to e that Gld Boy’s legs had
the unhappy propensity of Pat O’LFlaherty’s, whose heart
whg as brave ag any man's, bub his cowardly Jegs ran away
with his body; dnd they serupled not to affirm that in
thig same hard-fought battle ho erawled into the bushes,
and there secroled Limself’ till the ecessation of hostilities
cnabled him to rejoin his tribe.

Tho voador has doubtless noticed that * tho tribe " hay
been all along anonymeous, The explanation comes rather
late, but, in point of fact, I never could leavn that they
had any distinctive nume; they nover unsed nny, Indced
proper names wero very geldom heard. Mven in conversa-
tion concerning exeh other, they managed to avoid « naming
namos ¥ ns ebriotly as o many honornblo sonntors, though
for no reason that I could discover. By signs and zos-
tavos, and other hintw, thoy indieated the porsonnl subjoot
of remark, aml scemed to suffer no inconvanience fram
what would ho folb wiiong wi au s sovious wonl,

While out hunting onio day with tho chief), we uscended a
‘slight eminence, commanding & view of an extensive plain,
The chief suddenly stopped his horse; and locked steadily
forward, I bont my oyes in the snme direction, and saw
two or throo woeuuled Todivuy woying Lowards o consuan
point. There was nothing unusual to be seen, but Old
Boy wscomed tc.discover something. T inquived what it
was. Ho answered by pointing ; and, on o socond view, I
observed & horse Joose, which T teok to he {hat of some
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Indian temporarily dismounted, But the chief said they
were about to cateh a wild horse, and forthwith dashed off
at a furious rate, bidding me follow. We were rapidly
neaving the spot, when the two in advance of us put their
horses at top speed towards the lonc horse that was stand-
ing boside o clump of bushes, Tt suddenly ran before its
pursucrs, followed by two colts from tho thicket. Tho
colts appeared to be one or two years old, and wore doubt-
less following their dam. < One Indian singled out the
mare, and another the larger colt. The little one did not
lag behind, The chief and myself followed at a pace which
would have made a single misstep futal to our necks; bub
fortunately our horses proved sure-footed. On we dashed,
helter-gkelter, in a dircction to head off the pursuers, and
to place oursclves nearcst to the affrighted animale. The
mare yet holds the lead, and fairly tears up the soil with
her flashing hoofs.  An Indian, in close pursuit, presently
swings hig lariat nbout his head; but she makes a curve in
her courso, and springs beyond the reach of his aim. Iler
purduer once more gains on her ; pgain the lariat swings
through the air,— e lets go, — the noogo cs::tches her peck,
— thoe hunter'’s horse turns suddenly of, and the repe,
securely attached lo the saddle, brings the poor oesptive
headlong to the ground. The trained horse keeps n strain
on the noose sufficient to prevent her from rising, whilo the
hunter dismounts and securcs his prize. The colts shared
the smwo futo, wnd, with tho mether, wore subducd and
made useful Lo the tribe,

The seencs and reminiscences I liave deseribed did not
prevent the matier of most absorbing interest to mysolf —
the projected visit to “Iolland™ — from ongaging due
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attention. Tho chiof camo bamo from the council full of
it. Mo was in royal good humoy, and talked about it half
the night ; but several objections arese, which it was ucces.
" gary for mo to disposo of. These were met, apparently to
his full satisfaction. Oune of the most serious was the fear
that the white men would revenge upon him the murder of
Captain Faton. I assured him that so long as I was with
him Tio had nothing to fear an that score; the peoplo were
‘al) mino, nnd would do, or refrain from doing, whatever
should bid them, Thoy would not dare to Jift their hangs
egaingt him coutrary to my orders, or refuse to deliver
what artlelos I choso to demand.  Nothing, I found, would
do, but tha nssertion of absolnte supromasy ever ull white
men wha.thcvcr, the world arcund; less than_ this would not
seenrs the confidence of these savages, and I regulated my
spoech by the ncoessitios of the caso. Tho chief inguired,
half o dozon timos over, what I would suy to tho « hite
mon, and ¥ ns often rchenrsed an nddress for tho oceasion,
At lust bis ouviosity scowed whaled, snd we [ell wsleep.
Ligrly tho noxt morning wo woera up wml stivring, angd
the chief having adjusted his toilet wilth care, a slight
breskfast was mado ready. This over, his highness stood
forth, and from tho door of hiy lodge made nn ofliciul
address to tho trikis, wherein he set out the advantages of a
visit to “ Holland,” and suggested the most ecxpedicnt
style of making it. Xlo ndvised that u few only of tho
iribo should be deputed, with himself, to accompany me, and
roooivo the stores of 1w, tobuceo, breud, riee, ten, butier,
beads, brass, coppor, aud so forlh, that were to be foethe |
coming, a8 thio vxprossion vl wmy gentitude lor tho djas
tinguishod considoration with which they had treated me.
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Though royal specches scldom cxeite any jealeusy of pla-
giarism, and it may scem o little captious on my part to
mako such a charge, it is due to “ the truth of history ” to
deelare, that hevein the great Pavosilver did but repeat o
suggestion which he did me the konor to receive with favor
over-night. Tt was not deemed essential to the case to
inform his highness of al the reasons that led me to wish
for as small an escort as the nature of the business would
admit,  On the conlrury, ucting npon the profound maxim,
that one sificient reason i3 as gnod as a dozen, and belter
than that number of qucstionable oncs, I merely advised,
that, aflor the expericnce which Captain Haton and others
had had of Patagonian prowess, tho sight of too many of
his giants would frighten awwy the whites, and provent all
benclicial communication with them; while the prescnco of
a small deputation would be a pledge of their pacific in- |
elinations. The speech from the throne proved less smoving
than most of the chief’s offusions; his lioges listened with
grent intorest, and an carscss debate sprung up, at the
conclusion of which it was decidell that the chicf, with four
other Indiaos and thoir sy, should bo my Lody-guard,
the rost of the tribe to follow after.  Another old womun
begged to go with us, which was agreed to. The lorse I
had been in the hubit of riding was lame, and unfit for
serviee ; another wag procured for me.

Ow simple preparations for departure were soon mads,
and as wo wore about lo start they all hegan bringing théir
dirty children to e, and requesting that I would bring
brass and beads for them a1l which was gravely promised,
o Lo thoie matisfection,  Phero remained the last aeb in
the comedy for which 1 had been long rohoursing, — ify in-

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deed, it did not turn out a tragedy. The idea lad carly
occurred to me, that if I had some ohjeet to which I
appeared vory much stlached, it wight prove to be for my
advantage; the Indiang might hold it, in my absence at
any time, as a sorb of surety for my return. A belle from
among the beauties of the tribo would be effectual to that
end ; but, if no sentiments of virtue had rostrained me from
this expedicent, the hlth and unsightliness of thoem all wore
enough to insuro eontinence. 1 chose, therelore, a little
white dog for n pet,—a dirly, thievish litile raseal ; — but
I fondled him in the style proper to a violeni attachment.
It is trae that when I saw bim licking the meat designed
for our repast it was not eusy to refrain from kicking his
_wort;hless'br'ains out; but this was a triflc to other things I
had to endure, and I made myself appavently so foud of
kim that tho ronlity ol tha enso was novor suspested,  Now
and then 1 indemnificd myselt by giving him, when -
obsorvad, o wmurt rapping for his misdecls, though such
chastisement made but o slight impression on the ohjoct of
it.  As wo wero nhoul ketting out, 1 was asked il L iu-
tended to take my dog. No, I told them, he would be
battar off there, and when I returned he should have some
bread and other dainties to eat. The ruse more than an-
sworod its expected end, in lulling ol suspicion of my
sincority,

At lagt wo wero under way. The grand crisis Lo which
all my diplomacy and the utmost license of fiction had
tended was near at hand. A strong hope of deliverance
braced wy spiriiy, shaded, i is Lrue, hy o natural appre-
Lension of possiblo failure, and of the conseuences that
might. follow, With no great elution of spirits, hut with a
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stern, severy tensior of all my mental cenergics, nud o con.
centration of them into one focus of resolve, I waved a fare-
well, which T hoped mi'ght bo everlasting, to the accursed
gang of robbers who had tormented me so wany tedious
weeks, «“Goad-by to Patagonia!” I mentally ejaculuted, and
“struck off with my cscort; but had not gone more than an
eighth of a mile, when the party wheeled about and ordered
me to follow them back to the c:.imp! I remonstrated, but
i was of no.uge, and with o heavy heart I found myself
onco more in iy dirty eorner of a wigwam, The horses
were turned adrift without a word of explanation, and the
Indians sat down to 2 game of cards, with as much indiffer-
ence to everything clse as if the cvents of thé past forty-
cight hours had been o feverish! dream.  What could be tho
menning of it? I questioned the chief, Ile mercly replied
thut bo would go by nud by, — by and by ; whiel, being
interpreted, probuhly mesut wlhon ho plewsad, sud Lhutb
conyeniont seayon wight never areive!  Afler Thad teasod
him for a long time hie took e to tho door of the ludgo, wnd,
pointing to the river, said it was “no good then;” it would
he “good * at night.  What the stato of the river, which
wasg u shallow streum, a braneh of the Santa Cruz, had to do
with the matter, T eould not divine, and wog half inelined to
vote mysell hirly outwitted by the Old Boy.

Tho dny, n Jong one, 1t lagh wore off, and at uight wo once
more set off.  We erossed the frozen marsh, and fordedviho
river, and, after going about two miles, stopped for repose,
We took ne camyp enipage, and had te shelter ourselves for
tho night wnder the Jee of a cluinp of bushes, We thrnst
our feet inte the ihicket, while our hends lodged out of
doors. In Ung interesting attitude I was made to repeat
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. my woarisome detail of promiges, and to rehoarse onco more
wy contemplated speech to the white men; which done, we
dropped aslecp. Waking carly the next morning, I found
my hend and shoulders covered: with a flecey wantlo of suow,
‘Woyld the fortune of my expedition fall as lightly on me?
I shook it off, turned up my cont-collar, pulled wy poor,
- more than half worn-cut cap over my carg, and so, partially
pr'ot.'dotod from tho stoxm, rollod ovor, and nynin sunk jnto
a slumber. Tha storm ceased at dawn of duy. [ rose and
wont in senrch of fusl, while my durk companiony still slept
profoundly. In an bour or two they roused themselves, and
kindled o fire. DMeat, from a gtore brought along for our
provision on the wauy, was cuoked, und served for breukfust.
The scanty meal being despatched, our horses were driven
in, lnssoed, mounted, and we resumed Gur journcy, in a
south-cnsterly direction. At the cnd of whout threc miles
anothor halt was culled, & fire was built 1o warw byt and
the horses were watered. ‘Tho order of arrangements was
disoussed, and a fresh edition of the promnises and the
spoech oritically listened to.  Chuuging our course a littlo
to the right, we soon struck the Santa Cruz. The Indians
pointed far down the stroam, and said, « There is Holland.”
I strained my eycs in the direction pointed out, and
thought I oould discorn an island with several small hats
upon it. A wmile or twp further en the north bank hrought.
ue o the month ol thw rivor, jn proxpost of the A tuuiio.
The islend was diveebly opposite tho mouth, and the lower
pard only appeared to be inhabited.  Wo hulted. ‘The In-
dians poined towards it, excleiming, « Tsta Holland sarvey 1
muohus onsas, mucho mucho howbres, lono unelo arndicnle,
mucho travac, yeruen, arcuer, arose! ™ —-This iy ITolland,
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and has plenty of houses, and abundanse of men, -— plonty
of rum, tobaceo, bread, tea, flour and rice! I surveyed the
&8pob in silence. This islund was of considerable cfxtent,
Yying two-thirds across the wide mouth of the river, ilg sur-
Faco dotted over with libtle lnolls or hillocks of earth
Could it bo that these were dwellings inhabited by white
maen ?
Our lorses’ hendy were now turned from the shoro,
and we rode back abont an eiglith of a mile to a large clamp
of bushes, wnsnddled our bensts, and waited sowo time for
" the rest of our company, who Iiad fallen in the rear. They
came ub last, our horses were tarned adrift,'ﬁre was
lighted, and, a8 lhe dny was far spent, supper was in order.
Then ensued a vepetition — o final one, I trusted — of tho
grand prcsént to be levied on the HHollanders, and of the
epccch which was to draw them out.  The Indians arvanged
that I wag to hoist the 1Snglish flag, —the colorg of the
unfortanitte brig Avon, whicl: they had brought along at
my request, —and then to walk the shore to attract the
nttention of the islanders. On tho approach of a boat, I was
to be kopt back from the beach, to provent escape; for I
found that they were not, aftor 2ll, as well assured of my
Zood faith as might have been debixable, They thought,
moreover, that when the white men saw a prisoner with
Lhiom, they would como ashoroe to parley, and offer proseuts
Lo olicel bis veleaso; in Lhit cawo, Lhoero migll e o chinnes,
if" tho negotintion proval unsatisfhctory, to take honds of
fhte in the form of another caplivo or two. So, at least
thore was gronnd to suspoct, — and some cause to foar that
tho rascals might prove teo shrewd for all of us !

Aftor talking till & Jate hour, the Tudians throw them-
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selves upon tho ground, stuck their fect into the bushes, and
were goon fust asleep. I consulted the chiof as to the pro-
prioty of modifying this arrangement, by placing ounr heads,
rathet than our feet, under cover, since both could not be
sccommodated. Ile declined any innovatiens, and told me
to go to slecp. I stretehed mysclf on the ground, but as to
sleep, thot was out of the question. I lay all night, thinking
‘over all possible expedients for escape. We had no mate-
rinle for o bout or raft of any description, and it was impos-
sible to think of any plan that promised success; so that,
aftor tossing, in body and mind, through the weary hours
of night, I conld only resolve to wait tho course of events,
and to take advantage of the first opportunity affording
a reasonable hope of deliverance from this horrid captivity,
Suow, slect and rain, fell during the night; and T rose carly,
thoroughly chillod, every tooth chalioring: A fire was
khul}ut'l, and Lo Jusb morsel of wonh thut romainod (o us
was oookoed and onton.  Tho woenther continued squully tilt
the middle of the slteruoon.

Aftor breaklust the chiel went with me to the shore, bear-
ing the flag. On the beach I found asteip of thick board, to
which T fastened the eolors, and thon planted it in the sand.
The bughes around, which have v kind of oily leaf and reud-
ily ignite, were set on fire. T then walked the beack, —bub’
ne boat came. YWhen it cleared up sufliciently to sce, I
obsorvod little ohjoots moving about on the jsland. Tho
d_ay‘_'wlora away with fruitless attempts to attract their
attention. Withun nehing henrt I returned, at dark, to the
samping-ground. On (his island my hopes had so long
vonbrud, ~ ' they wore now 1o he disppoinkod, how vould
I endare'it # The Indians began to talk of rejoining the tribe
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the following day. I opposed the motion with all the dissua-
sives at colnmand, assuring them that, at sight of our
flag, the islanders would surely come over in a boat, and
that, if they would only wait o little, they could go over to
the island and enjoy themselves to their hearts’ centent;
representing the absolute nceessity that I should pro-
cure the rwm, &e., we had talked of, and how cmbarrags-
ing it would be to go buck to the tribe empty-handed, aftor
all that hud been said, to be ridicuied and reproached. It
would never do. Qur conversation was continued till quite
late, when we ranged oursclves, hunpry and weary, for
another night. Mor hours I was unable to sleep. The
uncertaintics of my situation oppressed me; and I lay rest.
less, with anxiety inexpressible, inconceivable by those whom
Providence has preserved from similar straits. It was a
season of deap, supprosged, stlent misory, in which tho heart
Tvund no roliol bul jo ke supipliontion te Him who wan
alono able to doliver. "lownrds morning, exhausted with
tho intensity of omotion acting on an onfocblod Doedy, 1
slopt u little, aud woke at enrly duws, to a fyosh conscious-
ness of my critical position. ‘

The weather had been fair during the night, but thereo
were now indications of unother snow-Storm. I waited Jong . -
and impatiently for my companions to awako, and at last
started off in quest of fuel; on retwrning with which, they
bestirred themselves and started o fire, which warmed our
half-benumbed Yimbs, There Iy thoe little islend, beautiful
to oyes that longed, like mine, for o habitation of sym-
pathizing men, about a mile and a half distant; it almost
soomud 1o revode while T gazod, 8o Jow hadany hopos sunken,
undor the prossure of disappointment and bitter uncertainty.



160 TIE CAVTIVE IN PATAGONIA

A violent snow-storm soon selting in, it wag hidden from
view; everything scemed to heagainst me, ltslackened, and
partially cleared up, — then came another gust, filling the
pir, and shutting up tho progpect. In this wey it con.
tinued 4111 past noon; at intervals, as the sky lighted up,
T took o Rro-hyanmd, nond wol fire o tho bushos on tho honoh,
and thea hoisted the, flag ;;.gain, walking wearily to wnd
fro, till tho storm ccased, aad tho sky becamo clear. The
¢hief conconled himself in a clump of bushes, aud gat
watohing, with cut-liko vigilance, the movements of the
islandors. After some time, he seid a boat was coming; I
gonrooly durst look in the direction indisuted, lest T should
experience a frush disappointment; but I did look, and
spw, to my greab joy, a boat Iaunched, with four or five
men on board, and pushing off the shore. On they came ;
tho chief reported his discovery, and tho rost of the Indiang
onmo to tho beach, whore I was still walking backward
and forward. "Fho houb uppronched, not divestly ¢.f whero
T wag, but an cighth of » mile, perhaps, to the windward,
and thore lay on ber ourn,

The Indians haveupan ordered me to return to the
eamping-ground ; but, without heeding them, T set off at a
full run towards the boat. They hotly pursned, I occa-
sionally turning and telling them to cowe on, — I only
wantod to sea the boat, *Stop! Stop!®? thoy bawled.
“Now, my legs,” said I, wif over you wanl to serve nie,
this is the time.” I had one advantage over my pur-
suerg; my sghoes, though much the worse for wear, pro-
teoted my feet from the sharp stones, which cut theirs at
ovory stop; Dul, undor nl) diendvantogoy, T fouad tHwy
mndo abonb equal spoed with mysell.  As I gained & point
opporite tho bont, the Tndinns slackenad thelr speed, amd
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looked wncasily at mo; the maw in the stern of the boat
heiled me, inquiring what Indiang theso were, whnt number
of them, und how I came among them. T replied in us
fowr words as possiblo, and told bim we wished to cross teo
tha dnleinds T whook Dis Tond ; My wore bed (ollows, ho
said; ho could not take mo with- the Indiana, They began
to pull away ! I made signs of distross, and waved them
to return, shouting to them through my hands. The boat
was again backed within hailing distance. “Will you
Jook out for me, if L come by mysolf?” ¢ Yes!” waa the
prompt reply. The Indians, all this time, had kept within
ten or fifteen fect of e, with their handg on their knives,
and reiterating their commands to came back, at the same
time edging towards me in o threatening manuer, * Yes,
yes,” I told them, “in a moment,” but I wanted to lock at
the hoat, — tuking care, bowovor, to umke good my dig-
Lanes {rom them,  As the inslent of hewring the welcone
aesiringo that b showld be coved for, T deow ont iho walch
{which I Lad breught, aceording to promise, to have a new
erystal inserted at Ilolland), and threw it into tho bushes;
the salt water would spoil it, and, if I showld be vetaken,
the spoiling of that would be an aggravation which might
prove fatal, At the same momont ¥ gave a plunge head-
long into the river; my clothes and shoes encumbered me,
and the surfl agitated by a high wind, rolled in heavy
scas upon the shore. The bout was forly or fifty yurds
ofl; and, as the wind did not blow square in shore, drifted,
so as to increase the original distance, unless counteracted
by the crew. Whetlier the boat was backed up towards
me, I could not determiuve; my head was o great part of
the time under water, my cyes blinded with' the surf; and

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most strenuous ‘exortion was necessary to live in swch a
gon, An Iappronchad the beat I oonll oo sovarel guns,
pointed, apparently, at me. Porhaps we had misundor-
stood ench other, — porhupy they viewed mo as en enomy !
In fact, they wero nllned to keep the Indians from follow
ing mo inte tho water, which thoy did not attempt, My
strength was fast failing mo; tho man at the helm, por-
coiving it, stretched out n riflc at arm’s Ilength. The
muzzle dropped into the water, and arrested my foeble
vision, Summoning all my remaining cnorgy, I grasped
it, and was drawn towurds the bout; a sense of rolicf shot
through and revived meo, but revived, also, such a dread
lest the Indinns shonld give chase, that T begged them to
pull away, —I conld hold on. The man reached down,
and seizod mo by the collar, and ordered his men to ply
their cars. They had made bub a few strokes, when o
gimultaneous cry broke from their lips, « Pull the dear
man in! Pull the dear man in?* Thoy 1ot fall their
oars, laid hold of me, and, in their cffort to drag me over
tho pide of thoir whale-boat, T reccived some injury; T
requestod that they would leb me help mysell; and, work-

ing my body up sufficiently to get one kuce over the gun-
~wale, I gave o spring, with what strength was left e, aud
fell fnto the bottom of the hoat. They kindly offered io
sbrip me, and pub on dry clbthes; but I told themn, if they
would only work the boat further fremn the shore, I would
take care of myself. They pulled away, while I crawled
forward, divosted mysell of my ecoat, and put o ono
bolonging to ono of the crow. Converetion, which was
abiomplad, wan hupesaibbo) T owan ona of g oaldost deyn
of & Putagonian winter, — [ was chilled through, and ¢ould
only articulate, ¥ T ca-n't ta-lk wow; [ ta-lk by wand
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sy.”  BSome liquor, bread and tobaceo, which had been
put on bourd for my ransom, on supposition that this waa
what the signal meant, wus produced for iy relzeshment.
Tho sen waes: hieavy, with u strong hosd-wind; so that,
though the men toiled vigorausly, our progress was slow.
I was soon comflurtably warmed by the atimulanis pro-
vided, and offered to lend a hand at the car; but the offer
was declined.  The shouts aud sereams of the Indians,
which had followed me into the water, and rang hidcously
in my cars while struggling for life in the surf, were kept
up till distance wmade them inaudible,  Whether they
found the wateh, whose mysterious tick at once awed and
delighted tham, and restored it to its place of slate in the
chief’s lodge, or whether it still lies rusting in the sandg
by the sea-shore, ks a problem unsolved.

The bowt at Inst grounded on the northern shore of tho
island; My, Hall, the gentleman who commanded the
party, supported my tottering frame in landing; and, as
we stepped upon the shore, welcomed mo to iheir island.
I grasped his band, und stanmered my tharks for thig
deliverance, and lifted a tearful nyo to Heaven, iu silent
gratitude to God. 1 was then pointed to a cabin near by,
where a comfortable fire was ready for me.. ¢ Now” 1
heard My Mull say, “let us firo o sale of weleome to
the stranger. Muke ready ! present! fire!? - Off went all
their muskets, and a very cordial salute it appeared to be.-
Ile soon followed me, look me to his own dwelling, sup-
plied me with drey clothing, and, above all, warmed me in
the kindly glow of s pgencrous a heart us ever bent in
hoan hoan, :

I was captured by the savages on the Ist of Fry, and
landed upon the igland on the 7th of August.
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CHAPTER IX.

A clvilized meal — A happy ovoning — A survey of the island — Prepur-
allon of gunue —— Uroparations wguinet uvasion by the ginids — A pro-
posel to altack thom — Loynity and revenrgs — Hilling thne — Troulile

Lin tha seltloment — A disagrecabls sitontion — Arrival of veassels —
Countrymen — A weleomo by new fricnds.

Ayrer getting sufliciently thawed out, I gave a synopsis
of my adventures. The eook presently laid the table, and
Lroaght in supper. 1 alo hunrt_il)' of brend and Irish pork,
and drank toa raised in Brauil, ealled watte, T4 oy not
compnre favorably with the produce of China, but to me it
was a dolioious bovernge. I had been i captivity uinety-
seven days, living us the reader has seen.  Althongh I par-
took freely of supper, — too freely for one in my weak con-
dition, — I rose from 1the meal with as keen an appetite as
I brought to it. P again expressed to Mr. IIall, on Ieam-
ing his name, my gratitudo at finding uyself, through his
thuoly asaistance, nmeng {rionds, though a siranger, llo
cordinlly sympathized with me, observing that o had been
& prisoner among the Patagonians for one day only, but had
goen enough in that short time to be convinced that a life
of ninety-seven days with them must havo been dreadful

indecod. ‘
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After supper the boat was hauled up on the island. Pipes
and tobacco were furnished, and I passed in the society of -
my deliverers onc of the happiest evenings of my whole
lite. The change wasso great, from the miserable and
almost hopeless existence I had so long lived, that my joy
cxcecded all bounds. Dy heart overflowed with gratitude,
Words could not then, and cannot now, convey any ade-
quate impression of my feelings, — of tho freedom and joy
that animated me, on boing snatohed from perils, privations
wid enomies, and placed, ag in a4 moment, in socurity, in
pleaty, and in the socicty of friends, It secned like a
dream, the clange was so sudden and su total.

The little house which for the present I called my home,
and whicly, in fact, appeared to me at the thne the pleasant-
est dwelling I had ever seen, was about twelve by fiftecn
feet upou the growad, built of bourds and seantling, und
Lined with blus Ientucky jean. The liropluce was in iht
middle of one end, and » door apencd ot the opposite ox.
tremity,  wo large elosels woro parted off, the one usod
us a eupboard, and the other for stores, Bach side was
lighted by a window containing four panes of seven-by-ninc:
glass.  T'wo comfortable settees, probably saved from some
wreck, Jined the sides of the roof, and & good-sized hard-
wood {able occupied the centre. It was floored overheud,
and a trap-deor opencd into a sleoping apartmont, fitted
with two litlle berkhs, — one for Br. 1all, and the other fur
Morrison, ihe Seotchmun,

As we huve deseribed the iunterior of onr snug little cot-
tage, we will bestow a word or two on its exterior and sur-
roundings. Ity cracks and joints, over the roof and walls,
wero covered with strips of tarred duck, and battened with

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narrow picoes of thin board. Tt way wituuted on u little
mound of p4ano, perhaps fanr feet high, and was bunked up
to tho windows with tho siine mnberinl  he height of {he
walls above the embankiont was ahout soven feet, thoe eme
banlement thred fect more. A ship’y Lell was suspended on
tho north-cast corner of the house, to notify the workmen
of the hours of labor and of their meals. Sea Lion [sland,
as 3t 18 called, — the nawe “ Hollund » was probally cor-
rupted by tha Ludiuns, from the word asland, Indistinctly
pronounced in their henring, — i3 awhout a mile and a duat-
ter Iong from north to south, with an average wilth of an
cighth of o mile, and is covered over its entire surfice with
Iow evergreon bushes. The settlement wax made by an
English company, for the purpose of collecting guano and
prrapnsing it for oxportation, snd ware sibagtod on the south-
orn extromity.

Our social eyening was prelonged to u late hour, the mo-
ments sped by the stimulus of novel enjoyment. One of
the solteos win wssigned for my  couch, helclothes wore
provided, aud & bag filled with ships® eolors and other ar-
ticles served for a pillow., Before committing onrselves to
repose, howaver, we discussed the probability of an inva-
sion from the econtinent, and came to the conclusion that
nothing was to be feared in that cquarter before morning,
Old Boy and his party, it was obvious, wanki huvo to
roturn to the main body of the tribe for reinforcements and
naval eqnipage before attempting pursuit, as they had no
materials for the construction of bonts or rafls, even if they
would dura to {empt salt water in their leathern sacks. Wo
nesordingly dismbsol tho pibjost Tor Lhe Limo, nnd M, Fndl
and the Beotchman, having caved for my comfort with anx-
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tous kindness, disappearcd. through the trap-door, leaving
behind a friendly benedicticn. Tho little cottage was warm;
my couch was the pclfcbtluﬂ of eomlort, in contrast with
that which had been my lot for nmcty-scvcn wretched
nights,  Abovo ull, for the fivsb timoe in o muny wecks, I
could lie down without the fear of treachery and violence.
I was secure from savages. 'LThis indeed was luxury, I
slept soundly, vying in the profndity of slumber with
the immortal seven, till Jute in tho morning.  Daylight
ot Tength had dispossessed the darkness of every part of the
intecior, and I awolke. It was ne dream. I wus indeed
free,  Rude but unmistakable evidences of ecivilization
purrounded me, The adwentures of the preceding day
Baslied vividly ou my hitherto slouded mind, — the sus-
pense, tho struggle, the scasonable reseue, the rejeicing wel-
come, tha spontancouy and subduing kindnesses, — und a
warm gush of tender und gratelul emotion from my immost
sou] thrilled and suffused my whole being. While these
eiolions wero subgiding from Lhe fervor of their firat im-
pulse, and the mind was gliding awny into & delicious and
confused revery, wherein all namuer of delight scemed to
eucirele me 4 with an ztmosphere, in whose genial glow
all past suffering cxisted only for/the heightening of pres-
cat enjoyment, the trap-door overhead was lifted, and my
genorous [ricuds dropped down with a hearty  saluta-
tion. I spraug from my <ouch, as good as. new, and
younger than cver. A cheexful coulire was soon burning
in the grate, the room was swept, breakfagt was brought in
and despatched, the bell rang, nnd the men igssued forth to
theiv duily lebors, while T wwent oub to explore my now
abade.
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Tha islund is low and flut, and st gl wator its nurlihoo
is only eight or ten fuct nbove tho water-line; but the tide
hiore risoy ~nd inlls about the sumo hoight ws al the eastorn
mouth of the Straits of Magellun, — nearly forty-two fest.
Within twenty-five foct of our hounse was a small store-
Louso und shod, w hog-sty, nnd n Inrgo slone oven,  About
the same distance further on, was a house for work-
men, framed of timber, and rosfed and luid np ut the sides
with bushes; and the sides wore banked and the reot coated
with carth, an old sail forming tho topmost and outermost
foature of tho edilico, — except thut on one extremity of tho
roof a headless barrel communicated with the fireplace,
and did duty very respectubly as chimney and ventiintor,
There were no windows; the men, and whatever portion of
light and air suffioed them, found ingress and ogress Lhrough
o door in ono ond. Tt was mosd ovidently mado for usw, nat
for show bl apposred to b vary comloriuble, and wna
noutly fitted np with hovths and bonghes, a falile nml wook-
ing npparatus. Ity oceupanty wero cight in number, —
thrao I'renchmen, two Spaniards, an Lnglishman, o Welsh-
man and on Trislonws§ so thad, tho isluwd having sdoplod
{for a scason, at lesst) o ropresentative of tho “universal
Yankee nution,” muy be thought te huve brought fugethor
samples from a pretty considerable part of mankind,

Bosidos thioso himan spooiuiens, thoe sottlowont honstod
of & dog, two mature porkers, nnd a litter of pigs, Near tho
houso wag » large heap of guano, prepared and ready for
shipping to Ingland and the United States. The men wére
ot work hard by digging it up. It lies on the surface of
the ground to n depth of from ono to thres feet; is dug up
and conveyed n bavrows ic o cleared spot, where it lies in
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heaps, to bo sifted. Stoues, feathers, sticks, and other
foreign substances, nro curelully removed, the larger Tumpy
wro broken up, uml the clonvod gonna is sproad out in a
thin Jayer; when thoroughly dried, it iy covered up with
planks.  The business was carried on by Captain Matthew
H. Whito, an Tuglislman, who had thon beon absent for
several wonths at Moutevideo, whithexr ho had gone te
procure vessels for conveying tho gunno ulready propured,
now amounting to some fificen hundred tons, to murket,
The time he fixed for his return had expired & month
before my advent wpon the island, and Mr. IIall was
begiuntog to feel very anxious for him, fearing lest somo
accident liad befallen liimh, and anxious for himself and
his company, also, as they had but a few months’ provis-
ions; the island was rarely visited by vesscls, and their
only wmoenuy of reaching any port, in case of cxbremity,
woras the whip's long-hoat, wil o whalv-loud, bolly too sndl
(o undortake so lang o voyago with any hope of safety.
The possibility that wmy late Jogpitable friepds on the
wmain land might be led, by their high consideration for me,
to vixit “ Hloland 7 in s Dody, kopt us busy, during the day,
in making preparations to receivg them with appropriate
honors.  Mi. Hall, whe was loft in chargo of tho noltloment
during the absence of the proprictor, observed that Uaptain
Whito had oflen oxprossed npprehensions that tho Indians
would come upon the island, soma time when he was awuy,
and murder althands, My slipping from them in the manner
T had was not an ovent likely to dissuade them from the at-
temapt, or weaken' theiv motives for making it. There were
two swivels in the comp, which we mounted upon wheelbar-

rows, to serve ag flying artillery. I ground sharp an old
4
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whaling-harpoon, and fixed n handle to it; this was slung
over my couch; and a large shonth-knile, for gse in case WO
got toclord quurters, reposed undey my pillow. The Indiuns
were prowling ubout the shore, probubly expecting to sC0
mo redppear among thein, luden with the rum and tobaceo
they came after, and whicl, they had earnced by boarding
und lodging mo so0 Iﬂug, and by the muliiplied kindnessos
with whick thoy beguiled the wonthy of my residenca
smong them. It iy likely they think, by this time, that I
have been goue u long time for it.

Bofore rotiring for tho night, wo loaded onr swivels to
the muzele, and lived them, to 1ot our neighbors kuow thab
we hud the wherewithal to give them a wanu recoption,
should they see fib to ake ug a visit. We then reloaded
the picces, each with o dozen or more large bullets, placed
them randy primod ul tha deor, minl covered the primings,
to keep our powder dry. Wuo liad*six or cight nmskets
ready loaded, enough to arm the entire garrisen, with
plonty of mmnumition.  Tho deg was lied to the door-
bandle, to give notico of danger, and the door carciully
seoured. Just 18 we were about retiving, Bose gave a porx-
tentous bow wow! but, onr going out, and taking a survey
of the premises, tho elarm proved lo be fulse. All was
quiot ; and, with a momentary doubt of the sagacity and
dlsoretion of our sestinol, wu Jay down with o senre of
socurity, — firal taking tho axo iulo the house, Uhinking
that thoe ounning rogues might try {o bnrm u eud, should
thay find the cfforts to dislodge us otherwise ineflectiinl.
Wiih this fina] precantion, our faithful sentinel chained
to his post, like o Chineso soldaor to his gun, WC Were soon
sound asleep. The night passcd quietly away, withont
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By Further alarm from our Jook-out, who was of the Tnglish
POinter broods—a sleepy, dough-fuch fellow, better quali-
bl tg giow the game than to occupy the responsible station
lo “which Lie wis l)]’[)n’]()t.cd, Te was a great coward, but that
WIS not altogether agaist him ; {or, since the law of self
Prescrvation applics to brutes as well as to men, fear would
iMmprel him to make sems kind of demenstrution on the ap-
Prouach of foos, if fidelity did not ; and one kind of domonstre-
liozx would bo a5 wselul to us as another, it only andible.

A frer breakfust I walked forth, and cast an anxious look
thx ough the glass {o the northern shore of the main land,
to  mea if the Indians still occupied their position, and
whothor they were blli](jillg Loanis, or making any other
Pr e parations for invasion. Thero they were, — the putient
crervtures ! —still posted in view of our quartevs, the
Kia g21inh lng flyiung on tho beacl.  Thers wore kovoral dogs
on  thoe ghore, and aniong them T recoguized my nwnj; I
aliviost funcied I could hear him barking.,  As we brought
o dogs with ug, I concluded that they had gone back to
thex anain body, and got a reinloroginent, with muteriulg for
bozrvt-huilding, and brought my dog for the especial gratifi-
cat.ion of his affectionate master 5 and now he was eapering
abowat on the shore, as if to call mo bhack. Tlaving suffi-
cicratly gratiied my curviosity in this divection, I turned
thaoselawes gonwnd, da hopo to viow somo npproaching seil;
but the broad cxpanse way elear, — no vessel to e reon,
O tho river banks o fow stivy guanacos were cropping the
scerra by, rank gass, while others, with their young, wero
lyira g on the sunny slopes ¢f the sand-hills, The quiet of
these animls assured me that their inveterate encmies,
the” Iwndians, were not in the vicinity.
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Tired, nt length, of this sort of sight-sceing, I returned
to the house, and, taking our guns, started with Mr, Ilall
on & stroll up the island, hoping to phoot some sea-fowl ;
but returned at noon, unsuceessful, The afternoon was
gpent in wandoring nimlessly over the island, killing time,
Waulking obout on the sea-shove, I picked up some clear,
transparent stoncs, couted on the outside with a kind of
‘crust; some of them are very hard, and, when broken, cu.
glags like a diamond. I wrote my name, and place of
residenco, on a window of our little cottage, with a frag-
ment of ouo; they sre mostly whilo, soms ol thew of o
vermilion, and others of a straw color; they are, I sup-
poso, a variety of quartz, The shore is, in some places,
cavered with theso pebbles to the depth of two or threo
feet, on an average of the size of o walnut; the hardest
specimons woro not abundant, but I collooted about n
liundred of them, I might bave picked up many moere, if
they had possonsed any spocinl valuo. '

A further examination. of tho opposito shoro diselosed
Indiang still prowling about, aud I proposed Lo My, Lnll
to go over, with the men, amd give them a sound drubbing.
Revenge, I know, is said to dwell in little minds; if so,
my wnbode in Patagonia must have dwarfed and contracted
my own intellect for the time being, for I must confess to
tho opnsoiousncss of a desire to visit wpen them scne ap-
propriate return for what they had inflicted upon me. My,
Hall admitted the ill.desert of the Indians, and the entire
rightfitlness of a severe chastisement; but, not having tho
game atimulus to heat his blood that burned within me, he
viewed the question with a more strict regard to prudence,
and was altogether disinclined to undertake so hazardous
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an oxpedition ; he dreaded going any ncarer to the sav-
ages than was neeessary. [ would, mysclf, rather nave
boen shot than full into their hands o second time; but
coutended that the approuch of the boat would bring them
to the shove, and ¢nuble us Lo do them a mischicf from tno
boat, without any necessity of lunding among them. True,
the Indians might succeod in getting upon the island some
night, and effe®t owr destruction; there certainly was
nothing te prevent it, if lhey had the least ingennity, and
a moderate share of courange; bui T knew them to be
a gang of arrant cowardy, and tho reader may judge of
their inventiveness by the preceding narrative, The sub-
jeot was disoussed 111 luio in the cvening, and the necdful
preparations and precantions were thoroughly talked over.
When about to retire for the night, we went out and looked
for our vigiluut sentinel, whose due place, in rxight of his
oflie, should v been ol Lhe doer, Recreant to his Lrust,
the raseal had deserted, lo fuko up hiy Iligllll.’..‘i lodging
with the pige.  [lo wax soon hustlod oub of Lis nost,and
compelled to return to the door, there to bo ticd, as on the
preceding night, to the hundle, !H_is choice of such mean
company greably lowered the animal in wmy estimation,
While fixing him in his place, we porceived a light on the
north shore; it appeared to be cavried abont from place to
place, and was at some disiance from the Indiaus’ wig-
wams. This had much the appeararico of preparation for
a nosburnal visit from the rascals,—-a symptom of boat-
building. From my abgervation of their habits while
among them, I was convinced that something exiraordi-
nary was on foot; they were not much in the habit of
moving about after dark, with or without lights, and
15 .
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pothing bui the proessues ol nu unacenstomed purpose couid
Bove wnde thew so wderprising now,  Wa wneoversd the
printdng of one swiveln, and gransed Ueie muzles, to mako
them speak In o londer Lone of warning and defixnce to the
enumy 5 thaey wore isehnrgad with w lowl rveport, thal
made the island ring, and oust hieve vesonnded with ellest
upon the hostile shore. Tho guus wore peloaded, primed,
and mounted upon their earviages at the door.  The lights
that Dbad drawn forth this souorons demonstration specdily
disappeared ; the Indians, it was presumed, had taken tho
Lint, and abandoned or posiponcd their undertaking, what-
ever it might have been. I well knew their dread of big
guos,  When T attempted, at fivst, to persumde them to go
with me to Port Famine, the chiof reason assigned, hesides
the superior ndvantages of « Holland,” was, that there were
big puns there, which were “no good for Iudians™ A
eouncil of war camo mw the conclusion that there was
nothing to be feared from them that night, and we theve-
upon rotired, )

IE our careful prepurations seem to belic my expressed
belief of their cowardice, it should be remembered that
they had once fleshél their swords, if not their teeth, in
the bodics of some while men, aud lad held, for a bricf
peried, islanders in their custody; they were numerous,
and might so fur confide in their numbers and stréugth as
to dare the attompl lo wreak their disnppoiniments fully
upan our hends.  Oue gaution was ransonablo, mul, nt the
time, wag not oxcessive in degree, In tho morning wo
made & carcful survey of the promises, explorving all the
sheds, and cevery other placo where an enemy could have
pocrotod himsolf, but mudo no discuveorics. We wulked
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ovor the isbisud, wind exinined the oppuosite shore ;. but per-

aeived nothing

AL romanined du theie quartors, and Lhat their nuehos

cabiange or aldvrming, exeopt thal tho Tidiang

had greatly inercased.

The question of erosdng over nnd driving thewm off way
revived alter breakiist, but, alter considerable tulk, ne
defimito  conclusion was yeached, and 1 spent the day
wandering over the Islaud, gunuing and picking up rarve
stones, occasionally surveying the coast through the glass,
At night no lighis appeared opposite; and having nmnde
our usuzl preparations against a nocturnal attack, we de-
cided that if the Dlack rascals did not speedily pick up
their trapy, and make themselves ¢ scarce,” we would go
over and lwrry theic wovemcats. My, Hall found his
loyalty stirving within him, in aid of revenge. Mo said it
wag too much to sce that Dlood-stained British flag flying
ameng such u wiscruble set of creatures, bringing freshly
before his mind the forms of his -slaughtered countrymen,
Thig sentiment I was prompt o encore, and to cnforco the
propricty of nn invasion te wrest the trophy from their
hands. Tlas was delermined ypon [or the next day, unless
they should seoncr relieve us of their prescnce.

The day dawnced with a cloudy sky and a thick atmos-
phere, which made it impossible to sce distinetly for any
distance, Towards noon it cleared up, and we discovered
that our tronblesome noighbors were etill there.  We
Hwretpon el about the neccssury proparstions for a move-
ment, immediatoly after dinher.  Arms and equipments
were appointed, knives sharpened, gang put in order and
stacked against the house ; — the bell rang for dinner, and
wo ale with appetites shurpencd by excitement. But, on

\
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going o 1t, and taking a final look through the gluss hefore
emburking, we observed the Indinns calching their horses.
They speedily mounted their beasts, and rede ofl. - Oy an-
ticipated }'alor was soon ¢ooled.  They had slipped away
without giving us u ¢hunce to do anything for revenge, for
justico, or for the lwnor of the eaptive flag.  On the whole,
we were net sorry to abandon the expedition, though it
soomed Lo me that oue chiunces of seority were not much
fmproved by theiv departuro. Thay would Lo very likely
to Jurk in the vieinity, and to veturn with full prepurations
for orossing awd landing wpon ihe iskoul.  Pevhaps Uheir
moyement wag only o ruse to pul ws off onr guard.  Swelr
thoughts crowded my mind; but there was no wse in
borrowing trouble, und T dismissed them.,.

The men rolurned to iheir work, wnd L seb saysell Lo
devise some employment. ¥ bad become lived ol idleness,
and offered to assist in tho preparatiou of guaue; bat Aly.
Hall interposed a decided voto,  To wished me, he raid; to
mnko aynoll entively contuated, il e comlorlnhly us
possiblo.  But the sert of lile T was leading was very
decidedly wneomfortable ; and I entreated so enrnestly to
ba allowed to wake mysolf useful in sowe way, that he set
mo to make u row-lack for a bout, or & fow thele-ping, or
somo othor trivial things, that served to ocenpy uftontion
aml divert the wlt Then one oobloge wanded o' woy
floor, und some alterntions wero found necessary shout tho
promises, When overything was done, and no more was
suggosted, I was desired to go 2 guuning, to vary ile
supplios for tho table, ov to take u basket and pick i Lops
of tho bushes fox pickling,  The bushes, which ars ever-
green, havo on their tops little clusters not ualike bar-
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berries, ihiat make o very fine pickle. Several jars wero
filled, and furnished an excellent condiment for onr
suppera, _ .

Time passed on, amd the non-arrival of Captain White
made it drag slowly., I had thought to take passage in ono
of the guano vessels {o Ria Juneivo, ov some other South
American port, from which it might be casy to obtuin a
passage for Culifornin. I defanlt of other ceeupation, the
Large lighter, which Juy up the ereck, twe-thirds the lengtl
of the island, was brought down opposite the house for
repair, to be in readiness to load the ships when they
shoull arrive. Their deluy threatened us with fumine,
morcover, and it was beginning to be felt as a very serious
watier. To add to onr troubles, the scurvy broke out
umong the men, in consequonce of Jiving on salt provisions,
without vcgetabluis. They had been recommended, ag a
preventive, to make and ecat freely of the pickle just de-
seribed ; but, either from want of faith in the virtuo of the
proveriplion, ov bouwe 16 won loo wuch froublo, they bl
neglected to do so, and now foumu thewsclves fu a poor
p]ight. |

About the same time, as troubles

** como nob single gpies,
But in battalions,”

My, Hull wus informed by tho Welshman, whe appeared
vory fricudly, that Morrigou, the Scolelunun, wag trying to
prejudice the Frenchmen and Spaniards against him, and
ingiting the men to mutiny. The man had lived in the -
houso and heen treated like a gentleman, and this was all
the return he made for the prefercnce shown him. Sawney’s

goods and ointiely wors Crihwith theowan aub off doova, nnd
ho was ordered to tako his bed nnd bosrd with the men,
1o took thiv degeent (0 e world very muel to lieart, e
when 1 talked with him on the inprepriety ol his vonduet,
appeared quite penitent. T strongly advised Alr, Hall to
tako him buck into tho housu; [or, thougl be Junl proved
treacherous, it was beltor, after ull, Lo have him under our
immediato wateh than with the men, as lie might, in »
short timo, Iufect the whele company.  After wuch coaxing,
consend was piven to hig return, and he replaced his things
in tho louso with much apparent gratitude. e was told
that ho must show kimself an honest man, and labor ie.
undo the mischicf he had doue, if lie had any carc of his
pevsonal safety ; for should any troublo broak out, and the
sncrifice of life become necessary, his would be the first.
He faithtully promised, nud, T donbt not, exerted himself
to nllay discontonts and provent any outhreak. With the
Spuninrds he wus successlul; but the Frenchmen were nwre
tncbnlont, and determined on a ropture.  They complained
thet theiv allowanece of [vod wasg insillicient, and (hreatened
to break into tho storc-lhouse and help themsclves. Mr
Hall had served out their duily rations of mcat, bread and
flowr, by weight, according to the directions of Caplain
White. The quantity I have forgotten, hub remewber Mr,
TIndl saying that ib was the ssme as is allowed per man in
tho British navy, When the bell rang for work the next
morning, the Welshman and Irishman alone went. Tho
Spaniards said that they lhad the scurvy so badly they
woto unable to work; the Frenclunen marched ap ta tha
hovwe, and porowsplerily slomanded wmors flowe. My, Hall
mot them at the daor; and, in reply, told them that thay
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b the same fond, T quality and qguaatity, with all the
pihord, blmsell included, and that the allowsnee for the
boaso proved to Lo more than wo neadud,  Nono of the
other men complained, and their complaints could not be
listened to Ly him, Thoy had all that Captain White
ellowed, and, i0 they were not satisfied, they could appeand Lo
him when he returned, which would undoubtedly ho very
soon, AMoanwhile he ndvised them * to be quict, and do
their own business.”  They lefl in a very wrathful moed,
not to their work, but to their quartors, and to idle away
the rest of the day in sauntering up and down the island.
Thay went on in this way for nearly a weelk, and at last
consented to return to duty, under a premise that nothing
shonld be deducted from their wages, which was given as a
matter of prudence. It was not thonght gafe, in present
circumstances, to strain wuthority over them. Nothing
oceurred to give scrious nneasiness, though the men were so
touchy and quarrclsome ay to raiso o slight tempost, now
and then.  On onc oceasion, Mr. Hall had been with three
men up tho ereck, seven or cight miles, after fresh water,
whiel could only be obtuined ut that distanee and boated
down to the scttlement. While we were uwnlading the
_boat, a row was kicked up between one of the Frenchmen
and the Welshman, Taffy, who was a thorough geanmn,
when adjusting the rops to the casks, was assailed by one
of the Fronchmen witlh gome derogatory rema.k touching
hig seamanship, promptad by his mode of puttiné on the
parbuckle.”  The eritie attempted to take the 1'npejlntd his
own hands, by way of enforcing and cxemplifying Lis view
ol the progeds; wnd the two wore on the p.uiul, ol notiling
the quostion in a swamary fashion, in a spirit which it
required somo clfort to quell,
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The Indians still hovered in the vicinity of the further
ghore, as the smoke of their fres plinly indieated, anl wo
wore obliged to keop np our propurations for defence.
There was nothing to prevent them frem paying us a visib
Lk Shelr cownrdive ) aml knewing Hair covomgotl ampors,
and tho tenacity of their purposes, — the long-lived malico
with which they were cupubilo of pursuing any cvil denigns,
— it seemed not unlikely that, smarting wnder the disap-
pointment I had eaunsed thom, their resentment would prove
sbrong enough lo overeome thoir thwidity.  In this connee-
tion I had un unpleasant Lthought, new and then, of o hint
given them while we were on ocur way to “lolland.”
When abont a mwile distant {rom the shore, I picked up abit
of plank, and somewhat raslly, in the inpetuosity of desire
to contrive ways and means to get to the island, in case
tho islandors could uot bo wttrectod towards us, told the
Indinus that, if wo could find two or thyee wwove of the mune
gort, T oould bind thom Logothor and make w rafl, on which
I might be paddled over ta “ddatbond”  Linformed them,
moreover, what way the most favorable thue lor erossing;
namely, at Lhe last of the tide, oy the distango $0 he passad
would be less, and there wonld Le no difliculty in eflecting
a landing on tho island. No additional waterials presented
themselves, and the schewe was given wp; happily there
was no need of it.  Dut, less happily, it now oveuwrred o
meo thet what I then spoke in my own behoof might be
turned by the Indians o theirs, to our no small danger, in
cass a more earncst and vigorous search should disclose,
slong-shore, morg abnndant matevials for extemporizing
transport craft,

Some of the men hocame so sorely ‘afllieted with thc
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BCWwyy that we decided to land on the south shore and
Miuse gome of the granaco for [resh provision. Twa of the
I enehmen necompanied ws,  Just ng we were geiting off,
thaiy countrymun who was Ieft behind came ranning to us,
WLl ungry jnhbnr mnd gosbenre, vosilvraling thal ono of
thean Lad his gun, 1o seized it and was taking it out of
the hout, when e parky dispossossed ol it disputod liy
PO gress, and a vegular Iteeuch fight of kicking and fisticully
ety saued, which we had difficedty in subdeing. At last wo
BO L off, hut discovered only o lono guanico in wllow bo-
tween the hills,  We posted ourselves to surround him for
@ ghot. When he came out T had a fine chanco ub him agsho
arossed the top of the hill, and made quito sure of him. )
U duckily, the flint-lock missed fire, and, before it was pos-
sib>1le Lo burn any powder, our expeoted prey escaped. We
e asad about for sevoral miles, nnd retwmed hono tired
ured caply, :
"1I'ho mon continued thoir work, ug usual, the next day;
buat o glorm wns brewivg. Oun tho following morning tho
I"renchmen marched up to the honse, and demanded their
wavggen,  Plhoy ware told by My, TTell that Le had nono of
thre proprictor’s money, nov any authority to scttlo with
tlhhem. Then they would work no longer. Very woll, they
woere told, they might let work alone, but their wages and
ravtions could not be meddled with on demand, So they
indulged in another season of idleness and misehief, Their
R st revenge was taken on old ¢ John,” e horse, On the
scconl day of their mutiny the poor animal was seen 1o
halt; » hamsbving was eut. ¥To was very fat, and was prob-
alrly warked by them for foed, in default of fresh provision.
At oll even's, Mr. Tall ovdercd him, as he was uscless, to bo
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6 doull with,  'hoe mon's retions were served ont, and the
rvest wus luid up in the siove-honse B futere we, o Hopse.
boof ” hus a strong wnd singulay flaver. 1 had beeowe
acoustomed to such dict among the Datagonians, though
never privileged to partako of so fat a specimen ag old Johin.

Not knowing to what height the mutineus spivit of his men
might carry them, My, ITall wrote a briel statement of hix
affairg, and an account of my arvival on the island, and en-
closed them, together with what money and valuable papers
he had, in & tin box, which he buried at night in 2 guano-
heap, That would certainly be removed on Capt. White's
wrrival, or by some onc clse, if he never returned; so that
our tale would not be lost, even though we should not sur-
viveto tell it. The desporate character of the men, —allbut
ons or two of whom, ns we hud reason to believe, had left

" theiv sountry for theiyr country’s good,— and the recklessness

of thelr behavior, muda anr gituntian rather tieklish.  Owne
fear of the Indians, morcover, was not laid L‘!‘llil:cl)' to sleep,
though el visible tokons ol their ucighborhood to us had dis-
apponvud, Ty panssisgg wp and eroring tho river, thoy ntighi
appronch ug from the south shore, which was separated from
tho island by a elhannel not moro than half as broad as that
on Lhu opposite side,  The bank, to he sure, wus wteep und
muddy, involving the risk that they would he hopch,b.?,ly
bemired in atlempting to tncd ; but this was a weak bccurny
againgt thom, if thoy wore resolute cnough to make the
offort. Nothing oceurred for soveral days to break the
monotlony of life, No work was done; the men received
thoir allownnces twice o woek, spending their time in wan-
doring over the mloud. The Tuvgn hout nowdod sepaivs, bub
thay rondered no aid.  We took advantage of high water,
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rove tacklon, wnd, by the belp of rollors, drow it up Ligh
and dry o the lid, When it wos finishad, — through
feur that the wen might scize it amd wake oft’ to some pleco
northward, thus depriving us of our only means of escape,
il our provisions should be exhansted before Capt. White's
return, — it was burned over, and the sails and ours were
seeured, as [ar as pdssiblc, from depredution.

0ld John was devourcd, to the partial relicf of the com-
pany ; but some were still baudly affected with scurvy, Yot
we were alraid to go any distanee in search of fresh pro-
visions, ou account of the risk of finding Tudians about, Tho
carcass of a guanaco, just killed by tle dogs, was picked up
in time to alford a scusible alloviation of suffering, and to
roplenish our vapidly wasting stock of provisions.  Indians
without, diseontent and mutiny within, and the possibility
of lumine, together, would have made the island anyihing
but a paradise tn one wiho had not so lately escaped the
purgatorial pains of a Patagonian captivity. The first of
theso disagrecables, however, began Lo be less v.ividl_y felt,
We got tived of sweoping tho horizon with onr gluss in
search of the smoke of theiv camp-fires, or other apponr-
ances suggesting their vicinity, and gradually relaxed our
vigiluneo,  Dose wag relensed (om his seontry dutiod, and
suffered to exchange such nuwilling serviee for the society
ol his fricuds the pigs.  Bub wi sthll ook tho axe into the
Louso by night, and kept our puns loaded. e boat had
{o be launched onee wmore, tio go up the ereck for water.
When it was unladed, we got the nid of a Spaniavd and
Frovchumun in drwing it on Jand, to prevent the rascals
Jrom wlending ity by lelling thom that it needed painting,
which wag true enough, Tho seine was noxt got out, to
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soo it' somts fish could nol he lnd {ur the huprovement of our
diety bul we gol what in valyurely tormed * frhornmnn's
Tuek,” und spread the inelfectual net on the gravelly beach
to dry. Grown desperate, ut last, we decided thai, Tndinns
or no Indians, we must have (resh proyvisions, if any were
to be bad, and mamned the whale-hoat for an expedilion to
the continent. 'We Janded on the south shore, and suceceded
in discovoring nnd bringing down w wolitavy guanneo.  ‘Tho
gune wna drossed, und we yeturned Lo our home in trinmph.
The two following days were chicfly spent in bunting,
unsuceessiully,

Tu tho afternoon of tho seccond duy, having unathing clse
to pnsy away tha hours, I conunenced repuiving the lighter,
but had ot beon long ul work before e, Hall cuue down,
with o smile. * Look out tosea!"” he exclaimed ; « Captain
White is coming.” I looked as directed, apd saw distinetly
two sail nppronching. A theill of joy shot through mo; 1
thought ne wore of work that day., An cxamination
through ibo gluss made them out to be w ship and u fore-
and-nlb sehoonor,  Qould it bo aiy ouo clse than Caplain
White? The island was nob frequented by vessols exeept
“for guano; but it seemed very strango to see a schooner, as
n vessol of that vig was not adapted to such & service, Mr.
Hall bogan to thiuk it might be some of General Rosas’
vessels despatehed {o drive away people engaged in taking
guano on the Potagoninn const. Tt had been reported, sonto
tima before, that o designed doing so. Ile heard the ruwmor
n fow wmonths provieus ol Montevideo 3 and wlso unother,
“that the Chilian government clahued the country, and were
determined to bold it.

Tho little sehooner led the way, considerably in advaneo

-
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of the ship,  Ags the vessels approached neaver, i.lmy pro-
#ontal & decidedly Yankoo look,  Wo watehod Uiom with
intense interest, as they passed the shoaly, and cume up
with & favoruble brecee, under a press of suil.  Soon they
entered the river’s mouth. On passing the north peint
the schooner stood wp, kecping the north shore, and cast
anchor, Tt was evident they were not acquainted with the
navigation, ng there is a lurge whoad running from tha
upper eand of the island ncarly to the mouth of the river,
and they had sailed within it,  On discovering the ecrror,
she attempted to keep off, but, in so doing, strmck ihe
lowor end of the shoul, Mr IHall muwmed the hawt, and
bourded the schooner. She proved to bo tho Washington,
tender to the ship Mudson, Captain Clilt, of Mystie, Con-
necticut, — a whaling vessel, just from the Talkland Tslands.
My, ITall promised to go on board again during the follow-
ing forenoon, and pilot the vessel into the chammel.

T went with him for thiy purpose; and, as it was calm,
the ancher was hovo awoigh, and, with tho boat ahead, weo
Lowed the schooner acresy tho shoal, which wb low weter is
plainly to be scen, but now, at floed tido, lad plenty of
water.  After getling into the right position, the anchor
was dropped, and we spent the day on board very pleas-
antly, The weather held moderate till afternoon. The
ship yet Jay off the mouth of the harbor, and made slow
progress upward, The schooner, the day before, hoing so
far ahond, hod pnly daylight and wind enough to got in;
and the ship, finding she would bo benighted, as tho wind
gank with tho sun, hauled on and off during the night, and
then lay with scavcely wind enough to fill the sils. A

smart breeze, however, sprung up in thé afterfioon, and sho
16
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came gallantly into port, only repeating the mistake made
by the schoaner between the chiannels; but pot off «t night
with the tide, and, afler some delay, anchiored securely in
sullicient dopth ol water. As sho jntended naking some
stay in port, she was snbsequently taken further up to the
proper anchorage, and was moored on the &th of October,
having come in on the 4ih,

Captain Clift had been informed by the mate, who had
been ashere, and Ly Mr. IIadl, of my misfloriunes and
adventures among the Palagonians, and on the following
day sonl o owosdinge nvitiug we ow loard Wi versal, Tlo
received me very cordidly, and ingisted that T shonld
make hig ship mwy homo uy long ay it should suit my con-
venience to do so. T a.eécpted his kind offer, first going on
shore, and communicating it to my libernl benefactor, Mz,
Hall. He at once assented that it would undoubtedly be
pleasontor to bo with my ceuntrymen. L could dot leave
him, howover, withoul endeavoring to express my carnest
gratitude for my resenc [vonm w vaptivity worse ulmost than
déath, wad for the kindly nymputhy nud generouw hospitality
that he had oxereised for two months. In y destituio
condition I had nothing but thanks to give, and I fervently
hoped he might never be in a situation to need the like
kindness from others; but he was assured, that whonever
or hewever it might be possible to show my gratitude in'a
moere gubstantinl maimer, it would be my happiness to do
so, e boggod mo to give myrolf no tronhle vn hab seoro,
insisted on my retuining the articles of clothing with which
ie had supplied me, hoped T would come often and sco him
while the vessels continned there, aud I bade this nobloe
specimen of the true-hearted Englishman a tearful good-by.
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CHADPTER X.

A Christinn slip-moster — Cruise for whales, nnd for o California-bound
vessel — An oubtlandish craft — An Awmerican vessel — Passage secured
fur Oulifornin ~ "Fompuostions presnge through tho Strolts of Magellan
- Wrllle dvmonsteatlons, with e fugloriows Bwuo — Chllan poont
gottloment — Plensing receplion - Extonsive  conl-mino —Sen-lions —
Mutiny of the convioty, and awlul futoe of the governor and chapluin.

Carrary Crrrr cordially welecomed me to his ship, and in-
mediately tendered me whatever T might need for personal
eomfort, I declined availing myself of his generosity,
assuring him that I ¢ould be comfortable with present sup-
plies; but he insisted on replonishing my wardrobe, siloncing
all ebjoctions by the remwrk that I plainly noedod the
wrticles, and Uimd it was o part of our duly on earth to
give to the needy. Captain Clift was a Christian in pre-
cept and example,  Jho had daily prayer on bonrd hig ship,
and made his religion an insepgrable part of himself;
something more than o professics, that did not expend
itself in words, but found cxpression in acts of kindness to
all within his reach, IIo had on board a poor sick Irish
lud, wlio was Laken into the cabin, nnd nursed witlh nll (Lo
ciro that eivcumstances ednitted, 1ad poor Mike been
hiis own son, he could not have done-mere for him.  Such
acts, incapable of bejng traced to any sordid or selfish
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motive, sprung spoutancously from his capacious heart,
full to overflowing with the milk of human kindness. As
the ship had been at .the Fulklund Islunds lor several
nionths, whero they lived exchmsively upon fresh meat, it
seomed tmpossible that there should be a case of scurvy on
boned ; bub the waptain vonunkod  that tho alageniun
eoast was the worsb Lic ever visited in this respect,

Tho erew, under dircelion of the mate, n hrother of the
captain, were busy in landing eattle, swine, empty casks
and other artieles, to make room on board for trying out
whaley, in case they captured any more, for which the
schooner was getiing ready to cruise up and down the
coast. The mate went in the tender on ler. fivst trip out ;
but she returned, in three or four days, unsucceseful, A
accond cruise was undertaken, but in n week's absenee only
ono while waa discovarad, wind this thoy fuiled to soenve.
A third aml still longer trip wag equally unsuccessful, and
thoy raturned not n little discournged.  Duriug thiy time 1
had repeatedly exchanged visits with B, ITall, and felt quite
comfortable in my new quarters; but snffered the misery of
idleness, and of impaticnee at my detention, even among
such gencrous and considerato fricnds,  Luriially to relieve
tho todium of imactivity, in compliance with an urgent
roquost for somo uscful omploymond, T was nllowel to
ropulr Liio shin's spanker, But I detenninel that, ou the
next croise of the tender, I would take a berth, in tho hope
of fulling in with some veszel bound around Cape ITorn, or
to DMoutevideo, Lio Juneiro, I'ernnmbuco, or any other
port front which it might ho possiblo 1o socurn n passago to
Oalifornin, —n Jund L was rosolved nb lonst Lo soo, niter
having got so far on my way, though so ineuspiciously.
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The vessel was goon ready to sail.  The evening before
our departure Mr. Iall visited me, and also came in the
morning, befure we were off ; — the wholesouled fellow!
I shall always pray for Wiy happiness,  Cuplain Clift
added to his other kinduesses by pressing upon 1ce varions
avkicles of comblort. for tha voyapgoe, with a nice clothes-bag
to contain them all. L parted from them, heartily praying
n coulinuance of God’s blessing on them both; adding,
however, thal it wag very likely they would see me turning
up among them, like a bad penny, on the rcturn of the
gchooncr. I fruth, my natural buoyancy had so far died
out, that but fuint hopes of a successful termination of tho
voyage, begun, so long hefore, under auspices apparcnily
cheering, now cncowrnged mo.  We hove up the anchor,
hoisted sail, and stecred out of the harbor - and down the
soust, vunning off sud standing in on the land, in hope to
full i with whales.  On the fourth duy out, we discovered
w il coming down the coast towards ws. It proved to bo
an outlandish-looking craft, from ber rig appearing to be 2
Portugucse rchooner.  We gailed towards her with a light
breeze, lowered our boat, and wert alongside the foreigner,
She had on boutd o Jarge crow of cut-throat looking follows,
loitering about. We were not asked on board, but re-
mained in tho beat talking with them through one of our
moen, o Portugnese.  They said they were Irom soms place,
the name of which I have now guite forgotten, up the
Straits of Gibraltar) and were hound through the Straits
of Magellan (, California, T suggested to Mr. Clift tho
propriety of gotding an board, and going to Port Famine or
Lo Cubifornin. Howid L eould do ss T pleased ; but thnt,

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for bis own part, he would feel hardly willing to trust him-
gelf among them, in which opinion I concurred.

Our Portuguese hand went on_ board, aud talked with
the captain of my adventurcs among the Indinus, and of
the ocenpation, &o., of our schooner. He was divected to
tnguire for whales, and brought us answer that several had
been seen: along the coast, some distance to ithe northward,
While this conversation was going on, o lal), hairy fellow
camo up fram the cubin, encased in o dark-coloved cloak
hoaving & red collur, and stripes of the same hue running
about the cdge; a hood, or cap, of divers gandy colors,
lay Dback on his shoulders, and another, gayly and pro-
fusely variegated in hue, was perched upon his head.
Altogetlor he was a comical-looking picce of human nature.
ITo took a look at our vesscl through the glass. Yu answer
to an inguiry through our interpreter,. we learned that
thoy bad passed, the day befure, an Amariean schaoncr
bound that way, which could not Lo far off, Que of tho
sailors passed some liquor to us over the side of the vessel ;
it was mnd stafly sod T could only out of compliment go
through with the fwm of dvinking. While this little
courtesy was enacting, our Iisau over-hoad was scanaing
the horizon with his glass, and at length exclaimed that
ho saw tho vessel; we turned, and distinctly peresived a
seil making towards us,

Wo soon returned to the tender, and stood in {or iho
shore, in order to cut off the approaching stranger; anx-
ibu to waoel boe, Twonl wloft (o the mart-hemid, whero the
view was hotter, and kept the mate advised of her cowrso.
Whon newr ewough to bo watehed From the deck, I eame
down, as vt was impossible she conld escape us. M. Clift

4
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offcred to bvard her, and I accordingly picked up my
things, ready for contingencies ; the breeze was light, and
the strange schooner approuched slowly. We stood in till
it wag judged we were in her track, and then hove to, with
the stars and stripes flying at the main gaff, as o signal
that we wished to speak her. Dresently the same beau-
tiful flag was run up hee main peak; on she came, — our
bout was lowered, Mr, Clift jumped In with me, and wo
were rewed alongside, the schoouer rounding to, and luying
by for us to come on board. Captain Clift anncunced
himself to the master of the schooner, who came to the
side to receive ug, and introduced me, Ile courtcously
invited wa on board, jocosely remarking that we had a
good many captains for one vessel, took ug into the cabin,
and treated us with the greatost civility.

The schooner proved ie be the lopewell, of New Or-
leans, Captain Mortam, from Antigun, and bound te San
Irancisco, through the Siraits of Magellan, There were
two passengers aboard, an American gentleman, and a Por-
tuguese, taken aboard nt Dahin, At Captain Morton’s
request, I gitvo a sketeh of my expedition and sojourn
among the cannibuls,  « You were bound to California
when you embarked ¢ he inquired, when I had concluded ;
“1 am bound there, and, if you wish to finish your voyage,
you esu go with me”” My mind was relieved; I almost
feaved to ask o passage, but my wish had been antic-
pated, —my request gencrously granted before it was
ublorml, T grstolully necopled his offer; remarking that
unless my versel hnd arvived in safely, of which I had no
asstivanoe, [ should find mysolt ns destitute on landing as
at thai mement ; Yut that be eounld leave me at Pord
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TFamine, if I beeame troublesome.  The ¢« John Alyne ™ I
gupposed Lo have boen Jost soen after my euptire; 1 hed
heard nothing of her since, e desived me to give myself
o troublo in id satier on Aés yoeound, nod oxoreted hime-
gelll Lo euterlain us, Ay we wore opposile the river Gal-
logos, and could casily run down to. Capo Virgin during
the night, Captain Morton felt in no hurry; and the
whaling schooner was very well posted for observation on
the coast, e that our men were well contented, and we
had & vory pleusunl soeind Intorview of two or threo hours,
Finally, after partaking of some refreshments, I bade adicu
to, my excellent friend Mr. Clift, and the two vessels
parted, to pursue heir diflcrent coursos,

During the night, we worked our way down to tho
siraity, I ent up (uito Juto with the capiain; and, when
ab length I retived to wmy state-reom, fell soundly aslecp,
The next morning we 'were ncarly opposite Cupe Virgin,
the north point of tho entrance to the straits. We were
rathor wido off the capo; tho wind wuy shead, and n good
sirong broozw; wo benl in ab Inst, aud anchered wnder
Point Dungeness. The Portugunese schooner was in the
offing ; she warked up bofore night, and anchored a little
to the windward of us. We lay at anchor. fhrough the
night; the next morning we both got under way, with a
light breezo, which lasted, however, but a little while,
when the wind camec round ahead. As we were passing
Point Dungencss, — it was not fairly daylight, and I had
nobt yat risen, — Mr. 1., one of the passengers, eried out
that the shore opposito was lined with Indians. T hurricd
on dook, to get o peep at them; upon looking, there ap-
penred o greab schoo’ of seals on the beach ; they secmed
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to be slanding up, und walking on their hind foel, s0 as
to have, in the dugk, very much the appearanco of Indinns.
With some difficulty we worked up to near the point
whero the dolw Allyne luy whon 1 mudo my unlucky visit
on shore, and ¢ to auchor ; so that I wns brought back
agein almost to the starting-point of thig. « eventful his-
tory,” — u revolution guggestive of many rcfections.

The next day there came a heavy gale; the Portugnese
schooner lrad anchored ov the preceding night, in the bight .
of Possession Buy, further down. We luy heavily pitel-
ing at our anchors till afternoor, when Captain Morton
determined Lo geb his anchors, if possible, and run down to
whore the foreign schooner lay, thinking it might prove a
safe anchorage. Aflter much trouble in raising the anchorg,
wo ran back, lkecping the lead going, and ruuning ot a
furious rate, under bare poles, exeepting the head of the
jib. The whole bay was a sheet of surf and foam. I bogan
to think we had nct much bettered our condition by re-
woving, Wo anchorod abreast of our Xertuguoso fiiend,
but still dvagged the anchors. Wo finally brought wp by
gecuring some ivon castings we had on bourd to the kedge;
the 'clmin-cn.b'lc wid veeved through them,— they were let
down ten or fittcen feet from the anchor. The snall kedge
thus fixed, with the weight attaclied to the chain, ploughed
to tho bottom, instead of being lilied out by the strain on
the cable, thereby performing the serviee of cne many
thnes its weight., Our littlo vessel rode out the gale,
which was of short durakion; as the gun wont down the
wind subsided. We had hoisted a small sail to the main-
mast, in shape sesembling a leg of mutton, to make the
vessel ride hewl to the wind, instead of dying in the trough

. of bha sor.  Tho tido, vuuuing at the Hie strengly aguiuat

the wind, causcd us Lo Jie nearly hroadsido to the foree of
the galo; bul this temporury suil, supplying the plics of
aflor-sail, cnused tho craft to lie move steadily. Jfust
before sunset we got aur uuchars at the bow, and were
undor olose-roofod snil, benting hnek o tha plioe we Jalt
in the forenoon, near the firgt navrows. We arvived there
in the ovening, and again anchored; the nest morning,
with a light breeze from the castwurd, we steod into the
narrows, in cowmpany with tho Portugnese schooner. Soon
after we had passed through the narvows, the wind came
abead ; we beat along, and anchored under Cape Gregory,
a fine anchorago,

Towards evening we discovered something sitting upon
n high, abrupt sand-chiff, on the bordm'ing shore; wo could
pereeive, by an ocu:miu}ml wavenent, thut it was o living
pronture,  Tho objool wia ol conaldoruhle inlerest, und
wat olosaly inspoctod witll the glass; nt Just it was pro-
nounced to be an Indian.  The shore was closely scanned
in all directions, to aseertain whether there woere more in
the vieinity ; none were in sight, and woe concluded to pay
tho selitary a visit; but, as handreds might be concealed
in the neighhorhood, we armed to the teeth,  Old flint-lock
muskets, rusty with long idleness, were dragged from their
biding-plneces, and treated to a dose of oil, to linber their
aged joints; new flints wero fitted to the locks, and every-
thing put in good order. The guns were heavily charged
with powder und shot; pistols and cutlasses, dirks and
bowie-knives, woro all in readiness, and the bont was along-
sido, waanal by the milam posdy o reopive ase Me I,
the first and sccond maties, and wmysclf, pushed off for the
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shorve.  Wo landed ot some distance [rom the object of
our visit, that we wight have a Dbetter opportunity to
survey Lhe coantry avound, « Before the Lout fiixly felt
the hottom, the second male jumped inte the water, aud
ran along the beach, until he could sce that the supposcd
Tudinn way o Invgo bird. To ruisod i gun, end fired ;
the bivd eawme tuwbling dowu the preeipice, and, on run-
ning up, we fowmd it to o o Targo condor. Tho Dutebumu
liad broken his wing. We caught our prize and took it
on board the vessel, and were heartily langhed at for our
paing by the captuin, who had been viewing the onslanght
through the glass, Mr. I was tcased by Lim wmany days
for the intrepidity of his clarge on the poor bitd, rushing
to the attack with o drawn sword in one hand, and a eocked
pistol in the other, We all felt a little erest-fullen, I
niut adwit, nftor having made such formideble prepara-
tions for un Badian {ight, to rotwrn with se inglorious w
prize s but, g none of my former tormentors conld renson-
ably be supposed to have struyed to thig part of the
country, and [ had no animositics towards other fribes to
be gratificd, I felt, on the whole, very well sutisfied with
the vesnlt. We measured the bivd; but, as I was not
o takin’ notes” ntb the time, it is now impossible to give
ity dimensions; it was very large,

The next day we commenced beating under a head-wind
through the sccond narrows; but, when partially throungh,
it commeneced blowhg so severcly that we wore compelled
to return to our anchorage at Cape Gregory. The follow-
ing dny wo double-recled the sails, hent throngh the nar-
rewr, ikl anchored in Unzy Harbor, Hors wo wonl on
shore, and discovered traces of Indians; thoe smoke of their

.
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fives was soon to the wostward. Wo roamed about on -
shoro for somo hours, but found nothing to intercat us; it

wing Bl excouding barv nad monutonous. Mo hreczo con-

tinuing fresh ahead, wo remained one day in the havbor,

spending our luisury in shovting sou-lowls, which wove very

gbundent. Unco mare we got under way, and anchored off

the mouth of Pecket 1larbor until daylight, theu stood into

Royal Rond, and passed to the westward of Elizabeth Island

into Catalina Bay.

Before passing Sandy Doint, wesaw several horsces, and a
Chilian flag flying. 'Wo hauled in and came to anchor, ag
we wished to procure wood and water. A large gathering
of Spaniarde from tho settlement cume to the shore. Among
them I -noticed a little man, handsomely dressed, with a
beautiful cloak, and o cap having a wide gilt band ; be ap-
pesred to be about fifty years old, A young wan, of per-
hups ihiety, of fue apponrnnos, sosapaniod bim, 11 was
dressod in military costume, blue trousars with while side-
abripe, blue cont with standing collar, and cloth cap with a
gilt band.  Lhoso importont porsonages wore 1o less than
tho governor and i3 highost officer. They wore walk-
Ing nlong b smvorsuiion, and e down lo miceb ol we wo
landed, shuking bauds, and asking us whoro we wers frow,
whither bound, and if we stood in need of anything. Capt.
Morton could undorstand the Spunish, when spoken, casicr
thun he could speak it himsell, I thereforo ncted as spokes-
man, sud replicd that wo wanted wood and waler. - Aflter
learning the quantity needed, his excollency gave his men
orderd ta cut and splii the wood, and draw it to the shore; and
said thiat if wo would send our water-casks nshore, his men
should il them. Tn due time both orders wero exceuted,
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and we received a good supply of these necessary stores
We were then invited Lo the governor’s louse. Hix tablo
wits sunpluously spread, end we wors ontertained in tho most
handsomo style. Ile was o kind, gontlemanly man, and
relused Lo roccive u ponny for the supplios ho furnished us,
but sceepted some presents {from the captain, The young
officer nlso trented vy very politely, and lospitably ontor-
tained ug in his house. Our vessel remained Liore about a
week, livery day the governor sent us a large bucket of
sweet niilk, and somctimes fresh beef. The place was o
Chiline penal gettlement, Ilo was about romoving the col-
ony from DPort Famine here, on account of the superiority
of the goil.  Thoe ycung soklier and the Catholic padrewero
hig principal officers. A part of the colany yet remained
rt Port Famine.

One day, while walking out with the governor to look at
tho seitlonmud, ho nsked i wo wora nequaintod with conl, T
replied, pointing to Mr, 10, that ho had boen an engineor on
soverel steambouls, snd ought to bo vhlo to judgo of cardon,

“as thoy culled it,  1fo seut his men along the littdo brook to
look for mowe., Thoy soan roturned with several small
apesimeny, which M, B, pronosncol good conl,  The.goy-
cernor spid that the little brook led up ta a large conl-mine,
six or seven miles buck, and he requested ugto go and look
atit. The next day he yoncwed the proposal, offered ua
horses and & man to clear thoway, and said the padre would
accompany us. I hesitated o libtle, suggesting that wo
might Bll M with Indiang,  But be said, and the priest con-
currcd, that thero was no dangor on that seorg, and we con-
sented to go,  We aceordingly went on shoro the following

. b . . .
morning, and found borses in readiness for us.  Mr. F., the
17
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padre and myself, slavted off, nccompanied by a Spaniard on
foot, aymed with an axe, to clear away the obstructions in
our puth. Alter leaviug the settloment, we plunged into o
thick wood, on low, marshy ground, and followed s blind
truil, leading now over the trunk ol & laxge tree, which our
horscs loaped with difficulty, now across a quagmire, which
had to bo filled with bushes 1o furnish a footheld, and agnin
was obstrustod by an overbanging treo, or pendent braneh,
which arrested aur progress. till it eould Dbe out away. In
this manner wo worked & passage for about & mile, when wo
emerged into an upland region free from underbrush. By
thiy time, the thought recurred that it was ratlier impru-
dent teavelling wnnimed in that misorable country, infestod
by savage mon und wild beasts; but T was in for it, and
jogged along with dogged rosolution. The faca of the soun-
try besprc woro wneven a8 we proceeded, tall trees were
numecons, and wo caught ag Occasionr;]_glill1psc of gnow on
Shabills, Wo scon rosched o boight nt which ‘there was
shundanes of snow. QOur guide strade in ndvsnco, hisSpan-
Il uxo swuwig upon Wiw whouldor, onlinly whisiling u tune
o himgelf. Ag wo wero deseending a steep place, my horso
apddenly stappod, and bont his hend whid logs to tho ground,
e Lo syddle wlippod ovor by lond, and his ehilare fustantly
found himsclF about thivty feet below, his Liead and hands
gtuck fust in tho snow, apd his heels elevatod high in air.
A little smart excrtion extricated e from my uncomfort-
able position. Dur guide eamo to me, ubtoring waledictions
on the stumbling beast. Clambering with me back to where
the horag stood, he beat him soundly, and again girt the
wddly so tightly thnt I almost feared it would sever lis
hody. T remonsiruted, bui lic replicd that it wan a bad

horse, and wag playing old tricks. At the bottom of the
declivity I remounted; we travelled through the snow as -
far ng wo could ride, then left our horses and continuod our
way on foot. Tho snow was vory deep, in places frozen
hard enangh to beur our weight. A walk of & mile or more
brought us, with somo fatigue, to the coalunine. Dut
there was suel a depth of snow that we could geo only hero
and there & projection of coal in the banks of the brook
which runs down from the menntaing to the scttloment.

The conl was pronounced by Mr. T. to be of good quality
for steambont use. Some picces which we brought down
with us burned very freely, and emitted great heat. Mr. T,
thought it a great discovery, and had an inclination to -
apply to the Chilian governmont for pormission to work the
mine. The Buenog Ayrcan goverument, also, I wag in-
formed, luid claifu to this desolate country. Iorest trees,
of great size, both of havd and soft wood, appeared to he
nbundari; und numorous strenns of watcr aro conveniont,
which could rendily supply water-power sufficient to man-
ulheturo nlinosb nny quantity of lambor, A canel night
very ensily be dug to the straits, or & ruilroad might bo
constryotod, su ng to tnko tho coal, with little trouble, from
the miino tu the ooluny.  Uhue padre bl thet an JGnglish
company, some Lime ago, started to oxplore this mine, but,
on account of the great depth of mow, gave up the ontor-
prise without inspection.

Wao returncd to tho settlement hefore night, and -went to
tlle'young officer’s houso, where we were bountifully sup-
pied with refreshments, and had a very pleasant, sociable
inferview, into which iho priest entored with Que spirit, in
respect both to the physical and mental refreshments, Ro-
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turned to the veseel ut dusk,  The next morn’ ¢ we landed
goma goods, and traded with the people.  rhe principal
articleg purchased wero congnr-sking, guanneo-sking, anl w
fow oslricli-sking, powed togethor in tho form ol o enpo, tho
long feathers being extracted, leaving a solt, downy sur-
face. The governor asked permission, which the captain
roadily granted, for somo of tho women to visit the vessel
and trade on board; and in the afternoon half & dozen or _
more of thom visited us, viewed tho vessel, purchased such
"articles a8 they wanted, and were then set on shore. We
gpeut hore a day or two more very agreeably, trading with
tho convisly und gimning i thu vivinity of tho zettloment,
Wo bnd a little sport in trying to capture somo sca-lions
that were gambolling around the vessel, but were unsuc-
cessful. We saw the skin of one that had been caplured by
one of the conviets; it was blavk, covered with a thick coab
of corrso hair, or rather bristles. In sizo Lhey wero about
oquul to the common bull-dog. They riso cverjy now il
then to Lho surface of the waier, to blow, Jike a porpoise.
Wo bado the governor, the yonny officer nmd the pedre, an
affectionnte farewell. Their kinduess aud conrtesy had
mado our vizit so ugreanblo tub wo woro almost sorry Lo
leave them. Not long afier our departure, we were rhocked
to Joarn that they had mot with o sudden and eruol fnte,
The vonvicts mutinied, and rose npon the officers. "o gov-
ornor mul tho priesk succooded in resohing tho eppesito
shore, where they remained three duys without food.  They
dcc_ided to return to the sett)oment, and abide the conse-
quonees, whalover they might he, "Tho convicts bound them
hand and foot, roasted them alive, burned Lheir boues, minl
danoad ovor thoir ashos! W had pardwl from thoy ux-
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pecting never again to sec their fauces, but had loved to
think of them ag still inhabiting that bleak shore, turning
it, by the magic of their cheerful temper,’into a pleasnnt
gardon, and warming it in tho glow of thoir kindly hearts,
Their ond was in gueh fearful contrust to their lves, and
did such violenco to our remembrance of their virtuos, that
the tidings affected us with a sense of porsonal losg, and
made that lonely spot at once among tho happicst and the
saddoat of my experience.

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CIHAPTER XT.

Qur next stopping-place was Port Famine, Wo woro
vigited, the first evoning alier we anchoered, bywthe ueting
governor of the colony and their Trish doctor.  IMve caplain
atd mysoll wont on shoro thu nestb day, and nade a vory
agrecable visib to the ofticers, who treated us with nmeh
palitenes,  Wo spont two or (hren dugs hore.  Wo next
casb anchor in Baiut Nicholuy’ Bay, w besutiful  harbor.
Going on shore, we obscrved the wawes of o u{umbcr of
vessels that had preceded us through the straits curved
upon trees, with e dates of the several inseriptions; we
added our own to the ealudogne, There were somc de-
serted bush-huts, probably of Terru-del-Rucganz, who fre-
quontly crems over the straily in their cunoes, wherr fizbing.
A suall, shallow sirvean, of luu-::h‘h(.-:m{y, flows into the
harbor ; we roweid up it for gome distance, ;_:-mmiu;; di the
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anks.
mado to advanco; bub wo were driven back g eoon as wo
cleared Cape Froward; und obliged lo relreal Lo our an-
chorage, Our vessel was flab, nond could not hold on before
a stiff breeze, bul was inclined, liko a crab, to move side-
ways. The wind having subsided, wo made sail Jate in
the alternoon, succoeded in doubling Cape Froward, and
dropped suohor in Snuy Day ; but, 10k being plessed with
our position, weighed anchor, and continued our course to
Fortescue Buy. In passing Cape Holland we saw a farge
company of Indinns, They paraded on ihe shore with
dingy flags flying, and waved skins in the air to nvito our
wpproach 3 bul we kept on our way without noticing them;
anchored, the next afternoon, in- Port Gallant,—a fine:
barbor, sheltored {rom all winds.  'Wo observed the wreok
ol sowe Jurgo vescl, and conjectured that it might bo that
of o Mrench bark of which'woe were told at Port Famine,
wlhich was run ushere and plundered by the Indiung, who
murdered the erew., We wore advised to keep a sharp
look-out for Endians hero, which wo fuiled not to do; bus
none made their appearance. As wo beat up Cpooked
Rewely, wndd passod e end 0f Carles TLL Tolands, wo dis-
covered o while flag tlying on the Toerrn-del-Fuegan shove.

Thinking it might be the signal of some while people who
had heen shipwrecked, we stood over into the opposite
chanuel, near enough to seo Indinns and their canoces on
the beach, ready to pay us a visit.  We hove about, hav-
ing no desive to make thetr accpunintance, and anchored,
Lowards night, in the henutiful Bog g Bay, opposite.

The most diffientt and dangerous feature of navigation
i the straits s the encountering of sndden and violent
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squalls, which strike the vessel mthont the least warning,
and wro froquently vnough lo wreck ln..L in a fow winutes
ovon in the hands of the most vxporienced senmen. We
found on shove inscriptions of Culifornin-bound vesscly, ne
bafore. On a branch of & tree everhauging a little stream,
wo found a bottle suspunded, eonfaining papors.  This wos
fukon en board, end its contents oxumined. Phree or four
vosoly, pnesing through the atraits, had loft memoranda of
thoir oxperience, —sch ag snow-stapms, loss of spars,
anchors, chains, &o. Captain MorEon wrote & humorons
anoeount of our voyage, to deposit in this repository of curi-
osittos ; und I udded w contribution, narrating my capture
by the Indians and esenpe, with s request tha, if it should
fall into Iwnds bound for the United States or Ingland, it
might be published. I little thought that it would beuri.to
my angious {riends the first inteligence pf my safety. I
loft lotters at Sea-fdon Island, to be forwarded by the fivst
opportunipy, which failed te reach their destinntion; but
this, bottled and suspended from « tree in the wilderness,
Arut foll indo the s of an Encion, whe solil i0 10 sone
pawsing trailor, by whont the soiled writing was dectphered,
and kindly forwarded to Smith’s News-room, ln Boslen,
and was published in the « Boston Atlas.” '

Our progress was alow, both wind and tide beine againyt
ug; & strong current sct constantly to the costward. At
Swallow liarbor, where we next anchored, wo were com-
pletely sheltered from the winds, except that which cano
doven fvom the lolty mountaiuvs, enlied by the miilors « wil
Jowawa.”  Tho seenery nrownd n excealingly wild,  Miore
WitH & honutifil watorfll on the mountain side, tho slream
probably fed by melling snow. We stopped at wpany
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harborg as we parsed :nlni:g, most of them quite sceura when
entered, bul dilicult of access.  Ualf-port Buy, at whick
wo touehed, in vory properly numed. It is but o slight in-
dentition in the Luod, and hag o bottom affording very
poor lolling-ground, covered with kelp; besides, it 18 very
imperfegtly sholtered Jrom the wind.  While lying here wo
had a severe gale from the westward, which produeed con-
siderablo “ chop.”  Qur vessol draggod her anchors, in con-
sequence of (heir beeowing foul with kelp.  lowever, by
dropping our kedge-anchor, and loading the ehaing, we
succeeded in arresting our motion before striking the rocks.
We Lad n narrow escape. '

At Cape Monday, having cast anchor, we discovered, tow-
ards night, a steamer on the Patagonian sgide, bound west-
wurd.,  Qur colors wers wet, ns thers were indicalions of n
dark and storiny night, and the steamer tornod about and
steered for our harbor,  This was a pleasaut ciremmstance,
as tho captain meant, if possible, to get fowed through the
stenits.  Tho vessel wnehored nenr us, and proved to bo tho
iew Fly, Caplain Smith onestor, built Jor an Lnglish
geutleman residing in Talehuana, and now bound to Val-
prraiso.  Caplain Smith had his daughter with him, and
half @ dozen pussengers.  We visited them, and were very
¢ivilly reccived, invited futo the cubin, wond introduced to
the young lady. On hearing my name, she observed that
they foomd at Borga Bay a paper in a Dbettle, deseribing
tho captivity of w perron heaving 1he samo name in Pata-
gonia, with an awceount of his eseape.  Cuplain Morton
infirmed her (at §was the writer of that document. ¢ Iy
ib possible 27 sho exclabmed ; “ ther you wre the hore of
those adventures!” ¢ cortainly am the unfortunate
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pevson thore degeribed,” I replicd, * though wholly un-
degorving tho mamo of hers,”  Sho expressal, as did all the
pusgongery, wuch sympathy, and asked many questiony in
, vegurd to the treatment reocived and tho lifo lod during
my onpbivity.

Captain Smith suggested that I might be able to give
him some Information in regard to twe Fnglishmen wheo
had been captured by the savages., e had orders from
tho Board of Admiralty to muke search at any places at
whicli he wmight touch on the Patagonion ecoash, and cn-
deavor to learn something of their fute. T told him shat I
knew something of certain Bnglish prisoncrs in that country,
and proceeded to relate what I had learned from the In-
dinns of the murder of Captain Iaton, and the capture and
subsoquont murder of Mossre, Simg and ‘])ougl:ws; giving
the names of the vessel and the prisoners {rom information
communicated by Mr. Hall. Captain Smith produced his
lettor of. ingtructions, and tho names and cirecumstances
porfeotly eaincided, oxeopt that the imstruotions deseribud
tha Avon ay n ship, while sho wus styled by Mr. Hallas a
brig; an immaterial varistion, as all classes of vessels
often pass nnder the genaral designation of + ships.,” My
doposition of tho fucts was written out by two of the pas-
songers; and, having boen read to me, I signed it, for trans-
mission- to Yngland. The English governpent, Captain
Smith said, had been at great paing and expegso to obfain
information of those unfortunatoe young men, who belonged
to highly rospectable fumilics in Mngland, and to facilitats
their cseape. Doats had been sent oub and buried in the
sand, and o great nunber of lhandkerchiefs had becn
printed, containing particalar statements of the situation of
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the buried boats; these had been distribubed to vossols
bound noar the I'atngonian const, to bo thrown ushoroe, in:
the lope that they might be picked up'by Indians, and
thus convey the desived informution to tho prisoners, if
thoy werd living,  In henring what tho British governmant
had done for its unforbunute Subjcctﬂ, I indulged in some
bitter remarks on the supposced neglect of our government
in respect ta my fute, in leaving me {ag I presumed to
© think) to pavish among cannibals, without making any
effort to learn my fate, or to rcscue me from destruclion ;
remarks of which I had abundant canse to be ashamed,
when I learned what had been actually attempted in my
béhalf.

Wo could cffect no arvangement to be towed by the
steamer, as tho eaptain said his stock of fuol was too gmall
to warrant running the risk of being retarded; besides, in
case of accideni, it would affect his insurance. Wo spent
part of the evening on board tho steamer; very soon aftor
returning to owr ghip, & boat, containing twe or throo of
the pussengers, drew up alongside, and a package was pui
into my hands contzining ten dollars, and a letter, signed
by the captain und puassengers, requesting my accoptance
of the gift, na a slight token of their rogard and sympathy.
While returning my hearty thanks for such a demonstra-
tion of kindness to a 'stmu;)ur, I begmed to decline the
money; but they urged ity aeouptancu, and T rc]uci.anl.ly
geatified their wishes, .

All the next day we beat along, till we found anchorage
at Round Islund for the night, On nearing the harbor, a
mast was observed on the rocks, lying partly out of the
woador, I took the boat, carly the next morning, to ascer-
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tain if it wons atinched 1o o wreck; but found i-]}:}t. it was
loose, and must have drifted there. T kuccked off the jron
band and cross-trees from the mast-head, and brought them
on board our vesscl. At Twmer Ilarber, our next port,
we noticed tlic wreck of a new vessel, lying well up on
the shore, lier bottom badly shutiered by the rocks an
which she hiad been driven, and both masts gone; it proved
to be tho «“John A. Suatier,” of Rhode Island. On the
opposite shore were parts of iron-mills, and otlior maghin-
ory, probubly designed for use in California. The shore
was strewed with trunks and chests, from the wreek ; she
had been stripped of overything valuable. The cabin on,
deck had been cut, and partinily burned, by those touching
at tho harbor. We fished up a bundle of steel rods from
the hold, which was partly filled with gand and water.
The vessel had been wreeked, as we afterwards ascertained,
in o thick fog, on enc of ihe little islands off the western
manth of the struits, nnd drifted back to the harbor, where
we found hor. While we wore here, the schooner Julius
Pringle, of Now Tondon, bound fo hlifornin, enmy in nnd
anchored, The next day o fino wind bore us to Moerey
Harbor, tho last anchorage in the Straits of Magellan.
The harbor iz a good one; and we determined not to leave
it till wo had o good wimd, thnt would tako ws well out,
fur cnough to clear the islends lying off the novth side
Wo remained sovernl .duya waiting for 2 south-westorly
wind, ‘during which delay o pilot-bost, bound fer the
golden country, enme up with uws. Our time here was
spunt very agreoably ; our passage through the straits had
consmed fifty-ono days, and bad been elfocted withoud
accident, though we had wilucsscd' {'cpcatcd tokeus of dis-
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aster 1o some of our predecessors. By way of cclebrating
our snceess, we gobt up a “clam-bake,” minues the clams, in
dten of which we collected and roasted 2 quanlity of mus-
cles, by burying them in the carth, and applying hot
stones ; they proved exeellent eating, and we bad “n good
time.”

Qur mate, who was o gensible young man, of gooed educa-
tion, had two foibles; be was a decided grumbler, and, in
his conviviality, he was a little Zos far from total absti-
nence.  Ho lad a particnlar dislike of a2 dog on board,
purchased at Sundy Point, — a thievish rascal, that always
had hig nose in anything thal was dirty; cven the tar and
slush-buckets did not escape hig attentions. On the even-
ing of the clam-bake, the nmte was a little exhilarated ;
and, having pulled off his pea-jacket prepuratory to «turn-
ing in” for the night, he seized Bose, mistaking him for
the jacket he kad just dropped, and threw him into his
berth. The dog was uot ab all displeased with such com-
fortable quarters, and lay down very nicely with bis
unexpected bed-fellow. T ohserved the mate, the next
morning, sitbing near his berth, yawning; his cyes pres-
ently rested om the detested Bose; his feet were in quiek
motion, and an uneeremenious kick turned the dog out as
sitdenly ng o had heea aened . Lo incident aflorded
us i hearty lungh al Lhe mate’s expeaso, who hecame, for
the rest of the yoyuage, u deeided temperance man.

Tired of our detention, we put off in unfuvorablo weatl-
or; the Pringle and the piloi-hoat (whose name I have
furgotten) getting out with us, hut wo found it expedient
to vebreat to our anchoruge. A gale soon followed, which
prolonged our stay | when tts fury was past, we gob oub

18
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and procecded northward, for Callao. In passing the port
of Jusn Fornandes, we saw o whalingship just pulting
out to son; we had designed to gtop hero for some supplics,
but concluded that wo could botter obtain them wt Callao,
and bold on our course. Ln aur way to Unllue wo spuke
the bark Sarnh, Captain Morse, from New Bedford,
bound to OCalifornia with a company of gixty mcmbora,
of whioh Ouptain Morso was president. Our eaptuin told
thom that he had on board a man firom New Bedford, —
Captain DBourno, — oscaped from captivity among the
Indians, Captain Morse replicd that le rocollected tho
Blbop of war Vandalia was sent down fo the straits in.
search of him, Presently & crowd of persons surromnded
the captain of the Sarah, who appeared to be talking car-
nostly ; the bark twns soon hovo to, and several gentlemen
from Now Buedlord same 1o we 1n s hont.  They soemoed
ovorjoyed to lind me alive and well, and mude numerons
inquirios ‘sbout my captivity and rescue. They informed
me that the Vandulin wag despatehied by our government
to my rolief, with orders to punish wy captors, il expudient
and practicable. Ifram thom, alse, I gained the fixst in-
formation concerning my ship and shipmates; it scemed
that the vessel, with the Hobo and the J, B3. Gager, lost
their ohning and nnchora in tho straisg, nad dragged out to
son, ‘Iho Jeln Ablyno, allor stooring lwo ar three dayn
for Bontovidoo, to rapnir and ebtain supplivy, ascortuived
ihot thoy hed water cnough whoard to ewrry thowm araund
Ui_;po Llorn, the only practicable course, as, without chaing
and anchors, it wus impassiblo (o enter the sbraits,  With
the sonenrrence of all on bonred, i was cdocided to nttempd
the prasage round the capu us they were,  They cncoun
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tered o gale off the Horn ; and, while lying to, the vesscl
was knocked on her beam ends.  The seeond mate, Mr. I,
Urapo, of Now DBediord, was washed overboard! and lost;
sthers wera badly bruised, some narrowly cseaping the
doont of the mulo, The wabin partly fillod with watoer;
but the sshooner righted, with the loss of spars, sails, bul-
warks, caboose, and stanchions. She finally weathered tha
gale, and urrived at Valparaiso, forty-one days aftor I way
left in Patagonia, Hore the vessel was repaived, at great
cost, and procecdgd safely to Calilornia. After the rela-
tion of this chapter of aceidents, T gave them a brief par-
rative of my adventures among tho Patagonians; they
roturned towards night to their ship. The wind was Jight,
ond in the morning we were still near cach othor; sevornl
of the passcngers came to us in a boat, bringing with them

nogqundity  of Awosiewn newspapors. L found in thom

netices of the disasters that beleld my vessol, and the par-
ticulars of my capture. Thoe papers were lent to me until
wo should meet at Calleo, —a grea{ favor ; their contents
wore devoured with a high relish, w3 they were the first
American papers 1 had scen since my capturs. Both
vessels axrived safely, on the third day afterwards, at
Jallao. '

In the evoning afior our arvival, T went with the ecap-
tain mwl Mr. Boon oard lie Snesh, and speud an hour
vory agrecably., The pussengers. lid agreed to tako tho
diligenco noxb morning, nud visik the cily of Lima, gix
miles distant, and they inviled us to join them. Mr. IV
nssented, but 1 declined, preferring, on tho whole, to
contiin on whiphoned,  The parly  wore on shore hotinios
the wext morning, except DMr. I, who conswined so much
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time in urging me to go with them, in which Captain
Morton joined, that he said the company must have gob
oft; and, unless I would ascompany him on horseback, ho
would have to bear me company in the ship; so, rather
than disappeiut bim, though curing buot little personally
for the jumt, I yielded. We wont ashore nmmediziely,
procured horses, und, having foand our friends, vambled
over the eily, viewing the numerons public buildings by
which it is adorned.  Wo wire continuully boscet by shriv-

~elled, cadaverous beggars; they posted themselves at

“avory corner, wnd hesought us, by the Blessed Virgin, to

give them alms.  The day passed, on the whele, so pleus.
antly, und lhere remained so many objects of intorest
unvisited, we rather rogretted that it was not longer, The
diligencs drove up to tho hotel towavds ovening, to 1nke
our fiiends to the port; we started for onr horses, intend-
ing to overtake and accompany them in their drive, but
missod our way, Somo timo clupsed beloro we found our-
selves nt the gate of the city, opening en the beausiful
public roud to Culluo.  As wo pnssed ont, we drow up at
& respectable-looking ranche; two young Spaniurds ap-
peared to bo tho only occupanis. With some little delay,
during which one of the two slepped out at a back door,
wo pracured gigars, lighted them, angd were méving towards
the cntrance, Whilst 1 was paying for them, my com-
panion got the start of ma,  As I was placiug my foot in
tho stirrap, twenty or thirty mounted hovsemen dushed
through the gateway, up to the house. They were armed
to tho teetl; their holsters stuck full of pistalg, and [
could #ee shining blades protruding through their gar-
ments,  They lhad o desperate, Jawless look, wnlike i
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of soldiers or civil ollicers, and it seemed to me they were no
better than they should be. I'thought of the delay in giving
us our oigars, and it struck me that one of thoe troop strongly
resembled the fellow who atepped out so quietly on our en-
tranoe. I sprang into the saddle and gave my horse twe or
three smart raps, under the stitmulug of which ho cleared the
cangeway between the sidewalk and tho road at o single bound,
und speedily overtook my companion. Ifo had cought »
glimpse of tho urmed cavaleade, and we urged oar liorses ab
full speed for about a mile, without looking buck., On turn- -
ing, nothing was scen but u long streak of dust. We then
comparad notes touching tho srmed men, and agreed that
wo were best off ab a distuuce from tirem. We made the
best of our \%va.y to Callao, which we reached a little after
durk, and found the caplain delighted at our safo return, as
ho had feared some aceident, having heard since morning of
sovorul vebberies lately comnitted en that road. Ilo had
been told that a perfect understanding existed between the
rabbers and the people of Cuallao, who gave daily intelli-
genee of persong leaving tho port for the city; and that
everr officers of the goverument woro suspocted of conniving
ab these cubrages, if not actually in league with the banditti,
As yob, ull attempis to fervet them out and break up their
combination had failed. Our deseription of the party we cn-
countered go far agreed with the statculenty of American
residents at Callao, that we were congratulated, and folt
disposed to congrotulate ourselves, on ouwr safe journey.
Neither of us was burdened with plate, and we had no moro
cffective weapons than our jack-kuives,

As a nationnl vussel had been ordered to the coast of
Patagonia ler my relief, T thought it my duty te repovt

i8*
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mysclf the next day te the Ameriean consul, who wag much
interested by the reeitul of my experience,  Whe brig Ann
and Julia, Cnptain Medlisier, of New Ueloany, cane into
15011‘. o day or two alter,  Gaptain Medldistor said (hat the
Yandalia came into Rio Jancire while he was there, shipped
more men, and sailed sonthwurd in great haste. _

Having obinined wood and wator and other nocessary
sapplies, we put out to sea onee more. I must not omit to
record the kinducsy shown, and the still greater kinduess
tondered me, by tho caplain of the Burah, and il the
members of the company. They offered me a free passage
and any assistunce I might need on arrival in Culifernia;
but the genorosity of Captuiv Morton had supplied all pres-
ent needs, and, with all gratitude for their proflered aid, I
was not willing to tax their l;ount_y in advance, We stood
woll {o the westward belore crossing tho line, s only light
windg ean bo oxpooted before reaching from five to seven
dograes of north or south Jatituds, when the trade-winds sot
i Wo und a paseagu o thicky-sovon duys Crom Cellos Lo
Hon reancineo, which wus v very good tine, consiclering the
suiting qualities of vur vessel.  Wo anchored tn the heauii-
fal harbor, February 19, 1850, one year amd scven days
from the date of my leaving New Bedford.

Any deneription of Bun Francises wonld o ultogether
superfiuous, n3 hor streels, even, wre funiliur in the staiey
18 hovdahold words. I found, upon going ashore, letlers from
thoso most dear Lo me, which had long uwaited my arrvival ;
also one from o brother then in Uuslifornia. e stated that
Dmedinlely en hearing of my misfortunes be sturbed for San
Franciseo to sco Comnmodore Jones, then on that station, and
endeavor to induce him to muke an cilorl for my release.
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On making his business known, the pgallant commodoroe
informed him that he had aiveady heard of it and had de-
spalehed the sloop-of-wur Levant for my rescue, in the full
confidence thut the cuterprise’ would be successlul. When
I wus telling the Indian couneil thut flourishing story of my
congcquence ab iione, and of the big ships and little ships, the
big guns and little guus, thal were at my comnmud, ready
lo avenge any mischiefl they might do me, I little thought
how Jitcrally the action of our government, and the spon-
tanocouy kindnesy ef Commodore dJones, were vorifying my
words, The sympathy manifested in my behalf by the gal-
lant commodore deserves more than this passing notice.
My brother alse left & deposit of fundg against my arrival,
if it ever occurred, of the probability of which he was in
some doubt; also his address, and Lhat of another brother,
who was then ob the mines, I could learn but little as to
the fate of my vessol, or of my effects on board, except that
ghe had duly arrived there, and, after much disagreement
il dinpute ameng (he conpuny, hud boon sold for w triflo
above the costs of repair on the pagsage,  Thig oporatlon, [
thought, savored litile of' Ynukeo shrowduess; since wo
arrived at o later date; with o vesscl of abeut the same size,
age und value, ab w time when shipping was in less demand,
andd solid hier for noarly three times tho amount. I was
happy Lo meet many sequaintauces, who gave me a hearly
welcome, and showed me kindness I can nover {osget,

The sehooner J. Pringle, from which woe parted on issuing
from the Straits of Magellan, arrived in port very soon
alter uy, having touched «b Valparaiso. Iler captain said
that he found the sleop-of-war Vandalia at Valparaiso, to
obtain chaing and an anchor, as sho had lost one anchor and
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ono hundred and thivky fathoma o ohnin in Pomossion Buy,
and was obliged to double Capo Horn. She was to suil again
for Datagonia 03 goon as the damages were repuired, enter-
ing the western mouth of the straits.  Captain 1B, reported
my escape, and that I was safe on board the Hopewell, for
California, informing the officers that he parted company
with moat Morey Harbor — intelligonco that was rocvived
with demonslrations of lively plensure.

Being unable to obiaie any information of my personal
offoots, loft on tho John Allyns, I loft this mushreom city
on the third day wlter my arrival, and took passage in tho
steamer Bepator for Sucrmnento, at the moderate faro of
twenly-five dollars for a passaga of a fow hours’ duration.
I found this city of rag houses full of the indications of its
rosend nod rapid goltlemont,. Tho slrecis abounded in mud, a
foot or more in depth. Heve I rocovored iy chost, but the
trunks containing my clothing woro missing. Our comnpany,
. it appeared, had broken up, and its members woro dispersed
hithor and thither in tho minos, every man for hinwelf My
brothovs, as near 28 I could a#ceetain, wore seventy wilos
digtant, poasibly removed to the Middle Fork of the Ameri-
can rivor, and I decided to start on foot. Accordingly, hav-
ing purchaged, at enormous prices, a air of red flanncl
blunkots, thick boots, o rific and revelver, and other neees-
sary equipmonts, I scb out for the mines the next norning,
in company with two or three porsons from the States. The
rond wes cxceedingly nuddy, but materially improved after
pussing Sutber's Kort.  Wo had travelled ten miles, when I
found that wy feet wers so bodly blistered that I could
procoed no furthor, and advised my companions to go on with-
out me. DMy feet wero in fact almost completely skinned,
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Alter resting ub n public-houso till the unext norning, and
encasing my sore [eetin a pair of poor, thin shooy, § pursued
my journcy. 1 made very slow progress,  An ox-team
overtook e, the owner of which kepta house, or, more prop-
erly speaking, a booth, for boarding and lodging miners,
five or six miles shead.  He kindly offered me a ride, which
L gladly aceepted, and Jodged with him for tho night.

My journoy the next day wus Joss fuliguing ; on the duy
following X arrived at Georgetown, where I found that ay
Lrothers had built them a house and spent the winter, but
had now left the place, and removed to the Middle Fork.
The distance was twenty wiles by ene route and fifteen by
another, The longest road, was covsidered the best, and 1
followed it, lodging ut mighi in o low grog-shop, denomi-
nated an inn, A snow-storm detnined moe here during tho
next forenoon, I3y noon it appeared to have cleared up,
and I reswmned my march, but had not gone more than a
mile before it bogan snowing again, as fast as before; yet 1
was rosolved wot to turn back.  Fhe smow, however, fell so
fast, and with increasing violence, aud tho rcad was so
wretched, that this reselution was somewhat shuken, The
way led through a forest of lofty pines, the Jund broken by
deep gulches and high hills,  As I trudged along through
the deep snow, my atbention was suddenly attracted to a
clump of hushes by the wayside, that uppeared to wave to
and fro, as if agitated by something moro than wind. I felt
{or my knife and pistol, to make sure they were where they
could be made immediately availuble, placed my hand on
the lock of niy rifle, and awaited in silence tho approach of
my uuscen visitor, 'resently a pair of large, ghistening
eyes glared at me throngh an oponing in the bushes. Noth-
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ing olso was discorniblo; the form,and oven the head, of
the animal to whom thewe fieree optics appertuined, could
not bo mwade out. But thoir gnze wus fixed steadily upon
me, and I rofurmed it with cqual stendiness, i not cqual
brillianey and cffect, without once changing my position. I
had heard of looking wild animals’ out of countenance,
amd determined to try the cxperiment, before resorting to
any other decisive micasures.  After pgazing fixedly at tho
mysterious oocupant of the thicket for a fuw minutes, he
turned and walked leisurely awny, giving mo only an im-
perfoct view of lus figure. So far as I could distinguish
the shape, it appeared to be n grisly benr, though not of the
argest size. T was glad to get rid of so ugly n customer
on such casy bterms, and went on my way rojaicing, flwugh
it was o weary and desolate one. '

Boiwg vory mush fitigued, L hnliod ny the foot of o lnrgo
onk-tree, ag the shades of evening were closing avound o,
with tho design of chimbing it, and spending the uight as
comfortubly as I could in its branches, — the lodging that
I hud antigipetod might bo tho only available one.  But,
nttor n ftny aminuley’ rusi, 1 roused my fagring onergics and
concluded to foel — for I could not scc — my way u little
further, before roosting for the night.  Fhe darkness of the
night, decponed by tha storm, hid tho path so ofiectually,
that the Yankes fuculty of guessing was colled into abun-
.dant exorcigo, I trudged ulong, however, with dogged doter-
mination, which was very soon rewarded.,  IIalf o mile had
sonrooly been passed, when a bright light greoted me, issuing
from a tont,  Walking up to it, T found it oveupied by ihres
mon, omigrants rom the vieinily of my naiive plage. They
vordiully woleemod wad  liowpilably ontortained me, on
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Iearuing who I was, and promised me every assistance in
their power, .

The next morning I set out agnin, and reached the rivor,
I wng at no loss to designate the spot where my Drothers
wero likely to be found, but a fornidable barrier jinter-
posed : a rapid and swollen stream scparated ug, just as wo
were almost within speaking distance. 1 walked aleng the
shore to find a Jog or some wood with which to construet a
float ; nothing could be found, It was a grievous disap-
pointracnt; my evil star, I thonght, had not yot waned.
At the opposite shore, fustened to the branch of a tree, lay
o snug little raft, as if in mockery. I inust spend the
night, it seomed, on the rivoer banks, without food or sheltor,
and within sight of my friends. Just before night 1 was
fortunate enough to desery a man on the further shore, wha
appoured to be ou Lhe look-cut for sore ono, and hailed him.
Ile answered, and forthwith took mo over. I was soon in
the presence of my two brothors, ncithor of whom ot fivst
rocognized me, It was & happy meeting, and on their part
wholly unexpectwd, ns thoy had given meo up for Jost.
Aller many congrabulation: wd inmunovable guoslions,
rapidly intcrch:ulgud,i mentioned the difliculty I had in
making the last stage of Lhe journey to them, — the passage
of the river.  They said that they wore on the look-out that
evening foy one of their number; otherwise, I might have
staid there a week without attracting the attention of any-
body. They congratulaied me on my ill suceess in search-
ing for o log, or the muterinly to eonstruet a float, Tho
wdbempt o eross would have hoen extromely hazardous, and
very likely fatal. ‘Mhe viver way full of rapids, ceconlris
currents, aml other perily, making it at all Limes diflicult to
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cross, with the best fucilities that could be commanded.
Of all this I had ample confirmation in no long time after,
Two men started to paddle themselves over in 2 canoc at
the samo place. Defore they roached the opposite shore,
their eanoe was borne down the sireum into the rapids, and
dashed to picces against the rocks. One of them was
drowned ; the other caught the top of 2 small tree just
boforo reachiug tho rapids, By collecting all the vopes and
lines wo could find, attaching r slone Lo one end and throw-
ing it within his veach, the means of reseuc, after several
trinls, woro put into his power. Such was the rear of the
waters we conld not speak in tones andible by himn, but
mado signs to him to sccurn the rope nbout his body, andhe
wag drawn to the shore in safoty. A similar aceident after-
wards happened to one of my brothevs, in attempting to
cross with another man upen a raft. The swift current
drified thom within the pewer of tho rapids, ind it wos only
by the groatost oxertions thut they eserped tha boiling ahyny
below, .
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CITAPTER XII.

A gigantio speculation, with » dwarfish result—Porily of waters— Siok-

Ox my arrival at the mines, T found my brothers en-
ghged in a company of twenty men, organized for the
purpose of tunnclling a mountain ridge, and digging a
racewny ab by base, with & view to dam tho river and
turn it through the tunnel. By this means thoe bed of the
river, for a mile or more, wonld be laid bare, and gold in
great profusion, it wag belicved, would be discovered.
Nineteen of the members wore on the ground ; the twenticth
was unable to come; and, thongh there were several ap-
plicants for the vacancy, I was chosen to fill ik. Wo
cammenced operations in about a weck, It may give a
elearer idea of the magnitude of the work, to state that an
oxcaration, twelvo feet wide by soven deep, was made, by
Llasting threngh rock (slate wnd granite) a distance of
over « lumdred feet, e race was nearly half o mile in
length; the prizes paid for cvery article of food were
enormous, Defore turning the river, we let out the ex-

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peoted field of gold to be worked by scven nundred men,
who were to givo ug onc-hall of the produce; there wus
gront oxpootution. The work was the grontest of this
naturo that had yet been undertaken in Californin; we
had worked hard through u whole season, and brought it
to & suecessful completion, without any futal accident,
though several dangerous civcumstances had threatened Lo
retard its progress. Dverything being prepared, the dum
was closed, tho river rase, — pressed, as if angrily, against
tho new barrier that opposed its wonted flow, — and then
sullenly cxplored tho novel course that solieited its wators.
The dry channel was cagerly attacked; but, alas for
human hopes! it proved to be anything “ut rich; in fact,
it wag loss favorable for working than the average, and
tho diggoery abaudousd the spot, loaving tho compuny chu-
grined, and greatly disheartencd at their fruitless con-
clysion,

I cama very near being delivered from this disnppoint.
ment, and {rom all other carthly caves, — those of anthor-
ship inclidadl, — by o sty teip into the tapids.  During
tho intervals of our work, a young man of the company
undertook with me to construet a eanoe, and cstablish o
ferry for passengors- across the river. Our skiff, on its
completion, was carried by all hauds to the river bauk, and
committed Lo the stream, with all tho ceremonies custonmry
on the luunching of larger eraft. A successlul adventure
was made, the next day, with one passenger. On the
following day six miners applied for passage; I took half
of them on board, with their picks, pans and shovels, aud
startod with them. We Lad approached within ten fuct
of tho opposite bauk, when a counter-current suddenly
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struck ug, whirled the head of the bout from the divection
of the shore, and, i spite of the utmost exertion, carvied
us into the sbrewm, and almost over thoe rapids. By » suc-
cessful manceuvre weo turned her head up stream, and
paddled woderately till wo had passed the dangerous spot,
At length, after o great stroggle with hominent danger,
1-the midst of which the passengors were praying nnd
erying for mevey and help, we reached somo trees, standing
in the swollen stream. By taking hold of one of the
branches the boat was brought to, but with such violence
as to dash in hor side; we sprang safely into the trecs as
soont ag the boat struck. Qur fricuds on shore cutb poles,
and extended them to us, by help of which wo were soon
on tovrn firma, One boat rolled over, and sunk, An nttack
of dysentery soon alter interrupted my work, but not for a
greas length of time.

After the failure of our river speculatioun, [ u.pcut. $0Me
time “ prospecling ” for a desirable “«digging” DBefore
one was discovercd that offered much indueement, I was
nain progiended by illness, during which my brothors
joed mee, with the monrnful intelligence that my little
son was no move! These heavy tidings, at such a time,
proved almost too much for an cufeebled body and anxions
mind; it wis the thought of my little fumily thay nerved
wmy apirit against despuir, in the dievkest honvs of eaptivity.
A blow there twmncd wy strength into weakuess, and my
weakness well-nigh into absolute helplessness,

It would Lo too far from ihe purposc of this volwmo
to solicit the readers company through all my wanderings
for a yeur and a half in this wonderful country, to which
o many high hopes ave carried, and from which so many
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sud dimuppointivenis are daily borso. LU 36 onongl to say
thut I hnd pix successive nblacks of sickness, tho list tho
mast severs, of all; T was brought to deallb’s door, and
had little hope of secing home again, After 2 monih's
illness, my medical attendant wdvised, u return {o the
States, &s soon as I could bear the excrcise of riding, At
the eurliest day prudence would allow, I was carried, with
all praclicuble care, to Sacrumento, a city 1 had nob scen
sined I passed throngh it a year and a hall hefore.  Its
appearance was greally improved in every respect.  With
tho incrcased supply of necessuries and eonvenicnces, tha
fabulous prices of cighteen months before had given place
0 more soeber, avlhentie, and natter-of-fict demands;
stenmboat fare had fullen from twenty-live dellars {o one,
~und the erowding and shouting of runners compared with
the most .active seencs of the kind to be witnessed in New
York or Albany, We arrived at SBan Francisco during ihe
night; as the day duwned, and the mist tut covered the
town was lifted, the speetiele that met the view was Jike
ouchantment ; & compact and well-built vity had vison, ity
beamuti\[hl harbor lined with extensive wharves, spacions
warchousos, and elegant diwvellings, fronting upon browed
streets, und ail appliances of businesy and pleasure offering
themselves in profusion,

I walkod to the nearest hatol, us I was 1oo fouble to go a
hundeed yards:  The lriend who sccompanicd wme, and took
upon himself’ all eare of the voyage in respeet to both of
ug, found that the steawers were crowded to the uimost,
and engagod passage in a hark for San Juan del Sad, v
Tanpmn,  We oxamined the privted bith ol five, and
thought it would be vory sutisfclory, if its promises wgro
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fulilled. I noliced, however, 1hat the poiutoes on Loard
werc of bal fuality, and suggested the propriety of raising
& commitbae of passengers Lo investignto the stores;-bub the
motion was overruled as unnccessary.

We put to sea with about a himdred and thirty pas-
sengers, many of whom suffered scvcrély {rom sen-sickness,
These fmproved in a fow days, and began to feel liko
ealing; but, to their consternation, nstead of wlolesome
provisions and fresh water, nothing was to be had Dbut
spoiled meat, and water thub was unfit to drink, having
been put up in old beer-casks and become tainted,—and a
short allowance of that, We were stinted to three pints u
day each for drinking and valinary purposes. The only
wholesome and eatable articles of food were pork, bread
snd dried apples. Ten and colive were too wretehed to be
used.  Those wiscaeres who hud so summarily declined any
exawination of the 1)1‘0\’1350;[5 before starting now came to
me with very long faces, conlessing their ervor when it was
too lute to be remedied.  Tor forty-cight days they lun-
guished on this miserable fare.  There were many quarrels
and contentions on bourd, growing out of these diflicultics,
aud some cuscs of sickness. We bueried dwo men b sea
and vne the day alter our arrival in port; and the whole
company, in i'zw!., were liltle better than skeletons when
they reachod San Juan,  As Lo myself; my appetite eraved
bt little food, and the sea air agrced so well with me that
I had almost recovered on arrival there.

We monnted mules on the following day, and crossed to
Like Nigwagua, which we reached just too late for iho
sleewer,  Mowe ol tho company wonb up the Juko und pro-
curcd srall sl o take them weross, but I decided to

remain till ihe arrival of another regular steaner from Ban
Prunchico, 'This deluined us two weeks, when we pro-
ceeded to Ueorgotown, on the Atlwntie shore, und fook
pussago on Loard the steamer Danicl Webster, for New
Yark, vie Havann, A% wo pussed oul of the ladbor n
salute was fired for the United States steamer Saranac,
. then visiting that port to investigate the allnir of the
British brig Iixpress fiving into one of our steamers a short
time belore, on acoount of a refusal to pay certain port
charges.  When fairly vulside the bar, the tables were scl,
and the langry passengers bad began fortifying their
stomachs with euge. cinulation, when I perceived o com-
motion amony the officers and men betokening something
wyong.  Presently the head punip was working lively, and
the mon appeared, vunuing with buckets of waicr. Fo the
questions rained upon them they made no reply, but
hastened alqng in silence. The boat had taken fire, but it
was promptly extinguizhed before many of the passengers
suspected it. .
- O oarvival nb Tlavioae we gochared, after daek, winder the
walls of the forl, and gur fires were allowed Lo go out.
During the night a breese sprung np, producing a swell in
the harbor, which rendered our position a dungerous oue, as
there was not room for the hoat to swing around clear of
tho roeks, The pussengers all et extremely anxijous for
their safely ; bat the fices were renewed, suflicicud stenmn
was soon generated to work the ponderous engine, the
steamer swang slowly and safely around, and we wern sali.
The Spanish guard-heats ordeved us back Lo our fivst an-
vlioragy, bl the captuin oplied thut he was naster ol
vessol wud show 1 pal hier o a place of snlety.
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The next moming we tovk in coal and started for New
York. I was seized, on the following day, for the first
timo In oy life, with chilly and fever, but partially re-
zavered, under eare of the ship’s physician, before arriving
in port.  We nmdo New York without nccident, and having
spent {wo days in the eity, the steamer State of Daine bore
me to my home, January 18U, 1852, — afier an absence of
three years, lacking o month, ~ with & hecart rising grate-
fully to God for his nuny interpositiong in my behalf, to
deliver me from the perils of the sen and the perils of tho
Yandh.

Tt can searcely. be necessary, for the henelit of any reader
who has fullowed me through the course of this navvitive,
to add any remarks on the hazards of visiting Patagonia,
or the conseqnenees likely 1o ensue in the cvent of ship-
wreck on that desolate coast. The land is dreary, aud it
wore a suflicient trial of fortitude to be cast away upon it
~ Lo run the Duinent visk of pevishing by cold, aud
hungise and thist.  But the extremest peril arising from
ihe poverly ol the country is exhilarsling, compnred with
the iender mevcies of the people. Ruther than trust to
their protection, better hide drom the light of day end gnaw
the bark of stunted trees for (ood, drinking, as 1 did, from
the briny sen. The dread which has detorred voysgers
from entering the country, o even touching tho shore,
uuless armed Lo the teeth, offering articles of traflic with
one hand and holding a Joaded musket in the other, is ho
were than veasonable. I dv not lmow that the conntry has
ever Leen exploved by civilized nnae Who oflicors wid mon
of the Adveniure and Beagle, two ships sent out by the
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British Admiralty to survoy tho Steaits of Magellan in the
years 1820, 1830, 1882 and 1884, examined and penctrated
tho counbry to o gronter oxiont thun nny olhor voyngors.

If the other tribes inhaliting the country resemblo that
with which I was domesticatled, it 1wust be a hazardous
cnterprise for missionaries to altempt the propagation of
the gospel among them. Iiven apart from this, the diffi-
oulty of gaining a subsistence there mmust prove an almost
insuporable obstacle.  The barrcimess of tho soil, and the
want of water, render agriculture u dcspér:}.tc resouree, wud
there i3 no spontancous product of the carth to sustain
lifo. To live like the savages would be simply impossible
to men who luve been hubituated to the comlorts of civil-
fvod Jife; X eonld net have survived many monlhs of such
hardship.  Drovisians would have to be imported; this
dificulty scems suflicient to diseoneage, il' not to prevont,
efforta in that dircction.  When, to this, we add the
eruclty, the duplicity, the treachiery and blood-thivstiness
of tho people, I wrn unable to cenjecture throngl what
direct agency they can Lo rewehed by (o inilocnees of
Christinnity.  Whethor aceess to them conld be gained
through their Spanish American neighbors, or hy enlicing
gomo of them, when young, into a more civilized soeiety,
aud so opening an avenae of pewceable and beneliciil
intorconvse, it is vot casy to wvouclude, without uciual
oxporimout.

Sinve roturning to this eountry, theso viows have Deen
confirmed, by the narrative recently pubilished of the sad faty
of tho uglish niimsionnries sont to Patugonia,  Cuplain Gurs
diner, and three or four Cornish fishermen, who volunteered
for this Iabar of love, were landed by a passing vessel some-
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whora on tho ichespilable coust, So inveternto was the
hostility of the matives, they durst not trust themsclves
among thewm ; they were deiven, in their covered barges,
from place to place; like their Master, having not, on the
land, where to Iay their heads,  Arrangements had been
made, belore leaving England, to have provisions follow
then ; thirty-six barrels of provisions, destined for ihemn,
were found some time alter, by a government vessel, at
the Falkland Islands. The commander took them on board,
and sailed for the place of their destination; uporn their
first landing, traces of the unfortunate men were found;
and, on thorough seavch, dircctiong were discovored to
look for them at another place. They were followed from
o2 stopping=place to another, till the gravo of one of them
was found, who had died of sturvulion. The swurvivors
were traced to a spob where their boats luy oh the shore,
unoceupied; ot o little distance off Jay their bodies, un-
boried, their bones bleaching on the sand. The humano
discoverers buried their yemains.  On lifting a stone from
the mouth of o cava, thore was diselosed a purrative of
their suflerings, and of suceessive deaths, written by Cap-
tain Gardiner; at the date of the last cntry he had not
tusted {vod for fouwr days. In all probability, he shared
the fute of hig brothren, —sfarvation,—and ywith him closed
their melaucholy history. A sad tale! Yet there were

days and weeks when I would have gladly exchanged my
lot for wanderings Iiko theirs, upon tho desert shove, Dut
from those lorrors I was mwercitully delivored; they, in
the prosecution of o snered avd bonevolent orvand, wore
cut down by the dispensation of Ilim who seelh not ns
man seeth
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It may occur to some reader that the deceptions I prac-
tised upon tho natives, as frunkly narrated, had a tendency
to impair their coufidence in white men, and thus to in-
creasc the difliculty of reaching them by Christian ivflu-
ences; and to render the lot of any poor wan herealter
falling into their hands more desperaie than it would
otherwiso be. Perhaps so; yet the danger does not scem
go immincnt, when we eonsider thai they ure enlire
strangers o Lruth,  DProbably ne DPatagonian’s experience
or observalion conld furnish an example of consistent
voracity, and Lhey would not he likely o suspect the ex.
istenee of such a virtue in any one. It i3 apparent, from
their behavior in the *last scene of all ™ with me, that
from first to last they vehemently mistrnsted my state-
mentg; and their most likely comment on the report of
the chief must have been, I told you'so.” The shock
was less than if they bad reposed a more gencrous con-
fideneo.

Tho notoriety which wus given to my caplure hy tha
nowspapor presd alled fimth nuny exprossions of sym.
puthy from lpursmm who knew nothing of me, exeopt that
I was o fellow-being in distress, To all such I tender my
thovks, It iz a graleful duty, in parting cowpany with
tho reader, to renew the cxpression of thauk(ul remeun-
branee with which I recall the benelctors whe, wuder God,
vescued and beftiended me, — My, JEull, and the noble-
hearted captains, who fed and clothed me when hungry amd
nakod, and conveyed me gratuilously to my destination.
Nor ean I forget tho prompt wction of the llenoralle
Secretary of the Navy, the efficient exertions of the officers
of the Vandalin, or the genevosity of Commodore Jones.
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I would also acknowledge, with the liveliest gratitude, my

obligntions io the 1lon. Daniel Webster, * tho Ilon. R. .,
Winthrop, the ITon, George Ivans, of Maine, and o the
Hon. Joseph Grinnell, and the Xon. John H. Clifford, of
New Bedford ;—all of whom, wherr informed of my cap-
tivity, volunteered their aid, and made thoso represent-
ationg to the Navy department which resulied in the
despateh of the Vandalin on her humano mission. Nor
must I omit to add my thanks to Mr. Denison, who kindly
bore their memorials to Washington, and laid them before
the department.  If I acquired nothing move by my
unlooked-for expevience, I at least gained a warmer pa-
iriottsm, and a'profoundcr sense of the benignant wisdom
of Providence.
